"Provided further, that if 
tha limitations and restrictiona 
herein containe<l are fouiKl to 
be in conflict with the provi­
sions of appropriate M eral 
statutce, as they now are or 
as they may lie ameruled to 
the extent that federal match­
ing money is not available to

the sUte for these purpos^ 
then and in that event the 
I,egislature is specifically au­
thorised and empowered to 
prescrilie such limitations and 
restriction! and enacts such 
laws as may be necessary in 
order that such federal match­
ing money will be available 
for assistance and/or medical 
care for or on behalf of needy 
persons.

“.Nothing in this Section 
shall bt construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 of 
Article XVI of this Constitu­
tion; provided further, how­
ever, that such medical care, 
seiv'ices or assistance shall 
also include the employmmt 
of objective or subjective 
mrani, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of 
asrertaining and measuring 
the powers of vision of the 
human eye, and fitting lensee 
or prisma to correct or remedy 
iny defect or abnormal condi­
tion of vision. Nothing herein 
shall be construed to permit 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever in 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe any drug or 
physical treatment whatsoever, 
unless such optometrist is a 
regularly lirenM  physician or 
surgeon under the laws of this 
•tats."

Sec. 2. The foeegoinit (Vm- 
stitutional AmeiMlment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday in August, 
1969. At the election the bal­
lots thsll be printed to pro­
vide for voting “FOR” or 
“.\GAIN.ST" the proposition:

“The Constitutional Amend­
ment providing for assistance 
tu and or medical care on be­
half of the needy aged, the 
needy blind, the needy dis­
abled, and the needy dependent 
children and their raretakere; 
establishing Eighty Million 
Dollars ($80,000,(MO) as tha 
maximum amount that may be 
paid per year from state funds 
for assistance only; allocating 
and appropriatin(( additionu 
sums suppiementing current 
legislative appropriations for 
assistance grants; and author­
ising the L ^ sla tu re  to eimct 
such laws as may be necessary 
in order that federal matching 
money will be available for 
assistance and/or medical 
care.”
