14—the latest date possible.

Dove hunters will get an ad­
ditional hour of hunting dally 
because of the Daylight Savings 
Time. Last year dove hunters 
could start blasting away at 12 
noon Central Standard Time or 
1 p. m. Daylight Saving Time. 
This was eliminated from the 
Federal guidelines this year and 
In effect dove hunters can be­
gin shooting an hour earlier.

having a whIte-wInged hunt 
where It will be Sept 6-7 and 
from Sept. 20 through Nov. 16.

Bag limit on both species will 
be 10 per day and 38 In posses­
sion. A bag and possession limit 
of both species will be permitted 
during the concurrent season. < 
Shooting hours for dove will be 
12 noon local time to sunset.

There Is no closed sea­
son on squirrel, but there Is a 
bag limit of 10 per day and 20 
In possession In all counties ex­
cept Brown and Mills Counties. 
Turkey season Is Nov. 8 through 
Jan 1 and the bag limit Is 2 
turkey — gobblers or bearded 
hens. No open season In Bosque, 
Hamilton and Palo Pinto Coun­
ties.
