I Projects and areas were se- 
{ lected on the most presslnR 
need and to give service to the 
most families. The three In­
clude; 1—Alley between East 
Front Street and Lynch Street; 
2—Proctor Drive and Live Oak 

I Street System; ( this would not 
Include Hannah Valley Road at 
this time, which could be added 
at a later date); and 3— Pine 
and Maple Street System. Num­
ber two and three are both lo­
cated In the Northwest area of 
the city where the need has 
been the most pressing.

It was pointed out that these 
three areas would be undertak­
en first because of the need and 
that other areas would enter 
Into the planning for future 
additions to the system with 
the city continuing the expan­
sion on the same pay as you 
go basis.

More definite details with 
more accurate coot figures win 
be presented to the council at 
the next regular meeting of the 
group on October 6 when a re­
port will be presented by the 
engineer.

In the meantime residents of 
the areas covered in the pro­
posals and all citizens of Oold­
thwalte are Invited to express 
their views to members of the 
council or the city manager and 
to ask any questions that they 
may have regarding the matter.
