represent the percentage neces­
sary to bring the producer’s 
sales returns up to an announc­
ed support level. Lamb pay­
ments are made under the pro­
gram to encourage the normal 
marketing of lambs in the wool 
to prevent unusual shearing of 
lambs.

Producers are also reminded 
to keep complete records on 
their sales of lambs, wool and 
mohair and to report their pur­
chases of unshorn lambs when 
filing applications for program 
payments.

Where lambs have been own­
ed by more than one producer, 
the program payment Is prorat­
ed among the various owners. A 
producer must have owned 
these lambs for at least SO days 
to be eligible for incentive pay­
ment. Likewise, wool and mo­
hair pairments are made only 
to a producer who has owned 
the sheep and goats from which 
the wool and mohair was shorn 
for at least 30 days.

Producers should not wait un­
til the end of the year to file 
their applications with the 
ASCS Office. Bob Jarvis, office 
manager, stated in making the 
announcement this week.
