Wool And Mohair Payment Program 
To Be Continued Unchanged For 72

Washington, Nov. 10—The U. 
S. Department of Agriculture 
today announced that the In­
centive price of 72 cents a lb. 
for marketings of shorn wool 
and a support of 80.2 cents a 
lb. for mohair will continue un­
changed In 1972 from 1971 le­
vels.

These prices are In accord­
ance with the National W(x>l 
Act as amended by the Agri­
cultural Act of 1970 which re­
quires that the support shall be 
at the above levels for each of 
the three marketing years thru 
the end of 1973.

Pulled wool will continue to 
be supported at a level compar­
able to the incentive price for 
shorn wool through payments 
on unshorn lambs.

For example, payments on 1970 
marketings, which began in 
April, were made at the rate of 
102.8 percent of the dollar re­
turn each producer received 
from the sale of shorn wool. 
This percentage was based on 
the difference between the In­
centive price of 72 cents and 
the national average grower 
price of 35.5 cents a pound.

Mohair payments will be cal­
culated in a manner similar to 
wool.

Payments to producers on the 
1972 calendar year marketings 
will be made b a n n in g  in April 
1973. Applications for such pay­
ments must be filed not later 
than January 31, 1973.

A 31 year-old Burnet County 
rancher has announced he will 
run for the District 43 position 
in the Texas House of Repre­
sentatives In next spring’s De­
mocratic primary. (Burnet. 
Lampasas, Mills and the south­
ern portion of Bell Counties)

He is Dan Jones, who owns 
ranches near Lampasas (In the 
Dobyvllle community of Burnet 
County) and near Bertram, and 
a lumber yard at Dripping 
b rin g s.

Jones has made it clear that 
he will steer an Independent 
course while In Austin. "I’ve 
had experience down there for 
four years and I've seen damage 
that can be done If a legislator 
Is not determined to be Inde­
pendent of the lobby and the 
establishment machine,’ Jones 
says.

•T feel It my first obligation 
to serve my home district, not 
to kow-tow to some lobbyist’s 
version of what I should do In 
Austin,’’ he adds.

Jones was born at Buffalo, In 
Leon County, East Texas, and 
was raised on a farm. He gradu­
ated from Buffalo High Schcml, 
where he was active In student 
government. He was twice e- 
lected president of the Future 
Farmers of America chapter 
and one year was president of 
the Green Hand organization 
made up of first-year FFA 
members.

On completing high school, 
Jones commuted to Sam Hous­
ton State University, studying 
political science. At the same 
time he was In the automobile 
sales business in Buffalo.

Jones was an employee at 
Texas Motor Transportation As- 
sociattpn, Inc. for four years 
working as director of public re­
lations. He acquired an intimate 
knowledge of the Legislature's 
workings.

“There was a lot I just didn’t 
approve of,” Jones says. In June 
of this year he resigned to oper­
ate his Burnet County ranch 
tha t he had bought in 1968 near 
DobyvUle.

He lives there with his wife 
Jan  snd their two children, 
Bryan, 5. who attends kinder­
garten In Lampasas, and new 
baby Stephanie bom just a 
month ago.

He hopes to come as near as 
possible to meeting every resi­
dent of the new district, which 
has no Incumbent House mem­
ber under the recently devised 
redlstrictlng plan.

“I will pay my filing fee just 
as soon as I am legally permit­
ted to,” Jones says. “But until 
the court case on the new re- 
districtlng Is settled, a candid­
ate can’t file.”

Jones says he is Intent on 
"restoring integrity In Texas 
government and fair represen­
tation for all the people In this 
district. Everything I will do 
will be for the people of this 
district.

“I will not vote on a piece of 
legislation on the basis of what 
a lobbyist thinks best,” Jones 
says.

He says this independence 
will extend Into the coming race 
for speaker, which will nam* 
the man who will guide th» 
House In the coming session. 
Jones Intends to remsln un­
committed to any speaker can­
didate until the day the House 
members vote on the question.

In  court, the company pro­
tested tha t It could not be held 
responalble for the ragarles of 
the weather. Nevertheless, the 
court granted the fanner's 
claim. The court pointed out 
tha t the pilot, If he had been 
reasonably careful, would have 
foreseen the danger and delay­
ed his spraying until the wind 
died down.

Crop dusting loomed in popu­
larity after World War II. Sur­
plus airplanes were available. Bo 
were surplus pilots. And so were 
new and potent Insecticides.

But, like many technological 
advances, this one has brought 
legal complications in Its wake. 
Repeatedly, courts have held 
crop dusters responslMe for 
falling to take reasonable pre­
cautions in their work.

One pilot underestimated the 
carrying power of his spray 
equipment. Another pilot failed 
to give fair warning to a neigh­
boring landowner. A third piolt 
disregarded the special charac­
teristics of the chemical he was 
using. In  each case, a court 
found enough evidence of negli­
gence to impose legal liability 
on the company.
