AL'STIN. TEXAS -  While 
the 1973 Legislature managed to 
avoid a tax bill, outlook for 1975 
is "bleak,”  with new revenue 
needs ranging up to $700million, 
according to Texas Research 
League.

U . Gov. Bill Hobby earlier 
came ig> with a similar gloomy 
estimate o f a $533 million tax 
boost during the next regular leg­
islative session, but Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe declined to agree.

According to Texas Research 
league, state spending from key 
funds is expected to increase by 
$550 million in 1976-77, and the 
increase could run as high as 
$850 million to $1 bUlion.

Revenues, meanwhile, are due 
to rise $550 million to $625 mil­
lion over the present biennium.

However, TRL cautions these 
factors must also be considered:

+ Federal revenue sharing 
funds (which accounted for $316 
mUlion of 1974-75 income) will 
drop by at least $100 million, 
because Texas received a three- 
year allocation to spend in a two- 
year period tor the current bud­
get.

+  An estimated $156 mtllion 
surplus at the beginning o f the 
next biennium will decrease from 
$75 million-to-$100 million de­
pending on bills signed by Gom, 
Briscoe.

ently would find itself faced with 
the need to find S60(V$700 mil­
lion In additional biennial reven­
ues,”  said a new TRL report.

If the next legislature de­
cides to overhaul school finance 
formulas, a biennial cost liw - 
crease of perhaps another $300 
million can be anticipated, TRL 
concluded.

Briscoe, at the national gover­
nors conference In Nevada, re­
fused to be pessim istic and.pix>- 
mised budgeting innovations and 
other economy moves which he 
feels can check a tax boost.

DIM VIEW OF CONSTITtL 
TION CHANGE -  County offi­
cia ls  are getting together to fight 
any constitutional change which 
drastically alter county govern­
ment according to Judge Robert 
W. Calvert, chairman of the Tex. 
Constitution^ Revision Commis­
sion.

Following hearings in Cor­
pus Christi, Calvert said he 
sees "an incipient opposition to 
any suggested changes in county 
government.”

He cited three letters from 
county officials expressing a dim 
view toward tampering with their 
Jobs. Calvert said the Commis­
sion is committed to no course 
on the subject.

The 37-member body Is con­
cluding its hearings over the state 
and will make recommendations 
to the legislature next November. 
Lawmakers will sit as a con­
stitutional convention next year. 
Calvert urged legislators to 
attend the hearings in eight cities 
this month. Committees will be­
gin drafts on conclusion o f the 
public discussions.

The remainder o f the con­
stitutional hearings are set as 
follows: Friday, June 15, Beau­
mont, Orange and Port Arthur; 
Thursday, June 21, Abilene; F r i­
day, June 22, Wichita Falls; 
Thursday, June 28, Waco; and 
Friday, June 29, Austin.

COURTS SPEAK -  Unsafe 
conditions in public housingunits 
are grounds for suits where ten­
ants are injured, the State Su­
preme Court held in a rase grow­
ing out o f a death due to 
a defective heater.

In another case, the High 
Court upheld lower court Judg­
ments o f $197,500 in damages a- 
gainst Mobil Pipeline Company 
on behalf o f the family of a Mobil 
Oil Company employee who died 
in a Beaumont e i^ os ion .

The U. S, Supreme Court 
in Washington, meanwhile, upheld 
a Texas law requiring immuni­
zation o f school children against 
several diseases. The top court 
ruled 7-2 that states cannot indi­
rectly tax liquor sales on U. S. 
Military bases.

If no action is 
pending, clerks are entitled to 
a fee of $3 for each instrument 
issued but not for filing instru­
ments prepared by others.

Of nine selected categories of vegetable production, 
Texas it first in throe o f  them, giving the state a .333 
batting average. Texas is first in the nation in production of 
cabbage, ap'tsch, and watermelons for the year 1972, 
according to the Texes Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service.

In production o f fresh market vegetables, Texas is 
third in the nation outranked by California and Florida. In 
total vegetable production, Texas is in fourth place; 
California, Wisconsin and Florida are ahead o f the state in 
that category.

Watermelon production in Texas last year totaled 
70,000 acres; spinach production totaled 5,500; and 
cabbage production totaled 19,000 acres.

On a county basis, Hidalgo County is Texas' leading 
vegetable producer with a total o f 60,(XX} acres. Other 
counties in the top 10 in total vegetable production are 
Frio, Zavala, Cameron, Deaf Smith, Starr, Castro, La Salle, 
Willacy, and Ouval.

Hidalgo County is the state's leader in production of 
cabbage, cantaloupes, carrots, onions. Frio County is the 
state's leader in production o f  watermelons.

Other rankings o f the state show the importance of 
Texas to vegetable production for the nation

Texas is second in cantaloupe production, second in 
carrot production, fourth in green peppers, second in 
onionv

T o ta l vegetable acreage in Texas during 1972 
amounted to 213,100 acres. Complete details on the 
vegetable industry in the state are included in the 1972 
Texas Vegetable Statistics. A copy may be obtained by 
writing the Texas Department of Agriculture, Box 12847, 
Austin, Texas 78711.

SALES o f cattle, calves, sheep, goats and hogs 
showed moderate declines in Texas.

C a ttle  and ca lves  marketed through auctions 
numbered 427,000 head, 33 per cent below a month ago.

Sheep sales at 79,000 head were 38 per cent below a 
year ago. Goat sales at 30,000 were 25 per cent below e 
year ago.

Hogs sold at 34,000 heao were 32 per cent below a 
year and a month ago.

EGG production in Texas during April showed a 10 
per cent reduction from  a year ago and one per cent less 
than the previous month.

Texas hens are still rwt quite up to the national 
average on a laying basis. Texas eggs laid daily per 100 hens 
averaged 62.6 during April. Nationwide, the average was 
63.8 eggs laid daily per 100 herts.

Egg-type chicks hatched in Texas during April 
increased two per cent from last year. The national total 
was virtually the same as a year ago.

FUEL shortages are being reported from various parts 
of Texas by agriculture producers. Farmers who run short 
o f fuel are requested to report it to the Texas Department 
of Agriculture or to their county Agricultural Stabilizatiorv 
artd Conservation Service office.

Agricultural industries have first priority in the use of 
fuel, according to federal guidelines on a voluntary 
compliance basis. More stringent regulations are to be 
enforced if necessary.

AUSTIN — Owners of signs 
along Interstate and federal-aid 
primary highways face a June 
30 deadline to apply for a permit 
and a license fw  ttem.

The Texas Highway Beautifi­
cation Act, in effect since June 
of 1972, requires owners of signs 
which are within 660 feet o f In­
terstate or federal-aid primary 
highways and are visible from 
main traffic lanes to file permit 
requests with the district offices 
o f the Texas Highway Dept. 
The permits cost S5 each.

Before permits can be ap­
proved, sign owners must obtain 
a $25statelicenseandpost$2,500 
bond for each county in which 
they have a sign. Maximum bonds 
of $10,000 are requiredof owners 
with signs in more than three 
counties.

Both license and bond applica­
tions can be obtained from Right 
o f Way Division, Texas Highway 
Department, P. O. Box 5075, Aus­

tin, 78763, or any Highway Dept, 
district office.

Although approximately 15,000 
permits have been approved it is 
estimated that thousainds of signs 
remain in violation o f the act.

Just an hour ago the Senate 
passed its version of farm legis­
lation. Although our Committee 
has been working steadily, with 
as many as three ikiicommitr 
tees in session almost every day, 
we are still some distance from 
a farm bill. The House will 
probably use the same basic ap­
proach; that is, the establishment 
o f some kind of minimum target 
price which the government will, 
in effect, guarantee- Such a pro­
gram at present price levelswlll 
cost the government absolutely 
nothing. At the same time itwill 
guarantee producers that they 

will not suffer the caUstrophic 
losses that have been suffered 
at times in the past.

The most serious problems 
arise from the fact that although 
the Senate Committee had care­
fully separated the economic and 
social objectives, the .Senators 

as a whole could not resist the 
temptation to go on record as 
trying to penalize the "b ig  pro­
ducer.”  The bill just passed 
contains a provision that no far­
mer can draw more than $20,- 
000. Of cour.se, no one can 
draw anything unless prices 
break to disastrous levels 
while cost of production remains 
h i^ . Should this occur, con­
sumers are going to need some 
incentive to secure adequate 

farm production and adequate 
farm production can only be had 
by encouraging those who pro­
duce the major portion of our 
crops. This Includes "b ig”  pro­
ducers.

A few minutes before the Sen- 
ate voted to limit payments to 
producers, the House voted to pay 
as much as 55 percent of certain 
transportation costs (Merchant 
Marine) and, of course, place 
no limit on the amount one in­
dividual or company could re­
ceive because what we want is 
transportation under the Ameri­
can flag. I think it is just as 
Important that we have pro­
duction imder the American flag.

We continue to receive com­
plaints about the energy short­
age. We do all we can to help 
work out specific problems and 
in a few cases we have been 
able to assist. The rules speci­
fically provide a priority for farm 
needs so if your dealer can’t 
get needed farm fuel, write us 
(please don’t telephone, write) 
so we can give the Oil Policy 
Board the specific information 
it needs.

If we are going to use the 
oil that we have in Alaska and 
need in the Continental United 
States, we are going to have to 
let the companies build a pipe­
line. And, if we are going to 
use imported oil, which we can

buy in the Middle East, we are 
going to have to let somebody 
build some refineries along the 
East Coast. These actions may 
very well result in less than 

perfect environmental situations. 
I think this means we have got 
to make a choice but I believe 
that choice can and should be 
a reasonable compromise be­
tween the different objectives 
w hich we are seeking.
