In Mills County
Social Security benefits were 

being paid to residents of Mills 
County at a rate of $132,000 a 
month at the close of 1972, R. R. 
Tuley J r . ,  social security mana­

ger in Abilene said today.
Of the social security bene­

ficiaries living in Mills County, 
861 are retired workers and their 
dependents. Another 214 are re ­
ceiving benefits as the survivors 
of workers who have died, and 
101 are getting benefits as dis­
abled workers or their depen­
dents.

Tuley pointed out that al­
though most social security bene- 
ficlaiies in the Abilene -district 
are older people, about two out 
of every eleven are under age 
60. In Mills County, 148 people 
under age 60 are collecting social 
security payments each month. 
Nearly 53 are under age 18, 
receiving payments because a 
working father or mother has 
died or is getting social security 
disability or retirement benefits. 
Most of the 20 beneficiaries in 
Mills County between t 8 and 22 
years of age, are getting student’s 
benefits under a provision in the 
social security I aw permitting the 
continuation of a child’s benefits 
beyond his 18th birthday, and up 
to age 22, if the child is attending 
school full time.

USDA Warns Screwworms Could 
Cause Summer Problems.

MISSION, JULY 23 -  Screw- 
worm cases are on the rise in 
Texas and the end may not be 
in sight until November 1, warns 
the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture (USDA), As of July 20, 
Texas had recorded 224 cases, 
almost three times as many as 
had been recorded for the same 
period in June.

"From  now until November 
1 is considered the crucial time 
in the screwworm program,’’ ex­
plained Dr. M. E. Meadows, vet- 
erinarian-in-charge of USDA’s 
Screwworm Eradication.

"Screwworm activity in­
creases as the summer lengthens 
until case numbers peak in .Sept, 
and Oct. With the recent rains 
in the Hill Country al-ea adding 
to the already Ideal screwworm 
enviroment, livestock producers 
and pet owners will have to be 
twice as alert for screwworm in- 
fesUtions.’’

Food Stamps 
lucrease 
Buyiug Power

Certification of persons wish­
ing to paiticipate in the state­
wide food stamp program will 
begin in August, according to 
Bluford Mauldin.

" I f  you are unemployed, don’t 
make much money or receive 
public assistance you may be eli­
gible for food stamps,” Mr. 
Mauldin explained. "With food 
stamps, you spend the same 
amount you presently do for gro­
ceries but receive more and 
better food for your money.”

Food stamps increase the 
purchasing power of low-income 
households by 10 to 30 percent 

or even more. /And food stamps 
are a good means for using 
America’s agricultural abun­
dance while helping those who 
can’t afford to eat better.

CeiTification is done at 
local welfare office. When apply­
ing for food stamps, persons 
should take with them proof of 
income, shelter evnenses. medi­
cal ouls and bank accounts.

The State Department of 
Pidilic W'elfare administers the 
program which is financed by the 
State of Texas and the United 
States Department of Agricul­
ture.

Mills County Agent Warns Horse, Mule 
Owners To Protect Animals From VEE

With summci weather and 
rains, mosquitoes are becoming 
more plentiful. And since they 
tz-ansmit sleeping sickness to 
horses, steps should be taken 
now to protect these animals.

All horses, mules, asses 
and poines should be vaccinated 
for the three types of equine 
encephalomyelitis (horse sleep­
ing sickness) — Eastern and 
Western equine encephalomye­
litis and Venezueland equine en- 
cephalomeyelitis (VEE). VEE 
caused many- horse’s deaths when 
it ravaged Mexico and southern 
Texas in 1971.

The three diseases are 
caused by different viruses 
carried by mosquitoes, and there­
fore separate vaccinations are 
required.

Vaccine for the Eastern and 
Western strains of the disease 
is in a combine form and annual 
booster shots should be given 
to horses after the initial vac­
cination. The ATE vaccine pro­
vides ample protection for 18 
months.

Horses that were not vac­
cinated since the 1971 emergency 

be revacclnatod as soon as ^

possible. Also, colts vaccinated 
while under six months of age 
should be revaccinated.

The Texas Animal Health 
Commission requires that all 
horses moving to shows be 
vaccinated for VEE.

Death often results after 
animals contact encephalomye­
litis. Outward signs of the three 
diseases Include depression, lack 
of appetite and drowsiness. 
Animals may frequently grind 
their teeth and stagger when 
moving.

Local veterinarians can pro­
vide information on vaccination 
procedures.

Just when the weather is 
beginning to settle after an un­
predictable winter and early 
spring and the beef picture should 
begin to brighten for the pro­
ducer, it’s not happening.

"There are a number of 
things clouding the beef pictia-e 
at a time when production should 
be increasing to meet the rapidly 
growing demand," points out 
Dr. Ed I'vacek, livestock market­
ing specialist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension .Service.

"Uncertainty for the future 
stems consumer meat boy­
cotts, s slowdown in marketings.

severe late winter weather 
followed by spring flooding, a ban 
on the use of DES (diethyl stil- 
vestrol) as a growth stimulant, 
price ceilings and increasing ex­
porting of pork.

"A ll these things will influence 
the red meat sigiplies that will 
be available this year. It looks 
like those supplies will be less 
than anticipated even though fed 
cattle marketings are expected 
to be five percent greater this 
spring then last and summer mar­
ketings should also be large."

The Texas A4M Urtiverslty 
specialist contends that higher 
feeder cattle prices are limiting 
the fed cattle output. lYiture 
production is being restrained by 
concern over feed supplies, later 
this year, he points out.

Cow-calf producers should look 
for a slackening of feeder prices 
during the summer and fall, ac­
cording to Uvacek. However, 
feeder prices will generally stay 
above the fed cattle market. The 
specialist advises cow-calf pro- 
diKcrs to keep an eye on the fed 
csttle market as changst there 
could be the key to changes in 
the feeder market. Higher finish­
ing costs may puah downward on

feeder prices since price ceil­
ings will not allow a pass-through 
to consumers.

Al'STIN, TEXAS -  Texas may 
be better off under its present 
type (rf government than the so- 
called cabinet form being ad­
vanced in preparation for con­
stitutional revision, according to 
Texas Research I-eague.

I-eague staff members in 
a new report to the Constitutional 
Revision Commission point to ad­
vantages of the present system 

and offer these key observations:
—While there is room for im­

provement, Texas government is 
not the “ administrative jiatgle" 
portrayed by critics. There are 
174 legal entities which might 
qualify as state agencies, but 
fewer than 30 of them control
99 per cent of money and per­
sonnel in state government.

—Texas still has one of 
the most economical big state 

governments in the nation. Ohio 
and Missouri rate slightly lower, 
but Texas spends more in support 
of its schools than those two 
states. Major suggestions by the 
League for economies have been 
in the areas of education and wel­
fare financing. Overhead admin­
istration and control functions 
cost 1.9 per cent of Texas’ total 
budget, while the national average 
is  2.6 per cent.

-M ajor Texas agencies such 
as the Highway Department, Edu­
cation Agency, Department of 
Corrections and Department of 
Public Safety rate high national­
ly. The League found few
agencies in other states “ cleai'- 
ly superior” to Texas counter­
parts.

—While advocates of the
cabinet theory claim it provides 
for holding the governor account­
able for all aspects of govern­
ment administration, political 
realities dictate that he can be 
held accountable at the pollsonly 
once or twice. Further, it is 
difficult for voters to assess 
thousands of acts by the chief 
executive during any four years.

-Whether authority to appoint 
20 cabinet officials but no sub- 
cabinet-level personnel would 
strengthen the governor In policy­
making is  debatable. Merit 
system employment to insulate 
state employees from the spoils 
system is considered part of the 

cabinet theory. This means 
echelons below the cabinet level 

are beyond the governor’s con­
trol.

The present pattern of part- 
time boards, according to the 
1-eague, imovides opportunity for 
particiiMtion in government by 
many tey citizens, who, in turn, 
provide a powerful reservoir of 
sig)port for agovernor’spolicies. 
The League suggests more fis­

cal power for the governor and 
authority to order governmental 
reorganization subject to legisla­
tive veto.

TOP 100 PRF-SCRIPTIONS 
STUDIED — Computers are being 
used by the Texas Pharmacy- 
Board to determine the top 100 

prescription drugs being sold in 
this state.

Under new state law, H. B. 
750, druggists must post the 
prices of the 100 most prescrib­
ed drugs at their counters this 
fall.

The new law will also 
prohibit advertising about 
“ wholesale”  “ cut rate” prices, 
and limit drug stores to adver­
tising about services, keeping 
“family records”  and dangers 

of mixing certain types of drugs.
Consumers will be able 

to check the prices of the top
100 most common drugs at each 
prescription counter, states Joe 
Amette, Texas Pharmacy Board, 
who is usingthe computer method 
to make the state-wide survey.

AUTO RATES CLT -  True 
to its promise, the State Board 
of Insurance oi^ered an average 
statewide reduction of 4.3 per 
cent in private auto coverage pre­
miums, estimating 90 per cent 
of motorists will save at least 
$25 million. New rates are 
effective August 27.

i-Yirther, according to Board 
Chairman Joe Christie, the 
competitive rating law September 
1 will mean further savings for 
many, Christie said one company 
has indicated it will ask authority 

to cut its rates IS per cent across 
the board when the competitive 
rating law takes effect.

Another law passed by the 
legislature this year, however, 
may cancel out the savings for 
some and actually bring a slight 
increase. The personal injury

ACSTIN — Back in the days 
when the holder of a bank check­
ing account could write a draft 
on a brown paper sack, ch' a piece 
of wood bark, it probably wasn’t 
as hard to keep track of an account 
balance as it is today when Texas 
banks print personalized drafts, 
process checks with computers, 
and offer a myriad of helpful ser­
vices.

But one of the major problems 
merchants encounter to ^ -  is the 
proliferation of worthless checks 
which are given, in the main, 
it seems, by well-meaning con­
sumers who simply find it hard 
to master the mathematics of 
checking accounts.

Hundreds of millions of 
drafts on Texas banks are written 
annually by people who find this 
a convenient way to keep a record 
of payment on everythinjg from in­
surance premiums, to mortgage 
coupons, to sandwich luncheons 
and drugstore purchases.

L'sually, everything works out 
to the satisfaction of the account 
holder, the merchant, and the 
bank depository.

Many times, however, checks 
do “bounce” — that is to say, 
get returned to the merchant with 
a bank explanation of “ insuffi­
cient funds.”

In that event, the merchant 
will notify the check writer by 
certified mall of the return, with 
a request tliat the insufficient 
check be redeemed by a certain 
date.

In most cases, the giver 
of the check responds right a- 
way, since a good credit record 
is one of the most-prized assets 
in today’s society.

If the consumer does not 
answer the notice about a re­
turned check for up to $50 how­
ever, the merchant can take the 
worthless check — together with 
his certified mail receipt — to 
the county attorney for collection 
and or legal action on what is 
classified as a misdemeanor 
crim e.

(As of August 27, 1973, when 
a new law takes effect, the county 
attorneys will have jurisdiction 
on worthless checks for up to 
$200. The legal penalty for pro­
secution will be up to two years 
in county jail and or a maximum 
fine of $1,000.)

Realizing that the average 
“worthless check” writer suf­
fered from poor bookkeeping 
ability, rather than any intention 

of perpetrating a fraud, most 
county attorneys proceed with 
care from that point.

They understand, also that the 
merchant’s interest is only in 
keeping his books straight, by 
securing payment on the checks.

In Travis County (Austin) 
where some 300,000 Texans live. 
County Attorney Ned Granger be­

gins by writing a letter to the 
person of which thb merchant 
complained. “ Generally,” Gran­
ger says, “ it’s a housewife’s, or 
student’ s, disease.”

He says that his office 
received 16,802 complaints in 
1972 regardingworthless checks 

totaling $262,185, and through 
contacts with those complained 
of, $130,929 was recovered for 
the merchants involved.

If the county attorney’s 
letter is ignored, he asks the 
local sheriff to send the check 
writer a summons, asking him 
to appear in county court. If 
there Is still no answer after 30 
to 60 days, a warrant is issued 
for the person’s arrest. And If 
he doesn’t show up for the court 
hearing, the defendant is cited for 
contempt of court, as well as for 
the worthless check charge.

Most cases are resolved 
before such drastic action could 
be required. When a case does 
come to tria l, most defendants 
plead guilty and work out 
an arrangement through proba­
tion to repay the amount Involved.

The citizens who get this 
predictament are not the same as 
the so-called “ hot check artist,” 
county attorneys tell us. The 
people who purposefully write bad 
checks usually are itinerant, and 
manage to be in the next county 
or state by the time their checks 
bounce. Another professional 

•ploy is to counterfeit the checks, 
or forge them.

The “wortliless check” cliarge 
most öfter Involves an other- 

wise-honest citizen.
Officials such as district 

and county attorneys, and the 
Attorney General, are dedicated 
to law enforcement. But they 

don’t enjoy the businessofhaving 
to take action against persons 
who try to be law-abiding in all 
other respects, any more than

Livestock and poultry feeders 
with more than 1,000 animal units 
must now comply with water 
pollution control regulations 
established by the EnvlronmenUl 
Protection Agency.

The new regulations became 
effective July 5 and set up a 
water pollution control permit 

program for agriculture.
Those concerned feeders in 

Texas can apply for a permit 
thro*«ht the EPA regional office 
in Dallas located at 1600 Pat­
terson Ave., .Suite 1100.

Although the 1,000 animal 
units are used asag^ieralguicto- 
ilne for the permit program, 
smaller operations can also be 
regulated if they are believed 
to present a pollution problem, 
the Texas A4M Lhiverslty 
System specialist points out. 
Multiple permits may be r ^ l r e d  
for agricultural operations sep­
arated by distance but under com­
mon ownership.

Regarding specific animal 
numbers, permits are required 
for the following feeding opera­
tions holding the listed number 
of animal units for more than 
30 days; slaughter and feeder 
cattle — 1,000; mature dairy 
cattle — 700; swine weighing 
more than 55 pounds — 2,500; 
sheep —10,000; turkeys- 55,000; 
laying hens and broilers where 
liquid manure handling systems 
exist — 30,000 and ducks—5,000.

An Intergrated cattle feeding 
system could boost profits from 
$9 to $11 a head, according to 
a study by agricultural econo­
mists with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station. Such 
a system, in which the whole 
process from the weaning age 
calf to slaughtering is pre­
arranged, lowers markriing 
costs and cuts down on the trans­
fers and resulting losses. The 
idea is to plan and organize for 
minimizing stress and ime in 
the market channel.
