Elderly Goldthwaite Couple
Killed In Car-Train Collison

Schedules 21st Annual Meet

M ills County- recorded its first 
traffic fatality- o f 1974 last Wed­
nesday when Mr. and M rs. Marvin 
King Co llier o f Goldthwaite were 
fatally Injured when the vehicle 
they were driving struck a pass­
ing Santa Fe train at the inter­
section of the tracks and U. S. 
84 in downtown Goldthwaite.

Investigating o fficers  stated 
the time o f the collision at 12:15
p. m.

The Colliers were killed 
instantly when their 1958 Chev­
ro let sedan struck the engine 
o f the train about in the center. 
The impact spun the car around 
so violently that the couple was 
apparently- thrown out the right 
front door o f the car and into 
the train. The car was thrown 
about 60 feet from the point o f 
impact. They were pronounced 
dead at the scene by Justice of 
the Peace E. H. Thorne.

O fficers could only guess that 
the Co lliers did not see the 
warning lights and failed to yield 
to the train.

M rs. Marvin C o llier o f Goldth­
waite were conducted Friday, 
September 27, 1974, at 2 p. m. 
in the Goldthwaite Church o f 
Christ with M inister Joe Wood-

rum officiating. Burial was in 
the Goldthwaite Memorial Ceme­
tery. Arrangements were under 
the direction of Wilkins IMneral 
Home.

Mrs. Collier, a member o f 
the Church o f Christ, was bom 
August 26, 1897, in Belton, Texas 
to J. C. McMurray and Bella 
Mae Wiseman.

.Mr. Collier, also a member 
of the Church of Christ, was 
born in Center City-, Texas, June 
1, 1894, to Isaac Groves Collier 
and Elizabetl; Ann Phillips.

The coiqtle married Novem­
ber 6, 1920, in Goldthwaite. They 
had recently moved to Goldth­
waite from Center City-.

They are survived by two sons, 
Ray D. C ollier o f Lubbock; Roy- 
A. C o llier o f Keller; one daugh­
ter, Mrs. Gus (V io la ) Roberts, 
Arlington; and one granddaugh­
ter, Jan Collier o f Lubbock.

The »v in e  Industry, like most 
other livestock producing indus­
tr ies  is feeling the pressure of 
present day events and econom­
ic situations. Like all other pro­
duction areas, the swine pro­
ducing industry must take every 
economic advantage to insure 
successful production. (Jne way 
is to take full advantage of breed­
ing systems, particularly cross- 
bi ceding systems. There arc 
three prinuiry crossbreeding 
systems in use today. These in­
clude a single cross, which is 
simply crossing two different 
breeds, the two breed rotational 
crossbreeding system in which 
boars of two different breeds are 
used in alternate generationswith 
crossbred gilts. These crossbred 
gilts and sows are always mated 
to a boar of the breed farthest 
away in their pedigree, and finally 
there is the three breed rotations I 
cross. This is probably the most 
widely used system o f the three. 
In this system, boars o f three 
breeds are used in succession on 
each generation o f crossbreed 
gilts.

A ll these systems are attempts 
to increase hybrids in swine 
production and thereby increase 
returns to managements, labor 
and capital.

On Ihe other hand, the neighbor 
may have a valid complaint when 
the injury he suffer« it more tub- 
ttamial. Thus, when brancbet 
actually spread across the prop­
erty line, most courts give t ^  
neighbor Ihe right to chop them 
off at the boundary

Furthermore, a neighbor usually 
has grounds for suit if a tree 
threatens hit safely. Another cate 
involved a badly decayed elm. 
wanding near a back yard fence. 
The next door neighbor, fearful 
of an impending accident, warned 
the tree's owner o f the danger—  
to no avail.

One morning, during a storm, 
a heavy bough split off and fell 
acrou the fence, smiling Ihe 
neighbor on the shoulder. Under 
these circumstances, the owner o f 
Ihe tree was held responsible for 
the neighbor's mishap

The court said he had no more 
right to keep a dangerous tree on 
his property than to keep a dan­
gerous building
