Business Garbage 
Rates To increase

Harold Yarborough On 
TRF Board Of Directors

The Goldthwaite City Council 
met In regular session Monday 
night, and unanimously passed a 
new set of pricing and operation 
regulations for the garbage de­
partment operated by the City.

The new rates, for commer­
cial users only, are based on 
the actual time that is required 
to serve each customer. Pick­
ups have been previously timed 
and the new rates have been for­
mulated using the figure of S 
cents per minute, with a mini­
mum charge of $2.00 per month.

If a business changes opera­
tions so as to affect the time 
required to pick up its garbage, 
then the rates will be adjusted 
accordingly.

Residential rates will remain 
the same as they have been in 
the past, and tlie council re­
moved the Saturday pickup sched­
ule for the downtown part of 
town.
