ITuper care of freshly cut 
fltmers before arranging will 
greatly prol<aigthelr useful life. 
Even Iris and hemcrocalllswlll 
respond to condRIonlng and per­
form nicely at a flower atsm 
whereas they will simn (taxmp 
If not properly cared for.

Successful fkmer cnndltlnn- 
Ing la dependent ignn the (oi- 
lowtaig steps:

1. Vtake clean cuts with a 
sharp knife nr shears. Dull 
tania will crush the stem and 
partially plug the water com 
ducting tissues. Any method 
which will produce a clean cut 
surface Is satittactnry regard­
less of whether the cut Is slant­
ing or at right aisles. Crush­
ing or splitting the stem to 
aid water uptake la effective 
only on fkmers having hard 
wiKMh stems such as garden 
chrysanthemums. Even here, 
cutting stsirtrr stems to ex­
pose «>ftrr tissue will usually 
be more affective.

2. I se clean ccmtalnera. 
Rinse cuntotners with house­
hold bleach solution to get rid 
of bacteria that may be left 
fnun previous use.

3. Place the cut stems in 
warm water (110 F) before any 
wilting takes place. It may be 
advantageous to carry a con­
tainer of warm water to the 
garden as you rut the flow­
ers.

4. Make sure there is suf­
ficient water In the ccaitalner 
so that several Inches or more 
at the stem will remain bel<m 
water after the floarers have 
an iippiirttatlty to take up aa 
much liquid as possible, 
f oliage which will be covered 
by water shaild be removed 
as It will deteriorate rapitly. 
Remove no more follagr than 
necessary as some foliage is 
needed tai making attractive 
arrangements.

5. ( ompletely cover the flow­
ers with ptastlr film to retard 
moisture loas and place In a 
refrigerator or air randitiiined 
rfinm from four to aU hours. 
Be sure to aikss the flowers 
to cool and take ap molatxve.

IVoperly cnnditiniied fkwters 
ran be arranged In any type 
of ctsitalner with little duiger 
of wilting an loag as the stem 
ends are covered by at least 
's Inch or mure of water. The 
arrangement should be kept out 
of drafts and dteect sunlight. 
Drafts from heating and air 
omdttkmtaig vents are eapec- 
lally harmful and will mater­
ially shnrten the I Hr of cut 
flowers.

The value of chemical pre­
servatives tai the water varies 
with the kind of flower and 
the length of time you wish 
the flower to remain In gmd 
ronditlnn.

Many of the so-called home 
remedies ran actually drrreate 
the flowar life. The commer­
cial preservatives sre much 
more dependable w wn used 
according to the (r structims 
on Ihe ciwdainer. nf much 
greater importance la the ctaan- 
Itaieat of the container. Pre- 
vtawaly uaed mnlabwrt ibated 
be thnnagddy cleaned before 
using again.
