from Alabama and married Mr
Porter in Falls County

Their older son, l.ewis, was
born October 3, 1895, and grew
to manhood on the farm at the
head of Washboard Creek. e
started school at Mt, Olive in
1903,

Some of his classmates were
Mrs. Tom McArthur, Thomas
and Pear! Huckabee, M,
Roberts, Sudie Black, Berta
Horton; all still live in this
area.

Judge Porter served in the
Navy during World War [ He
taught school in this area both
before and after his war ser
vice.,

In 1926 he was elected( ounty
Clerk of Mills County and held
that office for fourteen years
He was then clerk of the Selec-
tive Service Board, then acting
Postmaster, then County Judge
and County School Superinten
dent of Mills County for two
terms.

In 1947 while he was County
Judge and School Superin
tendent, sweeping changes were
made in Texas schools after
the passage of the Gllmer
Alken Bill, It was his duty W
implement these changes. As
county judge he encouraged the
county commissioners to pur
chase now equipment so that
county roads could be upgraded.

A new farm to market road
from Indlan Gap through Priddy
and to Zephyr was bullt, The
Commissioners Court also sup-
plemented the funds left by Mrs
Jennie Trent Dew to bulld and
maintain a county library to
serve all the residents of Mills
County. During his tenure as
Judge, the Commissioners
Court also provided the county
