Automobile registration for
1976 in Mills County will begin
next Monday, with a new format
to be followed in getting ‘‘tags”’
for the iles.

Fifteen miles to the west of
Goldthwaite, on a beautifully
wooded ridge, can be found a
little white schoolhouse; one of
the few left in Mills County.
On that tranquil hill today one
would think Ridge had forever
been the same, but history tells
us otherwise.

Before white men invaded
that ridge of hills covered with
liveoak trees, Indians lived
along the banks of the Pecan
Bayou to the north and east.
Deer, cougar, bear and buffalo
roamed the hills along with the
Indians. But change came as
progress moved forward.
Pioneer settlers migrated into
the Ridge area, and the Indians
and large animals eventually
were no more.

It was through this commun-
ity that the Mose Jackson family
traveled in their covered wagon
on that fateful day in 1858 and
met their doom when they came
upon a group of hostile Indians.
Ridge lies between Jackson
Springs, the home of the Jack-
son family, and their intended
destination on the Pecan Bayou.

It was also in this community
that a young man, suspected of
stealing horses, was caught by
a group of men and hanged from
a tree, not far from the now
peaceful litt! - schoolhouse. He
was buried that day under the
tree from w! i~h he was hanged,
and the tree has always been
known by people of Mills County
as "“The Hanging Tree,”’ now
only a dead stump. Whether he
was ‘“‘guilty’’ has always been
questioned by many. Horse
thieves were not treated kindly
in the early days, and men
thought to be guilty of this act
were sometimes hanged quickly
and without mercy, as this was
considered the worst of all
crimes. Such was the way of
the early pioneer when there
were few courts of justice to
help.

Ridge has not always been
called by that name. The Com-
missioners Court of Mills
County officially created a
community called Cold Springs
in May of 1888. There is a
beautiful spring on the property
of Willie and Melvin Pafford,
and beside this spring was the
first little Cold Springs school-
house, erected by C. H, Miller.
Children carried water to their
school in buckets from this
spring, and it has never been
known to run dry.

Mrs. Jess Massey, daughter
of an early pioneer settler,
remembers going to school at
Cold Springs in 1903, and that
her first school teacher was
Hattie Allen.

In August of 1912, taxes in
Cold Springs were twenty cents
on a one hundred dollar valua-
tion of taxable property for
public free school purposes.

Sometime between the years
of 1917 and 1920, John James
decided to establish a postoffice
in the community, and submitted
the name of ‘‘Ridge’’ instead
of Cold Springs. The name of
Ridge was accepted and the
postoffice established, which
saved many long and tiresome
trips for people to get their
mail.

Over the many years, there
have been four schoolhouses in
the community of Ridge; the
last one was built in 1931 and
stands today serving the people
for church, singing and other
affairs. Phe second building
was located not far southwest
of the present site. The third
school building was located on
the Hollis property and burned
in 1931. To the east of the
Ridge school is the Hollis
Cemetery, named for the early
Hollis landowners who donated
the land for the cemetery for
all to use.

The first three school teach-
ers at Ridge (Cold Springs)
were Hattie Allen, A, J, King

Guthrie Lindau.

People of Ridge gave way to
World War 11, and not only did
they send their boys to war,
but vast acres of land were
taken into Camp Bowie at
Brownwood. Many families
were forced to move from their
homes. Over this beautiful
countryside could be heard the
booms of huge guns and the
sounds of war as our boys
trained to fight. During these
trying times, Ridge school was
severely damaged by shells.
It was on the outer fringes of
the Camp Bowie bombing range.

After the war was over and
our boys came marching home,
the land was sold back to the
ranchers. It was then that in-
tercsted citizens gathered and
decided to salvage their little
schoolhouse, and it stands to-
day in good condition and often
used, especially for singing.
Glenn Nickols was instrumen-
tal in getting this project under
way, and deserves credit for
keeping Ridge schoolhouse in
good repair for all to use. The
Ridge Runners, a Gospel sing-
ing group, have also been a
great help.

A few of the early settlers
in Ridge Community were: J.
A, Gates, V., S, Meeks, A, J,
Curtis, R, J. Edmondson, Flat
Hollis, Will Kelso, C, F, Cor-
nelius and their families. There
were also the families of the
Boyds, Auldridge, Freemans,
Whites, Roberts, Reids, Kings,
Cobbs, Eggers, Paffords,
Weathers, Atkinsons, Millers,
Ashtons, Youngs, Reisingers,
and many, many others. The
community doctor was Dr. Billy

Mr. Henry Egger, ninety-five
years old and a long time resi-
dent of nearby Regency com-
munity, told of attending a
speical math class taught at
Ridge in the early days by a
Mr. Doyle. Mr. Egger was for-
tunate enough to have a horse
to ride, as most pupils had to
walk several miles to school.

The schoolhouse also served
as a church, except in warm
months when service was held
under a tabernacle or a brush
arbor. It was a common prac-
tice for a housewife to rise
early on Sunday morning, pre-
pare a huge dinner, and invite
the whole congregation home
with her for the Sunday noon
meal.

My dad, John Boyd, came to
Mills County from Missouri
when he was about fifteen years
old. He worked for Mr. Miller
and later acquired the most
of our ranch by buying small
amounts of acres at a time
for delinquent taxes. Some of
the land was purchased for as
little as one dollar per acre.

Lora Ashton Nickols moved
to Ridge community in 1917 and
walked to school at Ridge, a
distance of several miles.

Most people of Ridge today
enjoy life in our rural, serene
setting. Life doesn’'t change
much for us except for the
erosion of time. Deer have
returned in abundance; the call
of the quail can be heard through
the early morning mist; small
animals roam our ridge by night
and occasionally an eagle can
be sighted soaring high over-
head. We have wonderful times
at our little white school and
church house; we enjoy the
church services and singings
held there, as well as our ice-
cream suppers. We, the people
of Ridge, are glad we live here.
