Ignorant Poultry Ralooco Fall.
John H. Robloaon; When one un- 

dertakea poultry keeping the chnncoa 
are agalnat bia aucooia. But, unfor­
tunately, nearly every beginner ttainki 
himiolf or herself the talentod und 
favored or exceptionally Induitrloui 
person who Is sure to succawl, and 
therefore neglects to take th# necee- 
sary precautions to avoid fatluroa 
With rare exceptions those engaging 
In poultry keeping on any consider 
able scale begin without any adequate 
practical knowledge of the conditions, 
requirements and methoda o f tbe bua 
Ineaa. If they happen tg have abun­
dant capital to carry on tha buaiheaa 
until they have learned In the costly 
school o f experience what they ought 
to have known before Investing a 
dollar, they must finally make a suc­
cess of It, but the greater part o f the 
original Investment and also o f the 
expenses for several years may have to 
be charged off to cost o f acquiring ex­
perience. The most serl'.ua caaee are 
those of people with limited means 
who go Into poultry keeping, ex­
pecting It to give them their living 
almost from the start. As far as my 
observation goes the greater number 
of persons who once become deeply In­
terested In poultry, and decide to ven­
ture Into U will take bad advice In 
preference to good every time. 1 sup­
pose this is because the bad advice la 
more lu line with their hopes and 
wishes. The daily <are of poultry Is 
neither as easy as some think It, nor 
as hard as others ma^e It. It Is easy 
when you kcow how, and It Is neither 
a long nor a difficult task to know 
how. There Is a great difference be­
tween doing work well and doing it 
profitably. Permanent success In any 
Hue of work depends, as a rule, upon 
doing It both well and profitably..

How I Get W inter Egge.
From Farmers' Review: Our ex­

perience In getting winter eggs baa 
only been with Buffs and Barred 
Rocks. The first thing Is to have 
pure-bred stock, as no definite result 
can ha expected from miscellaneous 
crosses. For Barred Rocks the chicks 
should be hatched the last two weeks 
of March, or tbe first half o f  April, 
but the Buff Rocks may be batched as 
late as tbe middle of May. Then care 
should be. taken to keep them ..'row­
ing from the time they leave the shell. 
Above ail, keep t i c s  free from  Mcc. 
When tbe time arrives for placing 
tbe stock in wlnterquarters, cull out 
all the drones, and those inclined to 
take on fat too readily, for a lazy hen 
like a lazy poultryman Is not a suc­
cess.

Indicate that la 
feeding pigs, com  should be com bined 
with other feeds to get the best TO - 
turns. Experiments indicate thM 
silage can not be profitably subaU 
•vied, for a part o f  tbe grain ratios 
with pigs. In this experim ent It w -g  
fed in addition with som e profit, g iv­
ing quicker gains and keeping the ani­
mals In better oondtUon. Soy beans 
made an excellent pig feed mixed 
with com  in the proportion o f one to 
two. Being rich In protein, It la 
recommended as an especially effi­
cient addition to the ration when 
corn com poses the larger part. Dried 
distillery grains proved to be a poor 
pig feed, except In small proportlona. 
When fed as one-tbird or one-half of 
the ration with o r a  It was unprofita­
ble When It com posed one-fifth of 
the ration very good returns were 
obtained. Cottonseed meal may be 
profitably nsed to finish bogs fur 
market. In such cases It may be 
safely fed in quantities o f one-bait 
pound per pig daily and then omitted 
during periods c f  alternate weeks.

Feeding in Open Sheds or Barns.
The results of the tests on feeding 

In barus and open sheds at the Mia 
sour! station cam e as a surprise to 
those that have so long declared that 
beef steers should be fed in warm 
barns. The station enterexi into an 
extensive correspondence with feed­
ers throughout the state asking their 
opinion in the matter. Only Ik per 
cent favored feeding in barus; fill per 
cent practicing feeding In open abeds, 
Slid S3 per cent in open lota. Four 
tests were made, the steers each 
time being fed similar rations of corn 
and hay. In the first t'*<it tbe average 
daily gain of steers fed in barns was 
1 47; o f those fed in sbeds l.TS. In 
the second trial the gains ware for 
those fed In barns 1.85 and for those 
fed in open sbeds S 3. while simitar 
gains made by steers fed in an open 
lot were S.Sk pounds per day In the 
third test steers ted in haras gained 
on an average 1.67 per head dally; 
those fed in tbe open sbeds 1.69, and 
those fed in the open lots 1.7$. In 
the fourth test the cattle fed In bams 
gained l.$3 per <lxy. those fed In 
open sheds gained 1.97. and those fed 
In the open lots gained 2 09. This 
showed that barn feeding, at leait In 
the latitude o f Columbia, was not a 
profitable ..oeratlon.

Feeding Young and Old Hena 
On the ordinary farm It Is not con­

venient to separate tbe hens into two 
flocks of old and young, and the 
farmer will find It necessary to feed 
some "general purpose’ ration. This 
sLuulil consist ot not too large a 
quantity ot carbo-hydrates. <h>mblned 
with a considerable quantity of pro­
tein. But the farmer that keeps sev­
ers! hundred bens can well afford to 
separate bis flock into two yards of 
old snd young. The young and grow­
ing birds ran use a great deal of corn 
without becoming faL Being active 
they also burn up In their lungs more 
fat than will older birds. There Is 
little danger ot getting them too tat 
tbe first winter, especially If they 
have an opportunity to exercise by 
scratching. The old bens must be 
fed more carefully, and care be taken 
to restrict their ration o f corn. We 
have seen many a flock o f hens ren­
dered unprofitable In winter by too
heavy feeding ot corn. It m be
underst(x>d that the feeding i i  any 
ration excessively rich In carbohy­
drates would have the same reauIL 
but there are few rations on ths farn 
so rich In earboydrates as corn and 
there Is little Ilkellh«x>d that these 
rations would be fed. For both old 
and young hens s  feed ot soft to«xl 
daily in winter Is very good; It will 
keep their dlgestlvs organs In good 
condition and leasen the losaes from 
Indigestion In the spring.

Spaying A n im a ls
From Farmers' Review: The prac­

tice of spaying females to prevent re­
production is almost aliandoned. The 
early maturing animal scarcely gets 
old enough for reproduction until it is 
sent to the market. This w'as a com ­
mon practice in earlier days when 
bogs were alIo»-ed to run at large and 
were kept one or two years befors 
sending them to the market. Rather 
than run the risk of losing any of the 
animals by an operation. It Is a better 
method to keep the gilts until seven to 
nine months old and then sell them.
One month of pregnancy Is not objec­
tionable tn ths sow. It allowed to run 
near time of farrowing, however, the 
animal, of course. Is unfit for markeL 
No animal should be rostrated or spay­
ed Immediately after weaning. The 
latter alone tends to check growth and 
the young anlmxi should become ac­
customed to doing without Its fsvorita 
food before lu  system Is shocked by 
castration.—W. B. Anderson.

After the Spanish-.bmerican 
war tb«'y w«,tc taken to Spain, where, 
by desire of a descendant of Columbus, 
the duke of Viragua, Ihe.v ha. e been 
interred in Seville cathedral. Surely 
the inscription “ requlcscat in pace”  
written over this tomb would have 
been of more than ordinary significanoc. 
It is to bo hoped that this interment 
will servo t«j soulo forever the dispute 
as to whether Columbus's remains were 
ever really removed from Santo Dom­
ingo.—Leslie's IVcekly.
