ALFALFA CULTURE.

For the bepefit of those who in-
tend sowing Mr. H. C. Har-
ding, manager of the LX ranch, who
has been successful in raising alfal-
fa on the ranch of his company, fav-
ors us with the following informa-
tion on the subjeet. 1lle says the
most important thing to do in order
to secure a good stand is to have the
ground in the very best condition.
It should be thoroughly pulverized
and broke just as deep as possible.
This should be done in order that
the root in its tender stage may get
a good start. The best time to sow
is in the fall, and should be sowed
with a nurse crop of either rye,
wheat or winter oats, the latter be-
ing preferable and more profitable.
| The object in doing this is that the
| root will make a good growth dur-
ing the winter months and by the
time the nurse crop is barvested the !
roots of the alfalfa will have decend- |
ed deep enough to reach the moist- |
ure and when that is done no weed
can live in an alfalfa ficld.

If sowed in the spring at least )
thirty pounds of seed should be
sowed to the acre.  As the plant is
very tender while it is young and isl
easily burnt out by the hot sun and |

in the fall eighteen to tw«suty-twoi
pounds is sufficient; of course that|
depends upon the condition of the
ground. !

SAW PORT ARTHUR BATTLE |

Eye-Witness Sends Graphic Account of the First
Naval Fight of the Russo-Japanese War--Czar'g
Officers Taken by Surprise

The steamer Sierra arrived at San
Francisco March 12 and brought in
the following graphiec account by an
evewitness of the great Port Arthur
battle, which opened the war between
Japan and Russia. The eyewitness
was (. F. Curtis, an American attor-
ney, who escaped from the battered
Russian city on the steamer Fu Ping
and wrote the following account for
the San Francisco Examiner as soon
as he was landed at Shanghai:

There was revelry in Port Arthur
on the night of Feb. 8, No one in-
dulged a thought of danger. The
cafes, the theaters, the circus were
open and agleam. Many naval officers
were ashore. Many officers from the
forts mingled in the revel. Men of
the fleet and of the fortifieations were
on leave. There was feasting and
dancing. The wine popped, women
dimrpled, men laughed and made love.

Then, as upon the riot on the night |

before Waterloo, a heavy sound broke
in. There was a pause and some asked
queer questions. Again and again
come the thunderous sound. All
knew it was the roaring af great guns,

But the revelry went on. Nobody
sniffed a battie. The guns were the
guns of the ferts at the harbor mouth,
men said, There was some practicing
going on—practicing against the re-
mote possibility of a night attack by
the Japanese in case of war. This
war would be averted by diplomacy—
nothing to fear; nothing to fear.

Admiral Stark had been in attend-
ance on a dinuer.
that war had been declared. He
lingered over the wine and basked in
the smiles of the pretty women. It
was 2 o'clock in the morning of the
9th when the admiral's ear caught the
first boom of a gun. He recognized
the note as taat of one of the disap-
pearing canon of the land batteries,
It disturbed him not. But by and by
his guick ear detected another note—
the c¢ry of his own guns. He
had orderea no firing at night, so he
began to take shrewder notice, Still
no thought ot war seemed to fleck his
merrymaking.

But the first of the cool dawn, when
the later revelers were seeking their
homes, showed the grim results of the
daring night attack by the Japanese.
Two of Russia's greatest battleships,
the Cesarevitch and the Retvizan,
were ashore at the entrance to the
harbor, almost completely blockading
that narrow way. Outside the harbor
a transport and a eruiser were on the
beacl. Then everybody knew that
war had begun and the news of the
night was whispered from white lips
into startled ears

That is how Japan caught Russia
off her guard and inflicted a erippling
blow. The sounds of the night

mon to all of us; but now let me give
to you the story and experiences of
Capt. Gray of the Fu Ping as he gave
them to me.

The Fu Ping is the property of the
Chinese Engineering and Mining com-
pany. Capt. Gray saw at once that
the harbor of Port Arthur was no
place for his peaceful craft, He saw,
too, that there was much question as
to whether he could navigate her he-
tween the two stranded Russian war-

ships, the Cesarevitch having her
stern against the eastern bank and
swinging her bow toward the other

shore, while the stern of the Retvizan
was on the western ledge and her
bow extending well over toward that
of the Cesareviteh.

30 Capt. Gray started out in a gig
to ascertain the conditions at the har-
bor entrance. With him were First
Engineer Robertson, Second Engineer
Kay and Second Officer Duncan, with
a crew of four Chinese sailors. The
the Dbattle-
ships, where the harbor entrance is
not over 1,500 feet in width, and re-
connoitered the beached eruiSer and
trapsport.

Suddenly a big shell fell into the
water not more than half a dozen feet
from the gig: it exploded and sent a
mass of water to a great height, part-
ly filling the gig and drenching all to
the skin.

One of the Chinamen was eut on
the head by a piece of shell. He bled
profusely, and at once he and his Chi-
nese comrades jumped overboard and
swam ashore. They at once scuttled
away, leaving the officers of the Fu
Ping to manage the gig as best they
might,

Capt. Gray saw that the shell came
from the Japanese fleet. It was fired
at 11:10 a. m. and was the opening
gun of the day's battle. Capt. Gray
and his comrades were in the middle
of things, and they immediately
beached the gig and sought shelter
under a ledge ¢f rocks near the har-
bor entrance. From there they had a
full view of what followed—an awe-
inspiring sight.

The Japanese fleet steamed up and
down about three miles off the harbor
mouth, and the Russians sent out

shells were flying fast. The forts
gave tongue and the firing of the
fleets was incessant.

There was one fine duel. A Japa-
nese battleship engaged a Russian
battleship, and the two steamed up
and down delivering constant broad-
sides.

Then there was a mighty tragedy.
One large Russian cruiser was seen to
stagger under an explosion either of a
torpedo or her own magazine, and
then, within three minutes, go down
stern first. She carried all her offi-
cers and men with her,

Not the slightest effort was made
by the other ships of the Russian fleet
to save any of their comrades. They
were too busily engaged to heed the
distress of their follows; and up to
the time the Fu Ping sailed there was
no news that any of the unfortunates
had been picked up.

The Japanese opened the fight at
11:10 a. m. The last shot was fired at
11:50, the battle lasting just forty
minutes; but it was too hot to last
longer,

Then the Japanese fleet withdrew
and Capt. Gray and his officers left
their shelter under the forts at the
west harbor month and rowed back
to the Fu Ping. From the steamer'’s
bridge the captain watched the re-
turn of the battered Russian sea fight-
ers.

Admiral Stark’s flagship, the Petro-
pavievsk, came fmping in with a shot
through her bow and other disabili-
ties. Seven cruisers and torpedo boats
also came in for repairs. The other
Russian ships crept closer under the
shelter of the forts. Tugs went to
work on the shattered and stranded
Cesarevitch and she was towed to the
center of the harbor. But her stern
settled slowly to the bottom, throwing
her bow out of water., Evidently she
was hard hit,

The Russians brought in reports of
the capture of a Japanese cruiser and
a torpedo boat, but they showed no
prizes. They also spread stories of
the great damage they had inflicted
on the enemy.

But these stories could not quell
the panicg prevailing in Port Arthur.
When the morning showed the dam-
age to the fleet inflicted by the Japa-
nese in their night attack the houses
of the merchants opened for business.
The people sai? that whatever dam-
age had been done the ships the town
was safe and impregnable. But the
battle of the day had changed all this
feeling of confdence into one of dis-
may.

Shells had fallen thickly in town
and harhor, From much of the fire
it seemed that the Japanese were try-
ing to destroy or disable the great
dry dock on which the Bussians de
pend for the repairing of their injured
This doek is in the east basin
and one shell actually fell in it, but
did not explode,

This rain of shells destroyed the
Jlast vestige of the people’s confidence
in the impregnability of their town,
and when Admiral  Stark’s flagship
came staggering home from the fight
the paniec beecame pitiful. The Chi-
nese had already scuttled for the hills
and one Japanese shell fell near a
flock of them, covering them with de-
bris ard accclerating their flight.

But the panic soon passed beyond
the coolies and took hold of both the
devotees of business and the votaries
of pleasure. It must be remembered

Iver since the Russian ceccupation
and fortification of the place Russian,
French, Austrian, American and Japa-
nese women have flocked in, and
everything at night has been given
over to pleasuring.

The Hotel De France, the Palermo,
the Sarato, the theater and Baronf-
sky's circus are too well known to vis-
itors to Port Arthur to require de-
scription, and no visitors are likely
to forget the abandon of the votaries
of these plages. They were to Port
Arthur what the Moulin Rouge, the
Nouvean Cirgne, the Fhllies Bergeres
and the Gruber are to Paris. Dinner
parties, theater parties and masked
balls after kept the merriment going
until 5 o'clock in the morning, and
such was the case on the morning of
Japan’'s first heroic attack.

But with the opening of the bom-
bardment on the 9th all thought of
pleasure and all idea of business van-
ished. The houses of the merchants
closed with a bang. Many employes
fled to the hills or took the first train
toward Mukden and Harbin. The
Chinese swarmed away like the tra-
ditional rats leaving the foundering
ship. The freight trains, as well as
the passenger coaches, were crowded
with refugees. All ‘sorts of convey-
ances were pressed into use. The
terror of the fierce Japanese was in
every heart.

«d States represents the people of the
United States, not only in the sincerity
with whieh it is endeavoring to. keep
the seales of neutrality exact and even,
but in the sincerity with which it de-
plores the breaking out of the present
war and hopes that it will end at the
earliest possible moment and with
the smallest possible loss to those en-
gaged. Such a war inevitably increases
and inflames the susceptibilities of the
combatants to anything in the nature
of an injury or slight by ountsiders.
“Too often combatants make con-
flicting claims as to the duties and ob-
ligations of mneutrals, so that even

. 'when discharging these duties and ob-

ligations with scrupulous, care it is
difficult to avoid giving offense to one
or the other party. To such unavoid-
‘able causes of offense. due to the per-
formance of national duty, there must
not be added any avoidable canses. It
is always unfortunate to bring old
world antipathies and jealousies into
wour life, or by speech or conduet excite
anger and resentment toward our na-
tion in frien ly foreign lands: but in a

From Bank Clerk to President.

Good wudders are the excoption
rather than the rule. There are &
good many cows that sre kept for
both milk production and breeding
that havo very badly shaved udders.
It seems unfortunate that these char-
acteristios must be transmitted from
generation to generation. The large
udder, well developed in each of the
four quarters, with the tegts set on at
regular distances, is the Kkind of an
udder we want, so far as the shape
is corcerned. The udder that puts
down four teats all in a bunch should
not be perpetuated, but should be
eliminated as soon as possible by
skiliful seiection for breeding pur-
peses. This kind of an udder s par
ticularly obhjectionable if the teats are
irregular in shape.

Perhaps the udder that {3 most to
be guarded against i{s the one that
has about all of its development in
one or two quarters, generally the
fore omnes, with the hindquarters
poorly developed and with the hind
teats pointing forward toward the for
ward teats,

Some farmers say they want an ud-
that will milk down to a rag,
while others claim that the thick ud-
der indicates richer milk. The ex-
perience of the writer has seemed to
indicate that there is something in
this latter belief, and that cows giv-
ing rich milk have thick udders. This

One of
the simplest is to place a number of
oat kernels between two or three
thicknesses of mewspaper, 10, 25, 50
or 100 in a fold, and duplicating this
numbcr several times, place the pack-
ets of seeds in a cigar box. Now
moisten the seed packets well with
wuter, tie the Md ¢own and set in a
warm place. By lkeeping the papers
moist, not wet, fcr a few days the
seeds will sprout readily if vital seeds.
After five or six days throw out all
seeds having root and stem sprouts,
counting them as you throw them

away. These are t! ¢ seeds that have
perfect germination
Dividing the number of seeds

sprouted or germinated by the total
number of seeds used in this test
gives the per cent of germination.
Some use moistencd sawdust, some
wet sand, moist cloths, ete. That
which supplics a warm temperature
and plenty of moisture will generally
make fair test of the oats. Any oat
raiser by the methods suggested can
test his oats, and | believe lowa oats
will be shown to test different from
the per cent referr«d to above.

Improvement by Draining.
Irving C. Smith, in an address be-
fore Wisconsin fruit growers, said:
There is land which is entirely worth-
less without drains, and ail the way
up to the point where drains would
seem to be as useless as the wet
land without them. There can be no
argument regarding the wet land, but
when one s getting what is usually
considered good crops, there may be
a point raised against the drainage.
How may we judge the point? Does
the crop suffer from water in a wet
season? Are there spots here and
there which suffer? Is the crop near
the dead furrows as good as that ten
or twenty feet distant? If the land
is a little uneven in elevation, is the
crop largest on the higher or lower
portions? Does the land dry out in
the spring as early as is best to put
in the desired crop? If the land was
drier, could you not grow some m
profitable crop on it? By noting th
and other kindred points and care-
fully covsidering whether the difffer-
ences observable are due to an over
supply of water, ene can judge pretty
clocely whether drains would benefit
or not. If there Is enough variation
between the Lest and the pooresi iv
be noticeable in the growing crop, or
in the amount harvested without
weighing or measuring, should it be
welghed you weuld probably find suf-
ficient differcnee to make at least one
good working profit. This profit is
what we arc after. Remember that
successful underdraining always de-
creases the cost of caring for any
given crop, and that it is less work

to care for a good than a poor crop.
Let us say, therefore, that land needs
underdraining when it will return
the investment, with interest, in

Effect of Mangels on Land.
The Journal of the Royal Agricul-
tural of England has given

Societ)

an account of experiments jn the
continuous growth for 27 years of
mangels on the same lands, which

form a part of the Rothamstey in.
vestigations. After describing the
experiment and reporting the result
in detail, the author concludes:
“That mangels can be grown con-
tinuously on the same land without
injuring the tilth of the land or the
health of the erop. That a liberal
dressing of farmyard manure forms
the best basis of the manure for man-
gels, That the crop will further re-
spond to considerable additions of ac-
tive nitrogenous manures to the dung,
particularly of mitrate of soda. That
a free supply of potash salts is essen-
tial to the proper development of the
mangel, hence a specific potash
manuring is desirable, even when
dung is used In large quantities and
on a strong soil imitially rich in pot-
ash. When nitrogenous manures are
used in addition to dung, the potash
salts should be increased pro rata,
in order to mantain the health and
feeding value of the crop and to bring
it to maturity. That, in conjunction
with dung, super-phosphate or other
phosphatic manure is hardly neces-
sary and will give little appreciable
return, es when the crop is
grown in rotation. That, as soluble
alkaline salts are beneficial to the
mangel crop either as direct foods or
as economizers of potash, a dressing
of salt should always be included

Disposing of Apples.

At the last meeting of the Illinois
State Horticultural Soclety a good
deal of attention was paid to the ques-
tion of disposing of the apples that
fali below number one grade, It was
suggested that they should be made
into cidor or sent to the evaporating
plant or fed to the hogs—auything
rather than have them go on to the
market to keep down the price of
aumber one apples. One grower said
that if ae could have his way, a num-
ber two apple would never come into
the market. The idea prevalent was
that if only number one apples were
marketed there would be such a
scarcity of apples that the people
would bave to pay a big price for
tlem, and that the growers would get
a good deal of money out of a small
amount of fruit, as there would be a
great saving on packing, transporta-
tion and the like.

This seems just a little heartless.
The number two apples and even
poorer ar fairly good apples. Some
of them lack color, some are smull
in size, and some have a worm hole
here and there. But they are in
reach of the common people in price,
and 'f the markets carried only num-
ber one apple. the great mass of the
American peopia would taste apples
but seldom. The best apples on the
Chicago market now retail at i cents
apiece or at 56 cents per dozen. If
there were mno other apples in the
market but number onee the apples
in our market might bring as favcy
prices as do those in Paris and some
of the other European capitais. A
few days ago the writer priced the
apples in some of the fruit stores in
Chicago. He found small Jonathans
selling at “threefor-ten” or 40 cents
a dozen. He found large, fine Jona-
thans from Colorado selling at 55
cents a dozen. Grimes Golden and like
apples sold at little less vrice. In the
same store oranges were selling at @
less price than apples. A dozen of
the finest bananas obtainable could
be bought for 25 cents and good ones
at 20 cents. How much higher would
some of our apple raisers like to have
apples? Fancy apples sell for a big
price now and the men that Kknow
enough to produce them are making
fortunes out of them.

The best way to dispose of the lower
grades of marketable apples is to ar-
range to sell them to the people of
moderate means that want them.
There are multitudes of people in the
cities that will be delighted to pur-
chase these apples, if they can only
get them. In fact, they are purchas-
ing them now. The peddlers hawk
them ahout the streets, and they pro
vide the only means some of the poor-
er people ever have of eating apples.
It all of the lower grades of apples
are driven out of the market, the
common people will be compelled to
cat bananas instead. Every man
should have at heart the interest of
the whole people. No man should
desire to curtail the food supply of
a people for a little temporary gain.
It is a great thing for apple growers
to realize good returns for their prod-
uct. It is a greater thing to be able
to supply a whole nation with apples
2t & moderate cost.

Covering Strawberries.

I believe that strawberry plants
make a consicerable growth during
winter, that {s, unless the ground is
covered so deeply with snow that it
does not freeze. Another thing that
most horticulturists have noticed 1s
that if an injury is done to the foliage
of a plant, the whole plant {s injured.
That is apparent when the strawberry
foliage is struck by the frost in the
spring. [ think that omne essential
condition that favors the winter
growth of strawberry foliage is the
perfect ¢
it goes into winter. Therefore we
should get the cover on before the
foliage is injured by the frost, but I
do not mean that the cover should
be so deep as to prevent freezing of
the ground.

Some plants grow at a very low
temperature. You can hardly sow
rye in the fall so late that it will not
come up before the snow is off in the
spring. The strawberry plant is one
of those that grow at a very low tem.
perature. [ have no means of know-
ing whether it will grow at as low a
temperature as rye, but I am certain
the temperature at which it will
grow is very low. ;

In the fall ] cover as soon as we
begin to have hard frosts, and that is
just as soon as I stop cultivating the
strawberries. It is before the ground
is frozen. We have been taught in
fhe past that we should not cover
till the ground is frozen solid, so hard,
in fact that the ground can be
driven over. When the ground begins
to show a little crust in the mornings
I begin to cover.

For cover | use any kind of coarse
materia’ available. Marsh hay is a
good substance to use. Straw would
be good were ii not for the weed
seedn, This yea: | used corn fodder,
growing a suppiy for the purpose.
When I mowed the old bed I plowed
it under and sowed corn In drills, at

The point is well taken, for while
the pine has been cut off it is possible
that it might be replaced by expert
planting and after care. It is improb-
able, however, that success would at-
tend these efforts and they have not
thus far been 'argely made. Settlers
cut off every tree and shrub, then
farm and graze their land. Fires are
s0 much dreaded that tree planting on
a large scale is not undertaken and
does not appeal to settlers as a profit-
able business for them to engage in.
Replanting would have tec be done at
state expense and new forests would
have to be safe-guarded aftoerward.
This may come in time, but “the time
is not yet.” In Sandy districts orig-
inal pine removed is €ollowed by
“Jack” pine and white pine has sel-

Their
shape, too, is right for practical pur-
poses. Full and deep in breast, they
lay on an extra thickness of white
meat and when carved the slices show

is so from the egg to death from old
age. A thin, slim-breasted White
Wyandotte is unknown if the breed is
pure. They are hardy and easily
withstand the cold of the severest cli-
mates and seasons, They also do well
in all temperate and hot climates, Un-
lLike the large and single combed va-
rieties, they never suffer in egg pro-
duction from frosted combs and wat-
tles,. They have a small close and
neatly fitted rose comb, which defies
frost and cold.

of it. We must wake to a realizatio
o” this fact. Now the expenditure of
$350 for a good ventilating system is
not a large matter, The interest on
that amount at 6 per cent is only $21
per year, and that is what the ven-
tilating system really costs me. If 1
didn't have the money myself I conld
borrow it from my neighbor at 6 per
cent, That $21 is a very small sum to -
pay for the furnishing of pure air to
a stable 142 feet long and 36 feet
wide. I have found that this costs
only a little cver 40 cents per animal.
We keep cows in the stable for about
200 days out of the year, and should
we refuse them the expenditure of 40
cents each to keep them in pure air?
I am sure tht | get back at least tem
times 40 cents in the increased ef-
fectiveness of each cow. I do mnot
thick that I ever made an expenditure
on my far>: that paid a better interest
than that veuntilating system. All this
winter the temperature in my stable
bus not dropped below 50 to 55 de-
grees. The bodies of the cows give
off enough heat to keep the temporas
ture right for the cows. By the zaug
¢rstem of ventilation, which I have,
yoa take off the foul cold air and
retaia the warm air that is naturally
at the top of the barn, and your sta-
ble is kept at an equitable tempera-
ture. It will not cost most of the
farmers as much to put in a ventila-
ting system as it did me because most
of them have not stables &> large as
the one I have.

Cooking Horse Feed.

One of the early French investiga-
tors comipared oats and an equal vol-
ummne of rye boiled until the grain
burst, The results were not favor
able to cooking the feed. According
to auother of his tests, 30.8 pounds
of mashed steamed potatoes could not
replace 11 pounds of hay. The pota
toes were mixed with cut straw and
ted cold. It is often clalmed that
cooking feed increases its palatability -4
and digestibility. The general con-
clusion drawn from tests with farm
animals is (hat this belief is not war-
ranted, and that the cost of cooking
I8 not made up for by the increased
value of the ration. It has been stat-
ed on good authority that bolled feed
is vsetul for colts, brood mares and
stallions if fed two or three times per
week, and that draft horses which are _
being prepared for sale or for exhibi-
tion may be given cooked feed once
a day with advantage. An excellen <
feed for horses, it is said, may be W
wmade by bolling barley and oats in a
kettle with considerable water and
pouring the mass over chaffed hay,
allowing the whole to stand until
hay is well softened. Bran, roots
a small quantity of oil meal may
added also.—Bulletin 170, U. 8. Dept.

How Fecd Affects Bone.

It is desirable to have strong bones
in pigs, to make it possible for them
to escape accidents that include brok-
en bones. The feed has very much
to do with the quality of the bones.
At one of bur stations tests were
made to ascertain to how great an ex-
tent the bones were affected by the
feed. One lot was fed ou corn and
heef meal, and the thigh bones broke
under a pressure of 1,200 pounds, or
about eight times the weight of the
body. These pigs weighed on an aver-
age 152 pounds. The next lot was h‘
on corn and shorts and weighed on
average 192 pounds when killed.
