JAPS ATTACK LIOA YANG.

Attempts to Turn Russian Flank Have
Been Repulsed.

S8t. Petersbhurg, Sept. 1.—A dispatch
from Mukden says that, in the stub-
bornly fought battle which has been
in progress near Liao Yang all at-
tempts of the Japanese to turn the
Russian flank have been repulsed. It
is said at Mukden that the Japanese
lost over ten guns, but details had
not bheen received there,

The latest telegrams from the
front state that the Japanese have
200 guns near Liao Yang.

Several telegrams from Lieutenan’
General Sakharoff were received dur-
ing the day and forwarded to the

emperor. They have not yet been
published.
The great battle of Liao Yang

which began early yesterday morning
raged throughout the day with in-
creasing intensity, but up to this hour

at Liao Yang. There is intense an-
xiety for definite news from the front, |
but even the authorities are frankly
ignomant as to whether or not the !
long expected' decisive action will be |
fought at Liao Yang or further south, |

It is certain that the armies are now |
even now proceeding, and there are
many indications that such is the
case. 1f this is so the fate of this |
year's campaign may be settled within
within forty-eight hours. At the same
time opinion is almost equally divided
many believing that General Kuro-
patkin will not make a determined
stand and that the Japanese will crack
the shell only to find that the bird
has flown.

One of the Russian correspondents |
of the Associated Press says that the
fighting so far has been confined whol-
ly to rear guard actions. The Russian
force is now concentrated in a series
of exceediugly strong positions around
Liao Yang, but the whole withdrawal
was in accordance with a pre-arranged
plan.

It is certain that the armies are now
in close touch.
