"Child Safety"

What is the definition of a
child?

Is there a pot of boiling water
on that stove; can the child reach
the handle of the pot? That exam-
ple I just gave you has happened
many times and in the case I am
familar with, the child died from
third-degree bumns of the face, neck,
and upper chest.

Your young children see lying
about, knives, forks, glassware,
bottles, matches, pills (aspirin,
Tylenol, Motrin) many of the pills
are colored just like candy and im-
mediately are put into their mouth.

Look at your garbage con-
tainer! Have you just thrown out

erator that you decided was spoiled
or contaminated? Is the food cov-
ered; can the child remove the food
from the container?

Is the discarded food loaded
with salmonella? The can of beans
or comn that you opened and then
put in the garbage container; are
the lids still attached? If a child
reached his hand inside the container
would he receive a bad cut from a
contaminated lid or from a piece of
broken glass?

Can the child open the doors
under the sink where you keep the
Drano, Liquid Plummer, Lysol,

Pine-sol, ammonia, rat poison,
Roach Motel, old undisposed-of
prescriptions. Most of the children
that are injured in the kitchen are
crawlers and up to four!

II. Here are some items to be
aware of throughout the house:
electrical outlet, pencils, ball point
pens, sewing needles, pins, coat
hangers, razor blades, rat tail
combs, scissors, your unattended
hot cup of coffee, unattended baby
in a high chair, unattended baby in
the bathroom or in the bath tub
(babies have drowned in the com-
mode). ' 4

Can the child pull the tele-
phone from its location and will it
hit the child on the head. If the
heavey phone should hit the baby
on the soft spot, death or paralysis
can occur.

III. Hazards within the garage
are everywhere: power tools,
screwdrivers, knives, hammers, an-
tifreeze, paint, thinner, glue, gaso-
line, saws, rat poison, Roach Mo-
tels, rope, electric cords, ladders,
shovels, rakes, hoes, lawn mowers,
poison in a coke can!

VI. Toys: First inside the
house (marbles for little boys) are
they left on the floor--can they be
found by the baby or the toddler?
Pretty red and green marbles, into
the mouth they go! Spring-loaded
guns that shoot a stick or a cork.
Pow, injury to an eye. Boys will
experiment by removing the suc-
tion cup.

Outside the house: ftricycles,
bicycles (no helmets). Ladies--ev-
ery warm day I see unattended chil-
dren riding tricycles in the streets.
If you only realize how many in-

The norm is buy
the kid a BB gun for Christmas or
birthday and then provide little or
no supervision!

Volatile trading amid continued
stagnant fundamentals in spot and
futures markets last week had many
in the trade wondering if the market
was set for a change after months of
bearishness.

Trading over TELCOT was
feverish one day and sleepy the
next, as volume sold over the elec-
tronic marketing system ranged
from a high of 19,804 bales on
February 12 to a low of 4,395 bales
on February 13. On that day, pro-
ducers received the lowest average
price of the week, at 34.88 cents
per pound. The highest average
price of 36.89 cents per pound for
Texas/ Oklahoma growths was paid
for sales on February 7. Average
gross premiums over the loan re-
demption rate ranged from 1008 to
1062 points.

Total sales of 1991-92 cotton
of TELCOT for the week ended

February 13 numbered 54,427
bales, bringing the season's total to
just over 760,000 bales.

Speeches delivered at the Na-
tional Cotton Council's (NCC) an-
nual meeting in Atlanta, as well as
world political developments,
helped set the stage for what would
be a dramatic trading week.

One speaker at the NCC gath-
ering, William B. Dunavant, Jr.,
chairman and CEO of Dunavant En-
terprises, told the group that at least
18 months of pressure on world
cotton prices lie agead as a result of
supplies in the former Soviet Cen-
tral Asian Republics.

The address came on the same
day a related story was released from
the International Cotton Advisory
Committee (ICAC). ICAC said the
breakup of the former USSR has
changed the structure of world cot-
ton markets, with some republics

ICAC said one of these republics is
Uzbekistan, which has replaced the
Soviet Union as the second-largest
cotton exporter in the world, behind
the U.S.

While significant production

~and a need for hard currency make

Uzbekistan a potentially large ex-

porter, the logistical factors the re-
public faces could be a fly in the
buttermilk. One of the southern-
most former Soviet republics,
Uzbekistan is located about 6,000
miles southwest of Moscow. The
republic must ship its cotton by
rail approximately 3,000 miles
west to the nearest ports located on
the Black Sea. Stocks bound for
Europe also must travel by rail.

Another drawback facing
Uzbekistan and other fomer re-
publics is continued political un-
rest. Last week, former Soviet
Foreign Minister Eduard Shevard-
nadze said possibility for a coup ex-
ists. This spawned rumors in the
market of an impending coup
against Boris Yeltsin, who heads
the Commonwealth of Independent
States (CIS). These rumors helped
propel cotton futures much higher
on February 12, as a coup in the
former Soviet republics could result
in a chaotic cotton marketing situa-
tion there.

Also released at the NCC meet-
ing were results of the annual sur-
vey of producers' planting inten-
tions. NCC estimated 1992 U.S.
cotton plantings at 13.5 million
acres, down 4.7 percent from 1991.
The NCC predicted the largest de-
cline in Texas, Oklahoma and
Kansas with plantings at 6.1 mil-
lion acres, down 10.2 percent from
last year.

USDA was the newsmaker on
February 13, as it released a lower
Adjusted World Price (AWP) of
40.19 cents per pound, down 157
points from the previous week.
That brings the Producer Option
Payment for the week to 1058
points. The new AWP came hand
in hand with USDA's announce-

ment of a coarse count adjustment
of seven points for the week. The
coarse count represents a price ad-
justment for lower quality cotton.

USDA had chosen to delay, un-
til at least April, a decision on its
unpopular proposal to change the
release time of the AWP, according
to a department official. USDA
proposed releasing the AWP at 8
p.m. Eastern time on Thursdays,
making the price effective immedi-
ately. The price is now announced
around 4 p.m. Eastern and is effec-
tive eight hours later. The official
said the reason for the delay was an
administration-imposed moratorium
of 90 days on new government reg-
ulations that may hurt the U.S.
economy.

Also on February 13, USDA
reported sales of U.S. cotton over-
seas rose a net 54,200 bales. The
report surpassed most trade expecta-
tions, and bodes well for the future
of U.S. exports, as overseas busi-
ness for U.S. cotton is on track to
meet USDA's 6.8 million bale ex-
port projection.

Free gifts, "buy one, get one
free" offers, high pressure sales tac-
tics, contests you've never heard of,
and promises of "high-profit, no
risk” investments are all clues that
a telephone marketing call is a
scam.
