Condition of Narcolepsy Revealed by 

Victim's Abtolutely Irreoiatible 
Detiro for Sleep.

Even after a meal of miMlernte size 
taken by a normal subjei't there Is a 
slight tendency to drowsiness, which 
becomes much more 'pronounced after 
!• heavy meal or in dyspeptics. 
When sleep under such conditions Is 
Irresistible we have narcolepsy. The 
patient may fall asleep so ahniptl.v 
Hint lie may endanger himself or iitli 
era. It Is characteristic, however, of 
nnrcole|)sy of whatever kind that the 
attack Is of brief duration. The vic­
tim never collapses, for he alwayt 
has time to assume a posture sultaloe 
for sleep. He may even alinouii'’e 
that he must doze for a few minutes, 
Bfter which he will awake refreshed. 
He may be kept awake or readily 
awakened. Hence there should he no 
likelihood of mistaking nareolepllos 
for eiilleptles of any kind. The diges­
tive trouliles are of no particular type 
—cases tinve lieen si»en of alcoholic 
gastritis, hyperchlorliydrla. atony, etc. 
In these (latlents indigestion is only 
a determining cause, but relief of the 
stomach mischief seems to lead to 
complete recovery. Possibly akin to 
these gastric cases are others In 
which a subject fulls Into an Impera­
tive aleep after Indulgence In alcohol, 
but who wakea In a few moments 
completely sober, Instead of pa.ssing 
Into a stupor.—Uocky Mountain News.

G U L L  H AD  GOOD A P P E T IT E
Veracious Obaerver Asserta Bird Swal­

lowed Fifteen Smelt Within Space 
of One Hour.

Sea gulls never visit tbe Cowllti 
and Lewis rivers except when the 
amelt are running. Local fl.shennen 
knew when the fish are at hand hy 
aeetng the big white birds In the air 
wheeling and diving and uttering 
their plaintive cry. They sound like 
complaining children with rather 
weak lungs. When the gulls are tired 
of flying they settle on piles along 
the shore or on sand banka which 
they whiten like a fall of snow.

When the sharp eye of a gull sees 
a smelt he plunges for It, submerges 
his hill and head, and brings It up 
squirming. The bird swallows his 
prey In full flight, seldom or never 
perching to dlspo.se of it.

A most observant young man relates 
that a friend of his at Kelso, on the 
Powllts. selected a gull whirh he could 
Identify and watched It for an hour to 
count the smelt It caught and swal- 
loweil. The number was surprisingly 
large- fifteen.

Perhaps this gull w-as more expert 
or luckier than ordinary. It must 
have been an exceptional bird In color 
at least or the Kelso naturalist could 
not have told It from the rest of the 
flock. Perhaps It was exceptional In 
other ways. And perhaps It had a 
double personality.—Portland (Ore.) 
Journal.

Cheese Sandwidji Filling.—Mix tt 
gether one cu|iful of sour cream, thri-c 
eggs, one tiihlespoi nful of butter, one 
iahlespoor.ftil of tugar, a few grains 
of cayenne, one feaspoonful of mus­
tard and one teaspiionful of sr.lt. Bent 
all together In a double holler until the 
eggs are broken; set over hot water 
and stir until it begins to thicken. .Add 
three tablespoonfiils of vinegar, hot. to 
tbe cream mixture. When cooked un­
til It coats the spoou, set aside to cool. , 
Pqt one and one-half pounds of chee.-ie, ' 
two green peppers and two sweet red 
peppers through a iinKt chopper. Mix 
together, and aild enough of the dres* 
Ing to make tile nilxtur*' spread easily. 
Usa on thin slices of hfcnil.

Cream Cheese Filliwj.—( ’ ream two 
small cream cheeses, add gradually 
one tablespoonfni of butter and one- 
fourtb of a cupful of orange Juice. 
When well blended, add half a cupful 
of chopped plinentoos, one cupful of 
chopped wulnut meut.s and one-half 
tenspnonful of salt. Mix well and ' 
spread on buttered graha.n bread. 1

Onioo Sandwiches.—Glyop fine a Ber­
muda ar Spanish onion, anil mix with 
a littia well-seasoned French dressing. 
Spread on buttered bre.ij and serve 
for Sunday night K.andvlches (after 
church).

Carrot and Nut SandAitches.—Mix
together oni»-hnlf cupful Ch; h of ground 
carrots and nut.s (pe;mut>v walnuts or 
pecans may he used). Add one-half 
teaspoonful of salt, omstialf tahle- 
spoonful of olive oil, one teaspoonful 
of lemon Juice. Mix thorr.uglUy and 
sjiread on slices of buttered bread.

Pressed Egg and Ham Sandwiches. 
—(.'hop tine six hard-cooke»i eggs, one 
green onion and one-half a green pep­
per. Mix with one-half teukpoonful of 
salt and one tahlespoonful i.f prepared 
mustard. I’laee half of tf'C mixture 
In a small, greased pan. t ress down, 
then add a layer of chopiasi ham, using 
one and one-half i iii *uls, linely 
chopped. Finish with tti.# rest of the 
egg mixture; pour over two tahlespoon- 
ftils of soup stock and place In a cool 
place until molded eaoug.n to slice.

ward run. Tile distance, including 
tile circuit of Derwentwater, Is about 
seventy-six miles.

But Derwentwater is worth a more 
leisured trip, for its own suU»'. The 
trip from Grasmere to Keswiek and 
tile circuit of Derwentwater and buck 
is thirty-five miles. Tlie advantages 
are witli tlie tourist proceeding to 
Keswick and tli(>re turning left and 
jiust tile r-liurcli, following the eastern 
side of tlie lako to I.odore, where the 
“ Falls of I.odore,” sung liy Suutliey, 
will be found. Beyond we come to 
Slieplierd's Crag, overlianglng tlie road, 
and past tlie Borrowdiile liotel mid the 
narrow pas.s culled tlie “ .laws of Bor- 
rowilale," wliose rocks so greatly 
alarmed Gray l.'«0 years ago. At Grange 
where Hie River Derwent flows out of 
Dorweiitwuter, Hie road aliruptly turns, 
to follow tile western lakeside. In 
llie pleasant vale at (iraiige is that 
giant rock, tlie “ Bowder Stone.”

Tlie iH'culiar advantages of staying 
nt Grasmere are many. Not least 
among them is Hint wllliln five mile* 
you have not only GiruMiiere itself, 
rivaling Derwentwater for lovellne.ss, 
hut Rydul Water, and the town of Ain- 
tdeslde, with Windermere, the largest 
and most popular of the lakes beyond. 
AH are wltliln an easy walk for the 
tonrl.st staying at Grusuiere, wlio will 
scarce take out ids car wlieu he can 
indulge In pleasant footpa 'i ramidea 
for a change.

The car is for fartlier afleld. For 
example, the run to Penrith, along 
Ullswuter. Tlie out and home run is 
flfty-six miles. The best way from 
tirasmere is to take the Windennere 
road, as far as Waterhead; thence 
turning to the left and up to Trout- 
lieck. The nearer route, up from Aro- 
lilcslde to Kirkstone Pass, is an ex- 
ceiHlingly steep climb, bul it can be 
taken on tlie return.

On the way to L'llswnter the gliximy 
little mountain town of Brotliers Wa­
ter Is passed, and tlicn comes the de­
scent to pleasant, sunny Putte.-dalo. 
Here the seven <nilles long lake of 
Fllswater, the second longest of tlie 
lakes, begins, skirteii all Hie way by 
a deiiglitful road, wiHi the waterfall of 
Alra Force midway, spouting from its 
woixly gleu. Ullswuter ends at Pooiey 
Brlilge, whence it Is seven luul a linlf 
iiillcs into the quaint old market town 
of Penrith, passing Vunwatli Hall, now 
a farm Iiou.se, hut a good surviving 
.specimen of ihe fifteenth century for- 
lilled border residence; and thence 
over tlie ancient lOumont Bridge, built 
in 1423.

' of our native nut trees are far more 
lieautlfiil to tlie eye tlian fruit trees 
ever arc, and Hiey are as much su­
perior, too, as providers of stiade. Ttie.v 
are niucli lietter aide tlian fruit trees 
to take rare of tlieuiselves, hecauso 
tlieir flowers are inconspicuous. Their 
product is II valualile one. and its 
fairly eqiiltnide distribution every 
year rotild safely he left to the chil- 
dri'n of any given nelghborliood.

One of .New York’s einliient ph.v- 
slclmis. Dr. Robert T. Morris, lias been 
proaeliing for years and years the val­
ue of nut trees. He even goes so far 
ns to insist that. If liuiiianlty liad turn­
ed to these trees Instead of to the 
cereals for its main source of vegetable 
fooil—starcli and oil—It could have 
tieen fi'd better tlian now and at much 
less expenditure of lalior.

Immensity of Supplies Needed in Mod­

ern Conflict Revealed by Sir 
Douglas Haig.

These are some of the amazing facts 
in Sir Dougla.s Haig's lliinl dispatch: 

tJencral headquarters received 0,000 
telegrams in one day, and .1,400 let­
ters tiy dispnten-riders. One army 
headquarters had 10,000 telegrams lu 
a day, and the dally telegrams on the 
lines of comniuriicntloii were 2.1.(KX).

There were 1..300 miles of telegraphs 
and telepliones. and .1.0.S.S miles of rail- 
wa.vs, on which 1,800 trains ran 
weekly.

In si5  weeks 5,000,000 rations were 
supplied, by our armies In Fnince, to 
SOO.OOO civilians In the relieved areas.

Two hundred tons dead weight of 
supplies and stores were required 
dally for tlie maintenance of each dl- ' 
vision.

The total dally ration strength of 
our armies was 2,700,000. An addi- , 
tion of one ounce to each man's rn- : 
tions represented an extra 75 tons. |

Over 400,000 horses and mules and 
40,700 motor vehicles were used, and ;

Each 
townstiip in .\niertca has in this land 
an opportunity for the establishment ' 
of an arboretum of rare and beantlful 
trees and shrubs for tbe benefit of 
every pas.ser by. Artistic treatment of j 
even the most unsiglitly roadside, not  ̂
to speak of portions capable i|f pie- | 
turesque hanilling, would work a trans- , 
formation in any township and set an 
example for ail the farms and home- ; 
steads In the region. The trimming 
away of nnsiglitly decay, the covering 
of bare spots, the cleaning np of iiios- 
qulto-haunted pools would be but the 
beginning of the good work. The .set­
ting ont of ornainental trees and 
shrubs mlgtit easily bring directly to 
tlie roadside superl» specimens of nil 
our native grnwHis, together ;vlth 
many fine exotics, all carefully marked 
(where doulitful) wltli both‘ popular 
and scientific names, as in the finest 
arhoretuin in the land.

The following Riniple recipes liiive 
no harmful ingredients and will ac­
complish results ns well as ready 
mixed remedies for the same ailments.

An Astringent Cream.
A well-re<'omiiiendod astringent 

cream is made from four ourice.s of 
mutton tallow, one and a quarter 
ounces of glycerin, one-half a drum 
of tincture of henzidn, a quarter of a 
dram of spirits of cumplior, one-»tglitli 
of a dram of powdered alum, one-t»uur- 
ter of a dram of Russian isliigin.ss and 
one-hulf an ounce of rose water. Tlio 
rose water l.s warmed In a china cup 
set In hot water and the Islnglasv is 
dissolved in IL The mutton fnlluw, 
which has previously been tried ijut 
at a gentle heat and added to tlie g.y- 
cerln, is then blended wlHi the rn^e 
water, and the other ingredients a.-e 
added while the mixture is lielrj; 
beaten. Tills makes a cream wlilrh is 
astringent, tightening the skin, with­
out allowing it to heeonie flaliliy, a-s 
often happens when one l.s reducing 
flesh.

Receding Gums.
Good teeth are requisite for both 

health and good looks. Go to a dentist 
and liave the tartar reinoved'from un­
der and around the gums, ttieii »jse 
table salt on the gums several times 
a day. Scrub Hie teeth downward, 
never crosswise. The teeth sliould be 
cleaned before breakfast, after each 
meal and before retiring.

For a Slight Scar.
Spirits of camphor, touching the 

skin with It twice a day, will some- 
tlme.s eradicate the spots left from 
pimples. The liquid should be gently 
rubbed in.

To Remove Corns.
Sallcycllc acid, 1 dram; trim the 

com with a very sharp knife or razor 
blade. Apply the acid; cover with a 
piece of court plaster. In three days 
remove the plaster and the corn will 
come with it. Soft corns may be cured

An outdoor tirt committee cun com­

pile and pnlilish a circular on home 
yard ticantificatlon, giving definite in­
formation on how to landscape the 
lionie yard.

Wliy not haven landscape design made 
for the henutlficatlon of the ground?

Children’s Spending Money.

tease for It, and without holding them 
to any responsltilllty in the matter of 
spending It. is undoubtedly responsible 
for most of the prevalent unthrift 
among our young people. It is quite 
natural that this childish attitude to­
ward money should continue even Into 
the period when the young person be­
comes a money-earner on his own ac­
count, gnd oftentimes. Into his adult 
lU* as well.—Thrift Hsgaslne.

Childhood’s En'rgy,
Laziness is an adult vice. Children 

are almost never lazy. Little children 
do not want to piny; they want to 
work.

Special Care Should Be Given t*
Housing and Bedding— Keep Them 

Dry and Comfortable.

(Prepared by the United State* Depart* 
ment of Agriculture.»

Ordinarily the full crop of pigs is 
farrowe»! between the middle of Au­
gust and the 10th of October. It 1* 
highly imisirtant that sows be well 
fed and carefully tended during thl* 
time, the care and munagement of the 
dams being practically the same as 
that followed when the spring litters 
are farrowed. Similarly, fall pigs, af­
ter they are weantd, should be treat­
ed the same as spring pigs, except 
that in many parts of Hie country fall 
pigs do not have access to green for­
age crops.

In the northern and colder locations, 
special attention sliould lie devo’ ed to 
bousing nnd bedding the porkers, 
particularly the young pigs. These 
young.sters should never he allowed 
to sleep In sheds or pens where they 
are expos«-d to rain or snow, nor 
shonld the.v’ be allowed to He on damp 
bedding. Supplying the fall pig.s with

Breakfast Linen.

plenty of dry, bright, clean bedding 
frequently—once every two or three 
days if necessary—to keep the nests 
and beds dry and comfortable is a 
prerequisite of succesiful hog man­
agement. Thl.s point can n»t be over­
emphasized. The young pigs delight' 
in a warm, dry nest, and the practical 
hog raiser who caters to this desire U 
the man who usually Is able to mak* 
the statement backed up with actn«* 
figures, that there is money in produc­
ing pork.

The great danger which result* from 
allowing the pigs to sleep In damp 
bedding is that the next morning thsF 
go out into the cold air, often covered 
with steam, and consiMjiiently are like­
ly to contract pneumonia or other ser­
ious ailment.s. Dry bedding, frequent 
changes of litter, well-built houses, 
and plenty of feed of the right char­
acter ar* es.sential where the producer 
seeks a 100 per cent plg-ralalng record. 
Where these conditions are realized, 
particularly where the fail pigs ar* 
kept dry, sheltered, and well fed. It ts 
as profitable to raise autumn porkers 
«3 It is to produce spring pigs, despite 
the common belief to the contrary.

B R E E D IN G  FO R  B E T T E R  S H E E P
Experiment Being Conducted on Ex­

periment Ranch in Idaho by 
Department of Agricultur*.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Afrriculture.)

Corrlediile sheep developed In A i»- 
fmila iiiainiy hy a Lincoln-Merino 
cross, are being studleil by the United 
States department of agricniture at 
the government 28.000-acre sheep-ex­
periment ranch at Dubois. Idaho. 
There are at present about 1.300 sheep 
on the project divided into various 
classes, .kustnillnns claim fcn the 
Oorriedalea better mutton form than 
'he Merino, more weight, nnd yet a 
goo3 fleece of about three-eighth* 
hloo.? quality. It la expected that the 
tests now being conducted by the de­
partment will eventually result In a 
better average shi-ep. as to mutton 
carcass, tlian the breeds now on the 
market. The breed was Introducfsl in­
to this eiwmt.'y hy the federal depart­
ment, but since that time many lar^' 
private importations have been made. 
Part of the sheep on the Dubois range 
are being kept as straight Corrledales, 
whilf others are being crossed with 
Amerkxo crossbreds.
