West. The liomeliullding program 
will he facilitated and augmented If 
small Investment money Is made avail* 
aide for building loans. In one or two 
ctiiniminltles this Is being attempted 
hy private organliatlons. brought to­
gether for this sole punióse. In other 
and more numerous cases the regular 
hanks are giving thought tn the prob­
lem. The Imildlngand-Ioan Interests 
already have formulateil a plan under 
which a system of federal home loan 
hanks would enable lliem to redlscottid 
their first real-estate mortgages and 
make available for further loans more 
than *i.(NNi(kki.(kkl of their assets.

While the IVpartment of I-alior la 
endeavoring to co^oiierate with state 
and municipal authorities In getting 
under wa.v road building and putdlc 
Improvements, snd with private Inter­
ests In their more extensive tiulldlnj; 
oivcpstlons. It Is convincetl that home 
building, for the use of the builder 
ralher than for rental, must be looked 
to as an Important factor In providing 
better employment for labor during 
the transition from war to peace pro­
duction. and for the stimulation of 
business. For this renson the Pepart- 
nient of I.abor Is making a determined 
drive for a nation-wide "Own your 
home” campuign.—Chicago Evening 
Post.

Young trees were planted In strategic 
positions and llliic bushes were()laeed 
In clnnips. Aronnd the drain, spice 
wood bushes n ere planted. The re­
sult was a complete tninsfortmiTlon of 
the formerly bare and ugly yanl. At 
noon a picnic lunch was served.

LOOK TO THE YARD IN FALL

Attention Now Will Be Well Repaid 
by Ita Improved Appearance 

In the Spring.

The appearance of the home has 
much to do with Its utility as well ns 
Its beauty. A home where there are 
flowers, trees, lawn, etc., seems more 
comfortable than where these things 
are absent. Such a home la always 
more satisfying, and that, of course, la 
a quality of utility.

Fall Is a good time to Improve the 
yard. lawn and general appearance of 
the home. I.nfe fall U a favorable 
lime to transplant many biennials and 
perennials. Ruses, "tlie queens of flow­
ers," may be set; other shrubs may be 
transplanted; violets, bulbs of various 
kinds, sweet pens. etc., may be started 
for early spring blossoms.

A little time given to the yard and 
lawn now will be worth much to the 
iippenrnnce of your home next spring. 
Look over the yard and see what Im­
provements can be made. Doubtless 
you will find that much can be done 
to make yoiir home more ntlructlve.

T h e r e  is a movement In Kan-1 
aas n ty  for the erection of a I 
memorial to the American j 
soldiers who totpk part in the { 

world war. In the form of some raonu- 
mentnl work of sculptural art. Rs ad­
vocates, says the Kansas ITty Star, 
will find a hlsttprlc precedent worthy 
of study and pregipant with sugges­
tion In the famous Trajan’s column at 
Rome, which remains today after eight­
een centuries oue of the world's me­
morial wtpnders. In its original aetting 
It was but a part of a magnificent sys­
tem o f public buildings— two libraries, 
the Rasllica Ulpia and the temple of 
Trajan—which coni|w>sed the forum 
erected by the Runian emperor Trajan 
to commemorate his reign and to em­
blazon Ills victories ftpr posterity. The 
designer of the great forum of Trajan 
was Appolodorus, the Greek architect.

The name of the artist under whose 
Inspired hand the c<plumn grew fnpiii 
ba.se to caidtnl and who recorded in Its 
stones the martial (k-etls of hla im­
perial master has been fiprgpptfen. That 
he was a Roman, however, is attested 
by tho fact that the column Itself 1.« 
distinctively RiPinan In its design and 
in Its Inspiration. Today, of all. the 
splendid hulldings and monuments that 
comjposed the forum of Trajan but one 
remains intact, the great culuinn which 
tells the story of Trajan's achieve­
ments.

It was after hla return from the Da­
cian wars that Trajan, In 11.3 A. D.. 
caused to be erected In the midst of 
the forum he had built this column, 
which w as designed not only to per­
petuate the memory of his Dacian vic­
tories, hut also to afford a repository 
for his ashes, which wen- plac<*d In 
a giplden urn In a chamber under the 
column. Surviving eighteen centuries 
of wars and the corrotllng touch of 
time and of “ broils that root out the 
work of masonry,”  the column of 
Trajan Is tipday oue of the most beau­
tiful o f Roman wtprks of art and a 
document In stone of priceless value 
to the historian.

Is of Grecian Marble.
The ancient name of this famous 

.'olumn was the Columna Colchis, so 
railed from Its winding stairs like the 
spiral of a shell, by which ascent was 
made from pedestal to top. It is built 
of huge blocks of Greek marble. The 
shaft, base and capital, not counting 
the pedestal, which measured eighteen 
feet In height, are exactly 100 Roman 
feet high (ninety-seven and a half 
modern English). In diameter the 
shaft measures twelve feet at the bot­
tom, tapering gently to about ten feet 
nnder the capital. On the top of the 
capital. In Us original form, stood a 
colossal gilt bronze statue o f the em­
peror, nearly twenty feet high, hold­
ing an orb In one hand and a spear 
tn the other. This statue was stolen 
and carried away during one o f the 
Inroads of the Byzantine emperors In 
the fifth century, and waa replaced in 
the sixteenth century by the statue of 
St. Peter, which now surmounts the 
column.

The tall pedestal on which the col­
umn Is built Is richly decorated ■with 
reliefs of armor and trophies taken 
from the Dacians. On one side is a 
tablet carried by two figures of Vic­
tory and upon It Is the dedicatory In­
scription. At each angle above the 
cornice of the pedestal Is an eagle sup­
porting a garland of flowers. Imme­
diately beneath the tablet la the door­
way to the spiral staircase, lighted by 
forty-two small openings. The wind­
ing stairs consist of 184 steps around 
a central newel, all o f solid marble.

As beautiful a work of sculptured 
beauty as Is the pedestal Itself, the 
[lart of the column which most moves 
the modern beholder to wonder and 

j  astonishment Is the shaft, which.
I standing on the tomb of the emperor,
; rises with Its mns.s o f relief wrought 
, figures a hundred feet in the air. It 
I Is formed of twenty-three drums of 

marble, arranged In spiral hands of 
' reliefs, wlileh climb the column fo the 
I feet of the slntuo of the emperor which 
j formerly stood upon Its capital.
! Wrought Into these stones are more 

than Z.-W) figures, besides a great num- 
I her of background acceasories. worked 
: out with great minuteness of detail, 

the figures varying In height from 
three feet at the bottom fo nearly four 

1 feet at the top. The sculptures repre- 
i sent the cortplete history of Trajan’"
' two Dacian campaigns, upon which 

his military renown rests, and the 
story is told In stone as a historian 
might tell It by the written word—

more graphically, perhaps, as It has 
the effect of a moving picture o f those 
ancient days embalmed In stone as if 
by some sudden euchantinent.

History Wrought In Stone.
Oiapter by chapter the entire his­

tory of the Dacian campaigns 1s re­
vealed, with a continuity of thought 
and a precision of historical facts and 
verity of detail that are marvelous. 
The building o f bridges, the natural 
dltficultiea o f the country In which 
the wars were fought, the methods o f 
siege and storm, advance and at­
tack by land and river. In open field 
and against walled cities, the details 
of ancient military engineering, cos­
tume, arms and all Implements of 
wnr, all these things are wrought there 
with such a wonderful fertility of de­
sign and dramatic vigor o f expression 
ns to form a veritable eiicyclo|)edla 
of Roman warfare of that period.

The whole of the column was origi­
nally coveretl with gold and color. 
Rrilltant crimson, blue and yellow were 
largely nseil for the reliefs forming 
the main shaft and must have pre­
sented an appearance o f barbaric 
splendor In the days o f their pristine 
chromatic glory. Nor was this drama 
In stone enacted with Its Hamlet left 
out. The figure of Trajan Is every­
where with a pretlomlnant appeal. The 
idealized ein[«Tor Is presented under 
all sorts of conditions that were cal­
culated to redound to his glory, as 
the warrior leading his hosts, as the 
master engineer directing the mechan­
ical constructions, as s leader of scout­
ing forces, as a soldier sharing the 
hard lot of his fellow soltllers, as the 
"little father of hla country,”  lead­
ing, directing, encouraging by ex­
ample. at all times In the a[>otIight, 
the soul o f the army and the eoul 
of Rome.

SOUGHT TO REACH HEARTS

Doctor Holmes’ Literary Efforts Well 
Described by the Writer of 

"Authors and Friends.”

Doctor Holmes' soelnl nature, as ex­
pressed In conversation and In hhs 
books, drew lilm into coinmunlcatiun 
with a Very large number o f persons. 
It cannot he said, however. In this ago 
marked by altruisms, that he was al­
truistic; on the rontrary. he loved 
himself and made hlins.-if his prime 
study—hut os a member of the human 
race. He had his own purtioses to 
fulfill, his own self-appointed tasks, 
and he preferred to take men only on 
his own tenns. He was filled with 
righteous Indignation, In reading Car­
lyle, to find a passage where, hearing 
the doorbell ring one morning when 
he was very busy, he exclaimed that 
he was afraid It was “the man Emer­
son I”  Y'et Doctor Holmes was him­
self one o f the most carefully guarded 
men, through his years of actual pro­
duction, who ever lived and wrote. 
His wife absorbed her life tn bis, and 
mounted guard to make sure that In­
terruption was Impossible. Neverthe­
less he was eminently a lover of men, 
or he could not have drawn them per­
petually to his side. His writings were 
never aimed too high; hla sole wish 
was to hit the heart. If possible; but 
If a shot hit the head also be showed 
a childlike pride In the achievement.—

HOW DRAGS MAINTAIN ROADS

Simple and Inexpensive Device Well 
Adapted for Producing Smooth 

and Uniform Surface.

(Prepared by tbe United Statee Depart­
ment of Agriculture.!

The drag Is a simple and lnex[»en- 
slve device for maintaining certain 
types of road.s which when wet become 
rutted under tmfflc and which become 
firm on drying out. It Is also well 
adn[ite<l for producing a smooth and 
uniform surface on newly constructed 
•ouds In which the material used for 
surfacing Is earth, earthy gravel or 
Borne almilar material. It is essential­
ly a maintenance Implement and Ita 
use In construction la distinctly aec- 
ondnry. Roads which are very rocky 
or very sandy cannot be materially Im­
proved by Its ase.

Properly used at the right time the 
road drag p»‘rforms four distinct o f­
fices. First, by moving at an angle to 
the traveled w-ay It tenda to produce or 
preserve a crowned cross section. Sec­
ond, If used when the material o f the 
Burface Is not compact and bard. It 
tends to reduce ruts and other Irregu­
larities In the road by moving material 
from points which are relatively high 
to those which are relatively low. 
Third, when used after a rain It ac- 
celeratea the drying out o f the road 
hy spreading out jiuddlea o f water and 
thus Increasing the surfaces eximsed 
to evaporation. Fourth, If the surface 
material la In a slightly plastic state, 
dragging aroeara over and partially 
•eats the so-called pores which nat- 
nrally occur Id earthy material, and 
thus makes tbe road surface more or 
less Impervious to water. Tbe advan­
tage of this smearing action o f the 
drag will be more readily understood 
If a samide of ordinary earth Is ex­
amined under a magnifying glass. Such 
an exandnatlou will show that the 
earth closely resembles a sponge or 
honeycomb In structure, and the de­
sirability of closing the open pores 
will he readily apparenL

If used Improperly or at the wrong 
time, the drag may do actual Injury to 
a road. Dragging a very dry road, for 
example, serves fo Increase the quan­
tity o f dust and may do additional

ter by fur hunters, leaving the ohier 
and more wary animals alive. These 
ilo the killing and keep the ranches 
paying toll to their klntl. I have notes 
In roy field diary describing the work 
of the old coyote which I have nien- 
tlonetl as having been killed with the 
rifte. This fellow bore evidence of 
having been previously caught In n 
trap from which he got away. Think­
ing to escape again he made the effort 
resulting In his death. It often re­
quires more time and effort to destroy 
this sort of coyote than It tnkes to get 
the younger ones, hut the value of the 
results ohtuine<I Is very much greater."

The Initial cost of the steers per 100 
pounds of the three groups was the 
same for any one year, but In each 
case the steers on pasture alone sold 
for a lower price. The margins be­
tween the buying and selling prices of 
the cattle were always In favor ol 
those which were fed supplements wltb 
Ihelr pastures. The margins aver­
aged less than 25 cents a hundred 
ponnds for the steers on pasture alone, 
compared to 90 cents for animals 
which were fed cottonseed cake with 
pasture, and 81H cents for the ani­
mals whose pasture was supplemented 
with the mixture of cake and com 
chop.

Shipment of Further Relief Material
From the United States to Europe 

Continues in a Large Way— 
One-Third to France.

rarls.— I’ eeause ninny Inaccurate 
reports of large sales o f American 
Ked Cross merehamllse have appeared 
in the Inst few week.s, Ked Cross 
hpa«lqiiurt«irs in Paris has Issued a 
statement explaining tlint the only ma­
terials which have been sold are cer­
tain perishahles, second hand eqtilp- 
tnent, surplus stock-s ami articles 
which can no longer be used for direct 
relief work, either In France or In 
Kastern KuTope.

The total sales of surplus and 
sivond hand material by the Amer­
ican Ked Cross in Knrope will aggre­
gate not more than .’W.Otkt.tXiO francs, 
says the lied Cro-ss. while the value 
of the relief material distributed In 
Kurope during July and August alone 
amounted to more thati lOtt.OliO.OOO 
francs.

Work In 17 Countries.
The Amerlean Ked Cross Is now con­

ducting operations In seventeen Kn- 
ropenn countries. The relief material 
(llstrlhiited In France, mainly In the 
(levnstated districts, since the arm. 
Istlee, Is valued at more than 12.',(XX).- 
IKK) franos, while In the same perloil 
otlier Kurop«‘an countries have re­
ceived more than ‘JtUHlO.OdO francs’ 
of slinllar supplies. Including not only 
medical nn«l surgical material, hut also 
clothing, food, barracks, etc.

Such sales as have been authorize«! 
In France have been eon«luete«l 
through the American Il«‘d Cross li­
quidation board. The offlelal statement 
says regarding this material;

"Unexpeetedly heavy expenses of 
work In Poland and the Balkan states, 
and the beginnings of new relief ac­

tivities In western and southern Itus- 
sln made It advisable to turn the.se 
stocks Into cash to assist tlie relief 
Iirograms, as well as to save certain 
o f the accumnlated stocks from total 
loss.

Supplies Still Come.
“Of all the relief material In the 

American lleil Cross warelKiu.ses on 
May 1. one-third was set asld«' for dis- 
trlhiitlon in the «levnstated districts 
of France. The dlstrlhution of this 
material Is still continuing, and will 
eontinne for montlis to com«-, while 
the shipments of relief material to 
the commissions In eastern Kurope 
are on a eonslantly lner«nising scale, 
and will continue for many months,

Steers Receiving Supplementary Cot­
tonseed Cake on Pasture Gainod
1.83 Pounds Aplec* Daily.

butohertsl In.spectlon showinl that tho 
steers which were fe«l «^ittonseed cake 
or a mixture of cake nnd com  with 
pasture dressed out higher than the 
cattle which had pasture alone.

While the steers that had pastnr* 
alone made gains cheaply, the total 
gains were not large, and the steers 
•lid not take on a high finish. Their 
unflnishf-d condition Is reflectt*d In tha 
sninll margin on which they were sold 
and low dressing percentages. Th’aa 
the profits they returned were smaller 
than for the steers In the other two 
groups.

The cost o f gains o f steers on pas­
ture Is greatly Increased by feeiling 
cottonseed cake. It was found, hut the 
better market price r«H-elved for cake- 
fed cattle usually pays for the addi­
tional cost of feeding cake, and re­
turns a greater average profit than 
Is realized on the grass-fed cattle. One 
of the distinct advantages of supple­
menting pastures for concentrates la 
the fact that steers so handled can be 
finished more quickly and can be mar- 
keteil earlier thnn steers getting grass 
alone. Thus the cattle can be s<ild be­
fore the rush of gruss-f«.-d cattle gluts 
the market and depresses prices. 
Moreover, when cattle are marketed 
early, the pastures have time to r*- 
cupornte and furnish good grazing for 
other 8t«H-k during the fall.

There Is only one ease, says the bul­
letin, when pasture alone la prefera­
ble to pastures with concentrates. 
Steers of Inferior quality may return 
more profit by grazing alone than by 
grazing with the addition of supple­
mentary feeils. especially when they 
are on good pastures that are cheap. 
Scrub st(H-rs do not respond readily 
to the use of good feeds, and even 
when well finished do not «vimmsnd 
satisfactory prices In competition with 
wcll-hreil cattle similarly flnlsh<Hl. Tb* 
better the quality of the steers, the 
safer It Is to give them high-priced 
feeds.

Sheep Need Much Water.
An Impression prevails that sheep 

: can get along without water for long 
periods, but this Is wrong. The sheep 
Is no relation to a camel. They should 
have access to plenty ®f fresh, clean 
water.
