Telecommunications Grant

Let the plans begin!
Bovina is soon to be a model
location for information
sharing in the state of Texas.
The elecommunications
Infrastructure Fund Board
(TIF) has just awarded a
rant in the amount of
525,000 to the
Community Network.

Mike Prather, Project
Director and Michael Downes,
BISD Superintendent,
attended an awards
conference hosted by the TIF
Board in Austin on
September 27.

"Receiving these funds is
going to benefit Bovina and
aAliEEsofaanits residents
immensely,"” said Downes.
"We are excited about
receiving the grant for Bovina
and are eager to begin
spending the TIF funding for
our project."

The project will begin
with a five-month planning
phase to build a Community
Network.

So, what is a Community
Network? It is as individual
to a community as the
residents of the area. A sense
of community continues to
build through the use of
telecommunications.

Throughout the state,
thousands of public schools,
public libraries, higher
education institutions, and
not-for-profit healthcare
facilities have received funds
from TIF to build advanced
local networks. Now these
grantees, along with private
and other non-profit
businesses, have the
opportunity to benefit the
entire community by joining
forces and sharing
information,

This was a highly
competitive TIF grant with
only 61 communities receiving
funds. There were 130

applications from across the

a broad range of community
residents and organizations in
a multi-purpose and
community based network.

After the five-month
planning period, the
collaborative will submit the
fully developed Community
Network Plan to TIF. The
developed plans should foster
equitable access to
information, citizen training,
broad-ranged and enriched
local content development, list
servers and local community
web pages, enhanced local
economic development, and a
sustainable project that will
continue after TIF funds have
been expended.

"We are excited to start
the planning process," said
Mike Prather, Project
Director. "Our Community
Network will provide public
access to computer labs,
training classes for adults on
Internet skills, e-mail, web
page development, and
e-commerce job skills. There is
still a lot of work to be done,
but we are confident that
after five months, we will
have an implementation plan
for our network and the
foundation for a successful
project.”

IWeis ats W TIEs  iare
extremely excited about the
upcoming Community
Networks," said Sam Tessen,
Executive Director of TIF.
"This is our second
Community Network grant
initiative. The first group of
communities are already well
on their way, implementing
things such as public training
throughout the community,
workstations and training in
senior citizen centers, public
kiosks for Internet access, and
portals delineating all of the
services and attractions that
a community has to offer. The
possibilities of e-commerce,
e-democracy, and continued
e-communication are truly

limitiess. These grants have
been highly competitive, and
we have been fortunate to
have so many dedicated
communities eager to
participate in going the next

step to include entire
communities in this
information era."

The conference began
with an introduction by
Tessen who spoke of the TIFB
agency and its direction. He
also congratulated all of the
grantees for a job well done.
Following the introduction,
Tessen presented each of the
attending recipients with a
mock check detailing the
amount of their award.

The TIF Director of
Grants and Services, Delia
Duffey, and the Director of
Finance and Administration,
Frank Pennington, each
discussed information
delineating both old and new
policies and procedures that,
if followed, will help make
the grant project successful.

Franks With America

A SHORT GENEALOGY lesson: Gen Tom Franks joined my
Ellis family several years ago. His wife is the former Catherine
(Cathy) Carley, whose mom is Gaynelle, the daughter of the
late Jimmie Ellis of Hobart, Oklahoma. So, Cathy Franks’
grandfather and my grandfather, the late Willie (Bill) Ellis of
Muleshoe, were brothers.

Bear with me: this story has a "tie-in."

On July 9, 2000, Tom Franks was appointed head of the
United States’ Central Command. As such, Gen. Franks is
third in command of the U.S. Armed Forces, behind President
George W. Bush and Air Force Gen. Richard Myers, chairman
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

Carol and I were watching TV news Sunday evening, after
our Armed Forces had flown its first night of bombing in
Afghanistan. This particular news program was reporting on
the meeting earlier that day, or perhaps on Saturday, when
President Bush was meeting with Defense Secretary Donald
Rumsfeld and Gen. Myers.

Pres. Bush asked Gen. Myers, the Joint Chiefs’
chairman: "Is Tommy Franks ready?' to which Gen.
Myers replied '"Yes, sir, he is." Pres. Bush’s quick reply
was: "Then let’s do it!"

At the time of his appointment in July of 2000, Franks, a
four-star general, was serving as commanding general for the
8th U.S. Army in Korea, and asst. Chief of Staff for the
United Nations troops.

He saw duty in Vietnam, where he served as an assistant
division commander, and in Desert Storm, where he was
commander of the 1st Cavalry.

After his appointment to head the U.S forces, my cousin
Gaynelle Ellis Gray, who is Gen. Franks' mother-in-law, said
"I'm concerned for him, but I'm happy for our country. I'm
happy that our country has a good, moral, capable and caring
person leading them. I'm proud that he’s getting recognized for
his good work."

For years the CBS program "60 minutes" has aired
segments during which Carol and I would look at each other
and shake our heads, as the broadcast showed vital defense
areas, with the reporter giving potential enemies a good "how
to" course as to how they could completely de-mobilize what-
ever installation they were discussing that particular evening.

We used to like the "60 Minutes" program. It was the
trailblazer of all the TV "news magazine" shows that are
currently being aired. But about the only part of the program
we can tolerate now is Andy Rooney at the end of the show. I
think he’s the only member of that show with any common
sense.

Rep. Combest Hails
Attack; Farm Program

Congressman Larry
Combest (R-TX.) discussed
the attack on Afghanistan,
as well as the House of
Representatives’ passage of
the new Farm Bill, in a
telephone conference call
Tuesday morning.

Reacting to a question by
this reporter, Combest said "I
have no idea how long the
campaign will last. I think
the president has done a
very good job lining (the
attack) out. He said he wants
to root out terrorism
wherever it exists, so that
(what happened September
11) doesn’t happen again."

Combest says he feels the
present campaign
undoubtedly will go beyond
Afghanistan, due to the
president’s phrase "wherever
terrorism exists."

New York, Washington,
and the entire country was
under siege on September 11,
Combest said. "After the
planes hit the WTC in New
York, we got word that an
unknown plane was on its
way to Washington. We had
not realized that we were
such an open target," the
congressman said.

The Lubbock congressman
said he had heard that the
cities of Los Angeles,
Chicago, Dallas and Houston
had also been targeted.

"There has been a very

heightened security around
the capital, and I suspect
there will be for some time,"
he added.

Rep. Combest said he was
pleased that the House had
passed the Farm Bill last
Friday, calling it the
culmination of a two-year
program where he listened to
farmers and got their input
on what thev wanted

He said that during the
final days of debate, the bill
received the support of one of
the most liberal forces, an
environmentalist group.

"I was asked by the
USDA not to bring the bill
up at this time (after the

September 11 events). I
thought it strange that this
i1s the first time I had heard
from the USDA in two
years." (Combest is chairman
of the House Agriculture
Committee).

Combest said he hoped the
Senate would act favorably
on the bill before Congress
dismisses for the present
term, so that "the American
farmer won't be left holding
the bag at this serious time."

"(Farmers) are the
segment of the economy that
has been hurting the worst
over the past four years."

Combest said that Senator
Daschle had not been
anxious to deal with the bill,
but now the pressure should
be on the senate, and that
body is "months behind the
House on the subject."”

"Congress decided that
there was a lot of work that
they needed to address,
besides taking care of the
distress in New York and
Washington."

"The tragedies have
readjusted our agenda. There
is no question that the fiscal
condition of the government
has changed radically. This
will probably lead to some
deficit spending. But we have
dealt with serious matters
before, and we probably will
again," he concluded.

Lazbuddie ISD Is Recipient Of
Xcel Energy Foundation Grant

The Xcel Energy Foun-
dation, on behalf of South-
western Public Service
Company's Tolk Generating
Station, has awarded a
$9,000 grant to Lazbuddie
Independent School District
for the district's new
Ecological Center.

Xcel Energy officials pre-
sented the check at 10:30
a.m. Thursday, October 11 at
the school auditorium.

The Ecological Center is
made up of a pond and a
new greenhouse in the high
school courtyard, said Cheri
Sain, family and consumer
sciences instructor at Laz-
buddie High School. Sain
said a group of male students
in her housing and interior
design class started the
project last year for a
national competition.

The pond has since grown
into a living lab and
workshop for students in
science, agriculture, art and
industrial arts. The $9,000
grant from Xcel Energy/SPS
will allow the school to

complete work on the green-
house, Sain said.

The pond and greenhouse
will provide habitats for
animals and plants that are
native to surrounding playa
lakes, she said.

Xcel Energy became
interested in the project when
officials began to look for area
partners in environmental
and conservation_ projects,
said Charles White, com-
munity relations manager for
Xcel Energy's Energy Supply
power generating group.

Tolk Station is the largest
generating plant in the SPS
service area, producing almost
1,000 megawatts of power
with three coal-fueled steam
generators. Tolk and other
Xcel Energy/SPS plants are
heavily involved in conser-
vation projects because so
many are located in the
natural habitat outside of
urban areas, White said.

"We rely on natural
resources just like farmers and
ranchers do," White said. "So
we want to support any effort
in the region, especially
efforts in our schools, to better
understand and protect the
ecosystem of the plains."
