Ttie “battle of the cream line” 
•ts fought brieily by the East- 
land city commission Monday eve- 
aing. but without a decision.

The matter was brought up by 
Oaminissioner A. J. Blevins, Jr., 
who said he had been approach­
ed by J. P Kilgore, Eastland 
creamery operator who was op­
posed to artificially lowering,the 
cream lines in bottles of milk.

The cream lines are lowered 
by separating the milk and butter 
fat, and then homogenizing the 
batter fat befofc it is put back 
into the milk

This results in a much deeper 
cream line on a bottle of milk, 
but in no more cream at all. Ac­
tually. the butter fat globules are 
broken down into smaller units, 
and then mix more readily with

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Vocational School
To Give Full-Time
Mechanics Course

A full-time class in automotive 
mechanics will be offered in 
Eastland soon by the Eastland 
County Vocational School, Co­
ordinator M H Perry announced 
Thursday.

Courses to bt- offered will be 
automotive electricity, engine 
tune-up, carburetor repair, brake 
repair, wheel alignment and bal­
ancing, automatic transmission 
repair, engine rebuilding, and oth­
er allied subjects.

The courses will be both for 
beginning mechanics and those 
already employed who wish to add 
to their knowledge and skill. Per­
ry said. Actual work on the job 
will be stressed, but sufficient 
classroom periods will be provid­
ed so the trainees will learn the 
reasons to do the things they work 
at in the shops, he said.

About $20,000 worth of repair 
and testing equipment will be on 
hand for use by the trainees

Instructors in the course are 
practical automotive repair men 
with many years of experience 
and with extensive training in 
factory and trade schools, with 
additional training in teaching. 
Perry said.

Time of the classes will be ar 
ranged to suit the majority of 
class members. Class sessions will 
be of five hours duration and will 
be held five days per week. Clas­
ses probably will be held from 7 
a. m. to noon, or from 5 to 10 p. 
m.. Perry said.

Courses will be free of charge 
to all Veterans of World War II 
who can qualify. They also will 
receive without charge hand tools, 
and will be eligible for full time 
subsistence pay on the same bas­
is a.- men a’̂ **v»ing colleges Men 
who are not veterans may enroll 
and receive the training by pay­
ing a nominal tuition fee. Perry
Said.

Additional information about 
the courses may be obtained from 
Perry or Mr. Higginbotham at the 
school office in the Eastland Nat­
ional Bank building, or from the 
instructor, Elmer Frede, at the 
school shop on Folts Street.
