SANTIAGO, April 20 (UP)
A series of strong earthquakes
rocked at least nine cities and
towns in central Chile early today

killing at least

Both Santiago and Concepcion
were hit by the shocks which be-
gan at 11:30 P. M. and continu-

30 persons

ed after midnight. The quake was
recorded at No. 9 intensity, one
degree more violent than the
shocks which hit the Pacific north
west in the United States last
week.

The 30 known dead were repor-
ted to be inmates of a jail at Tra
iguen. They perished when the
building collapsed.

Twenty bodies were recovered '
early today from the ruins of the
jail and the search continued for
10 more bodies in the ruins of
the four-story building construe-
ted in 1913,

The town of Angol reported 30

per cent of its buildings were ley
eled.

The towns of Temuco, Los Sau-
ces and Ban Rosendo also were re-
ported to have been hit hard. Oth
er towns in the path of the Quake
were Valdivia and Chillan.
