Wallace, who polled 1,167,172 
votes in 1948 when he ran for 
President on the Progressive Pat> 
ty slate, Saturday declared him­
self "on the side of the U.S. and 
the UN”  in the Korean war and 
bli^med Ru.ssia for North Korea’s 
invasion of South Korea.

Japan's 'Grand Old Man/ 94,
Promotes Amity With U. S.

YT’ ASHINCTON—(NEA)—The man who gave this city Its famous 
"  cherry trees breezed into town the other day to check on their 

blossoms, renew some old friendships and drop a few words of ominous 
advice.

He is 94-year-old Yuklo Ozaki. known as the mayor of Tokyo and 
truly one of the most amazing world characters alive today. Advanced 
deafness is the tiny old man's only sign of his great age. Otherwise 
he's spry, quick-witted, very much aware of what's going on in the 
world and not afraid to pass out sage advice.

He alternates using an old-fashioned Japanese car trumpet and a 
modern, electric hearing aid. which sort of typifies Ozaki's unique link 
between the past and present. His record of actively fighting for true, 
liberal political causes for more than 68 years is probably unequaled 
by any man alive.

Back in 1882, before most of this country's liberals were bom, Ozekl 
dumfounded every citizen of Japan and the world by daring to claim 
that the emperor shared sovereignty with the Japanese people. He 
organized a political party to espouse this theory. The group was 
promptly obliterated.

Next, he became an editor and fought his causes effectively through 
the press. In spite of cruel persecution he extended his influence and 
won election to the first Japanese Diet in 1890. He has never failed 
to be re-elected to that bodv. orobablv the longest legislative tenure 
in history. ^

T flS  greatest 6ght proved h lost cause, against the rise of the Japanese
, militarists who ended up plotting Pearl Harbor. In the years 

before the war, and during it, his life was constantly in danger. Ha 
never ceased to tight the warmongers. His house was burned, he waa 
marked for execution at least three times and sentenced, to prison.

His trc.r.endous personal popularity among the Japanese people 
somehow kept him alive and out of Jail. In the midst of it he wrote, 
“Assassination is so popular in Japan it has become a stateman'a 
death."

The cherry tree gift to Washington was made In 1908 by Ozaki as 
a thank-you for America s help ending the Russo-Japanese war of 
1904-5. The first batch of trees were allowed to die before they were 
ever planted. Hearing of this, he said:

■'Starting with their first president. Americans have always been a 
little rough with cherry trees. I'll send some more with better in­
structions on how to take care of them."

^OMMUNIST control of China is bothering Ozaki most. “Culturally,
'' China Is our mother country," he explains, "therefore, you can 

understand what happens in China will have a great impact on Japan." 
Recent riots in Tokyo he attributes directly to Communist aspiration.

What his countrymen need most, he says, is courage and confidence, 
which he thinks can only be inspired by America's unwavering stand 
against the spread of Communism in the Orient. He admits that every 
Japanese citizen would like to see the end of the occupation. But he 
also admits that if Japan is to keep any semblance of democratic 
freedom. It has to be protected by the U. S. Navir, Army and Air Force. 
How the U. S. is to reconcile these two things, he doesn’t say.

Mr. Ozaki, with all hli mature wisdom and experience, is not very 
oviimistic about the possibilities of avoiding World War III. With 
Oriental resignation he shrugs his shoulders and says that only by the 
complete eradication of the Communist elements in the democratic 
countries and by ending the spread of communism now, can war b« 
averted.
