A ccording to the  D irector of 
H atcheries, Game D epartm ent o f­
ficials have been h a r r i 's c . l  over 
the year* by brazen raids on th e  
stock ba.ss which are  valued a t  
a  m inimum of $2.5 each.

Superintiidvnt Ben S tone of the  
Eagle M ountain H atchery reported  
th a t his s ta ff  in te rrup ted  the m ar­
au d ers  bu t not until they  had 
speared e ight fine specimeii.s. They 
had to  leave in such a  h u rry  thxt 
the  dail ba.ss were le f t behind.

The D irector o f H atcheries ex­
plained th a t the various .state fish 
hatcheries a re  scheduled and thus 
tem pt culprit*. One sortie  by 
looters was m arked by dam aging a 
section o f high fence. At ano ther 
place, the isolated hatchery  
grounds were used a.s a  lovers’ re ­
ndezvous even though the  hatch­
ery  wa.s surrounded by an eight- 
foot steel fence with barbed wire 
on top. It finally was m ade raid- 
proof by charging the  w ire with 
elet tric ity .

The D irector o f  H atcheries said 
e ffec tiv e  protection  is now be­
ing establi.shed th rough  grow th of 
m ulti-flora rose a round  the pro- 
pertie.s This comprises a  dense 
grow th about e ight fee t thick, a 
veritable barbed w ire en tang le­
m ent.

A pprehended hatchery  looters 
usually  a re  punished severely. A 
special s ta te  law fo r  "pro tection  
of hatcheries and rearrva tions’’ 
calls fo r a  fine rang ing  upward 
to $200.

But 
they  a re  oppo.--ed by 30,000 Com- 
rnuni.-*!.*, and those number.* a re  
com pletely out o f line fo r the 
usual ratio  of trOop* on the o ffen ­
sive. Moat generals like to  have 
a thref to one num erical su p er­
io rity  before they  s ta r t  an a ttack .

Sgt. I.ewi.s Cheaney o f Venice, 
Calif., newly arrived  in Korea, 
summed it up as well a.* anybody 
can :

“ I'm  sure  the folks hack hom e 
realize th a t it 's  the  in fan try  th a t 
is figh ting  th is w ar and th a t we 
need lots of doughboys over h e re .” 

T here isn’t any  way to  ge l num ­
erical superio rity  quickly over the 
Communists. It is becoming c lear 
th a t .some where up in N orth K or­
ea th ere  is a  big :>ool of m anpow­
e r and it is filled with p re tty  good 
soldiers. The Reds .seem to  bo able 
to pu t as many men aa they  need

in any given place a t any given 
tim e, even though th e ir  .supply 
lines and com m unication routes 
a re  un d er heavy a ttack  by the 
United S ta tes .Air Force.

The .Americans, on the o ther 
hand, have to  build up th e ir  m an­
pow er acros.* thou.sands of miles 
of w ater and funnel it into Korea 
through one po rt, I’usan.

L ieu t-G en . W alton W alker, 
A m erican com m ander in Korea, is 
an offensive-m indeil officer. He 
belongs to  the  I'a tto n  school of 
w ar— hit the  enem y hard and o f­
ten. H ut th e  mo.st brillian t .strate­
gy anil tac tics .seldom can p re ­
vail un til a general has men and 
m aterial su ffic ien t enntigh to  keep 
an offen.sive rolling once i t ’s s ta r t­
ed.

.Another th ing  that the  .Ameri­
cans learned a t the s ta rt o f their 
o ffensive  is th a t th e  commander* 
of th e  Com munist arm y are  not 
going to  make m any mistake.*. As 
*oon as the Americans a ttacked , 
th e  Red.* went in to  action with 
th e ir  artille ry . T hen th ey  hit the 
U. S. rig h t flank with a well tim ­
ed co u n te r a ttack  and .succeeded 
in stalling  the  drive tem porarily . 
The Red leaders move decisively
