The Queer •Japanese.
In Jupau almost every one car­

ries u lantern. By tiny anil night it 
is dangling at his belt.

MRHKKI. AND SURROUNDINGS.
Ever since the Texas & Pacific 

railroad has opened up the west­
ern country the passers-by ou the 
trains have been attracted and 
charmed by the beautiful eouutry 
surrounding Merkel, and the 
steady growth of this modest but 
enterprising little town. No pret 
tier or more fertile spot can be 
found in the West. The town of 
Merkel was started in 1883 and 
the growth has been steady.

kel. The present population is 
about 700.

Merkel is located 17 miles west 
of Abilene. It in five urlcs from 
the Jones connty line, and seven 
miles from Nolan snd the south­
east corner of I'isher counties. By 
rail it is 430 miles went of Texar­
kana, and 138 miles east of El 
Pabo. Googrupieally it is nearer 
the centro of the stale than any 
other town. The elevation is 
2,000 feet above the level of the 
Gulf.

WATEE AND »Oil..
One of the greatest attractions 

o f Merkel and Ihe surrounding 
country, for 15 miles north and 
south, is the inexhaustible supply 
o f good pure water that is to be 
found at n depth of from 2ft to 50 
feet. Tire water is cool and clear 
and free from mineral, aud is not 
affected by the longest drouth 
either in quality or quantity. It

GENERAL MERCHANDISEten very heavy. The occasional 
showers grow less frequent until 
in June there is usually a few 
weeks of comparatively dry 
weather, thus giving the farmer 
time to reap and store his harvest 
which is then ready.

i As the country becomes more 
cultivated the raiufall anil be more 
abundant, as the water will be re­
tained in the cultivated soil and 
the evaporation will be more reg­
ular than when it runs off the un­
broken surface of the prairie into 
the water-conrees aud is gone. 
The meteorological changes that 
follow the settlement and cultiva­
tion of every new country will 
causo the vapor laden winds from 
the Gulf to discharge their aque­
ous eonteuts before passing to the 
north. The dry belt of all the 
western country is fast reeediug 
westward along with the red man 
and the buffalo, and will soon be 
a thing of the past.

STOCK BAISINO.
Texas has always been noted 

for its stock raising qualities. The 
rich grasses of these plains can­
not be excelled for ihc production 
of beef.
