A  Magazine for College Men.

The Business Side o f a Great 
University, by President Harper, 
o f the University of Chicago, is 
the opening article in the College 
Man’s Number (October 12) of 
The Saturday Evening Post, of 
Philadelphia.

Theodore Roosevelt, Harvard 
’80 is the title of an entertaining 
paper on the President’s college 
life, by his friend, Owen W i9ter. 
Other strong features o f this 
number are short stories by Max 
Adeler, Jesse Lynch Williams 
and Frank Norris, and a page of 
droll “ Nature Studies”  by Oliver 
Herford.

The Furthest?

The question of making our 
available feed supply serve ne­
cessities this winter is u serious 
one and the Reporter took it up 
with the oil mill managers of Ab- 
lene which resulted in the ar­
rangement explained b e 1 o w . 
There are many herds o f cattle 
small and large that must be 
helped through the winter to 
prevent serious losses, and 
every bundle o f feed, every 
bushel o f corn, every bale o f hay 
and every bushel o f cottonseed 
should be made to go us far as 
possible.

Knowing that cotton seed in 
its crude state is an expensive 
food, we investigated authori­
ties and present the result below:

Those figures are significant 
and easily understood, but it 
must be kept in mind, that in ad­
dition to the amount of the vari­
ous food elements c o n t a i n e d ,  
there is also to be considered 
their availability. This is par­
ticularly true in cases of whole 
cotton seed. For while it is 
extremely rich in food elements, 
will be noticed that the propor­
tion of fat and carbohydrate Js 
so large as compared to the pro­
tein that there must necessarily 
be a large waste o f fat in feeding. 
How then can these valuable food 
constituents be utilized? The 
question is at once unswered by 
a glance at the elements of C ot­
ton Seed Hulls and Cotton Seed 
Meal; the one rich In carbo­
hydrate the other supplying in 
magnificent liberality the valua­
ble protein, with a sufficiency of 
fat to balance the ration. This 
naturally brings up the question 
whether the farmer may with 
economy exchange his seed for an 
equivalent in feeding material 
in the more available ■ form of 
Hulls and Meal, and freed from

prepon­
derance of fat. Upon this point 
that standard agricultural jour­
nal, “ The Southern Farm,”  of 
Atlanto, Ga., in its issue for Nov. 
15th, says in reply to a Corres­
pondent:
“ One ton (2,000 lbs) Cottou Seed con­
tain»—

Of Nitrogen • 61 lbs
Of Phosphoric Acid 20 lbs
Of Potash 23 lbs

One ton (2,000 lbs) Cotton Seed Meal 
contains—

Of Nitrogen 163 lbs
of Phosphoric Acid 66 lbs
Of Potash 49 lbs

Allowing that the farmer car­
ries his seed to the mill and gives 
oil as toll, he should carry back 
with him the resulting product, 
in meal about 750 lbs., and about 
900 lbs. of hulls.

It is a common question 
whether this is a profitable ex­
change for the farmer.

It is an accepted fact that the 
oil has no value as r food. It is 
pure carbon, and beyond supply­
ing a little temporary heat has 
no other effeet.

But undoubtedly a farmer can 
feed more economically in using 
meal and hulls than in feeding 
merely the raw seed.

In exchanging the seed for 
the* meal the farmer does not 
dispose of any o f the valuable 
elements— nitrogen, potash and 
phosphoric acid. The 750 lbs. 
of meal contains within a small 
fraction all the nitrogen that was 
in the ton of seed.

What price, then, should cotton 
seed command when cotton seed 
meal is held at $16 per ton?
The 760 lbs. of meal from the ton of 
heed, at 75c per 100 lbs $6.00
Add 900 lbs.^of hull from this ton 
of Heed, at 15c per 100 lb» 1.36

Cash value of the ton of »eed $6.97
At these relative values the 

mill would get the product of oil 
(30 or 35 gallons) to pay for the 
cost o f grinding. At '  
gallon this would give 

to $7 r^rgiu *q core

expenses and profits.
Whether this is too much for 

the mill is a question we can not 
answer. If called upon for an 
opinion we would say that it is 
not, from the fact that we would 
rather have the 750 lbs. meal 
and 900 lbs. o f hull, either for 
feeding or fertilizing purposes 
than the original ton of seed. It 
is easier to adjust a ration with 
the separate materials. A safe 
und proper ration f cotton seed 
meal for milch cows depends 
somewhat on the size o f the ani­
mal. At some of the experiment 
stations C to 7 lbs. has been fed 
without bad effect.”

Remember, the Abilene Mills 
gives more than the “ Southern 
Farm”  here calculates— viz: 1000 
pounds o f meal and same of 
hulls.

Don’ t forget that all authorities 
agree that the oil, which our mill 
proposes to take as toll for grind­
ing your seed, has no value as a 
food product.

The Mail has no axe to grind 
in this matter, is not remotely 
interested in the oil mill, but is 
vitally interestedt in showing 
readers how to get the most pos­
sible out of their crops and in 
seeing all the cattle owned by 
farmer and stockman getting 
through to grass in the spring.
