Chapter from Sam ‘ Houston's Life 

With the Cherokees.

That there is an unwritten 
chapter in the life of the illustri­
ous Texas hero and statesm an, 
Sam Houston, there can be no 
doubt, and ju s t why it has been 
omitted from the biograpy of 
th a t g reat man, or not published 
in- the ^newspapers before now, 
is indeed a g reat m ystery. The 
o * Lted chapter is a romantjc 
and interesting one. After Sam 
Houston left his wife in T ennes­
see under such peculiar circum ­
stances while enjoying the d is­
tinction of governor for that 
S tate , he came directly to the 
Cherokee nation, where he resid­
ed two or three years before giv­
ing to the Lone S ta r# State to 
fight for her freedom and inde­
pendence. This is the chapter of 
H ouston’s life which the histori­
ans have for some unknown rea ­
son failed to record, and which, 
if recorded properly, would form 
one of the most interesting and 
rom antic chapters in the history 
qf his life. Many old Cherokees 
& this nation are still living who 

associated with Houston while 
here, and can relate m any true 
and entertain ing  reminiscences 
of him. But few, perhaps, if any, 
of H ouston’s adm irers in Texas 
or elsewhere, know th a t he came 
from t Tennessee to this country 
and m arried a beautiful C her­
okee maiden about a year 
thereafter. But such is a »fact, 
and can be substantiated by 
m any old and tru thfu l residents 
of the nation. Here is the ptory 
as related to a  correspondent a 
few days ago by ex-M ayor G. 
H^JTugjies,- of T ahlequah, who 
has been a resident of the C her­
okee nation for over fifty years, 
and  who was personally ac- 
quointed with Houston while 
here, and who, by the way, is an 
old veteran of the Mexican war 
and altogether responsible:

Sam Houston was partly  ra is­
ed by the old Cherokee chief, 
John Jolly, in Tennessee, before 
those Indians were removed to 
th is country. Jolly treated  Sam 
as one of his own children, and 
was never forgotten for his kind- 
neddi A short time after Hous-

n resigned his governorship 
of the S tate of Tennessee, the 
old Cherokee chief, who had m a­
ny years before removed to this 
country , was surprised one day 
to see his old friend Sam step in ­
to his hut. However, the greet- 
in rN  * .8 m utually warm between 
t«. I t is said th a t Houston
cDd no* . ’’rplain why he so a b ­
ruptly  left Tennessee, but always 
evaded an answer to the ques­
tions pu t to him by Jolly on the 
subject. Houston took vp. per­
m anent residence with the old 
chief who then lived on the A r- 
kansaw  river near where Web- 
bef’s Falfs now stands, and about 
forty miles west of F o rt Smith, 
A rkansas. He discarded the ap-

were g reat friends and were to ­
gether most of their time. After 
being here a few months H ous­
ton went to Fort Smith, got a 
small stock of goods, and b ring­
ing them back to Jo lly’s went to 
m erchandising. This venture, in 
connection with his hunting ex ­
peditions with the Indians, did 
not prove a success, and Sam 
failed in business. He had se­
cured the goods at Fort Smith to 
sell on commission, and when the 
Fort Smith men sent a repre­
sentative up to Houston’s place 
of business to collect, he found 
pretty nearly all the goods d is­
posed of. The Fort Smith man 
was informed by Sam th a t he 
had sold the goods on credit. 
He then asked for the ex-T ennes­
see governor’s books and was 
told he had none. “ W hy,” said 
the collector, “ how do you do a 
credit business without a set of 
books?’’

Pointing around on the walls 
of the house Sam showed him 
how he did it. In letters written 
with charcoal, chalk, etc., H ous­
ton had charged his customers 
with whatever they had bought. 
How’ever, Houston had money 
that he brought with him from 
Tennessee, and he paid the fel­
low up and quit the business.

While in the m ercantile busi­
ness Houston m et Miss Lyontha 
Rogers, a pretty half-breed C her­
okee girl, and fell in love with 
her. He m arried her a short 
time afterw ards, and for a year 
they lived happily together, at 
the end of which time she sicken­
ed and died. The loss was g reat 
to Sam, for he loved his little 
Cherokee wife, it is said, almost 
madly. Houston tenderly laid 
her to rest near his hut, and 
tha t lonely grave is m arked to ­
day with a rough native m arble 
tombstone put there by Houston 
on the eve of his departure for 
Texas. Inscribed on the face 
of the slab are these w ords: 
“ Sacred to the Memory of My 
Darling, L ina .”  This is all. 
Why Houston did not inscribe a 
more com prehensive epitaph is 
not known. B ut th a t he was le­
gally m arried to the woman and 
lived with her about a year as 
his lawfufwife, there is no m is­
take, and the facts can easily be 
substan tiated  by m any of the old 
people of the country.

It is said tha t on one occasion 
while Houston was am ong the 
Cherokees he weht to W ash in g- 
tion City with an Indian delega­
tion, and* under an assum ed 
nam e and dressed in the g arb  of 
an Indian was not recognized by 
members of congress, with whom 
he had been there as senator 
from Tennessee and was well ac ­
quainted. He even returned to 
this country without revealing 
his identity  to them.

While here, Houston, it is said 
was in constant correspondence 
with friends a t W ashington. On 
one occasion he was a t the mili­
ta ry  post a t Fort Gibson, in the 
nation, and in some way or o th ­
e r was snubbed by one of the 
com m anding officers. Houston,

wrote to the secretary  of war. at 
W ashington and had the offend­
ing officer removed.

These incidents of Sam H ous­
ton’s sojourn am ong the C hero­
kees could be continued until a 
good-sized volume were filled. 
Sam Houston Benge, one of the 
leading Cherokee statesm en, 
was named after Sam Houston, 
and m any of the people of this 
country even claim tha t Houston 
Benge is Sam H ouston’s son, 
and tha t the Benge part of his 
nam e is a suffix. However true 
this may be, certain it is that 
Houston B enge^resem bles the 
g reat Texas hero very much, rnd  
possesses many of the peculiar 
characteristics of tha t individu­
al.—Tallequah, I. T., Letter.
