Lessons in State 
Governm ent,

The Controller of public ac­
counts is elected by the pefiple. 
He receives a salary of S2..500 a 
year. He is not only the chief 
accounting and auditing officer 
of the State, but als<7 the super­
intendent of its fiscal affaire. All 
ixiyments to the treasury are 
made u|>on warrants, and no 
moiU-y <*an be drawn from the 
treasury except upon his warrant. 
H'o examines all accounts against 
the State ami passes upon their 
Validity, Hi* keeps an account 
with all other departments and 
officers of tin* State government 
who receive, handle or disburse 
funds of the State, and has au­
thority to prescribe the mode of 
accounting and the forms to be 
use<l. He has general supervis­
ion of the assessment of property 
for/axution and of the collection 

'faxes, and makes settlement 
/illi all Tax Collectors. He is 

required to pass upon the fee 
bills of all officers, witnesses, etc. 
He is required to register city 
and county l^onds when their 
validity has been attested by tke

Attorney General. The Control­
ler is also authorized to receive • 
taxes from non-resident property 
owners and is charged with va- : 
rioua other duties in line with I 
those enumerated. The Control­
ler’s staff consists of forty-six j 
clerks, who are paid $.50,47.5 |>er! 
annum and two porters and mes- i 
aengers who receive $300.

The Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office is elected. Ho 
receives a salary of $2,o00. He 
has charge c)f the land affairs of 
the State generally, preventing, 
trespass thei*eon, surveying and 
classifying the lands, selling and 
leasing them. His position is 
unique, for Texas is the only I 
State in the Union that has a 
public domain, all other public) 
lands in the United States be- j 
longing to the Fe<!eral Govern-• 
ment. Properly speaking, Texas j 
now haa no public <lomain left, j 
the public lands now on hand! 
belonging to the school, univers­
ity and asylum funds. To these I 
funds there now belongs about | 
17,000,000 acres of land. To pass 
upon applications for purchase 
or lease, to keep np with forfeit­
ures, etc., makes a great deal of( 
work. The Commissioner’s staff 
consists of sixty employes, clerks, j 
draftsmen, field agents, p<7rters 
and watchmen. >

The Railroad Commission o f ) 
Texas, established in 1891, con- i 
sists of three Commissioners, now* ■ 
elective, each of whom receives' 
a salary* of $4,(XK) a year. Their • 
work is the most comprehensive j 
and intricate perhaps of any in j 
the State government. They are 
clothed with and exercise the 
power of prescribing the rates 
which the railroads and express 
companies shall charge for trans­
portation; with placing a value 
upon all railroads, and no bonds 
can be issued without their ap­
proval. They are also charged 
with preventing discrimination. 
These duties thus briefly stated 
comprehend a vast amount of 
detail. Other duties have from 
time to time been given to the * 
Commission by the Legislature, I 
in fact pretty nearly everything i 
l>ertaining to railroads is referred ! 
to it. It is charged with inquir- | 
ing into the operation of trains ■ 
with more than one engine (dou- , 
ble-headere) and is authorized to!

prevent same when [the ’ practice 
is considereii more hazardous 
than the use of a single engine. 
It is likewise charged with the 
matter of requiring the railroads 
to install interlocking devices at 
cnissings^with other lines^^^amrto 
prescribe the character of cross­
ing t4< be used by new lines. The 
8coj)o «if the Commission’s duties 
has gradually enlarged with the 
enactment of new laws and as 
complaints have been made to it 
by citizens. Its staff consists «>f 
eight employes, namely, a secre­
tary, auditor,^ two expert rate 
men, «me engineer, two clerks 
and a jsirter who are pai«i $14,- 
.580 per annum.

The Superintendent of Public 
Instruction ia elected ami receives 
a salary of $2,500 a year. He 
has general charge of the public 
free scho«ils «>f the State; pre­
scribes the re«|uirements f o r  
teachers' examinations and for­
mulates the questions to be asked 
them a n <l has jurisdiction of 
appeals arising fnjm County Su­
perintendents and local boar<i  ̂«if 
trustees. His office staff eonaisus 
of seven clerks and a jxirter who 
are paid $8,180 per annum.

The Department of Agriculture, 
Insurance. Statistics and History 
is not now so comprehensive as 
its name would indicate nor as it 
formerly was. The head of the 
department is a commissioner 
appointed by the Governor, who 
receives a salary of 82000 a year. 
He has general supervision of 
insurance business in the State, 
inquiring into the standing and 
operations of the companies, is­
suing permits to them, causing 
them to comply with the law and 
collecting from them such taxes 
as are prescribed by law. This 
is now* the principal work of that 
department. The commissioner 
is also charged with cellecting 
valuable historical matter and 
b<x>ks which are cared for in a 
division kn<jwn as t h e  State 
library. Very little has been 
done in the “ agriculture”  and 
“ statistics”  lines since 1895 when 
the Legislature «ceased to make 
appnipriation 3 fur that purpose. 
Prior to that time valuable and 
complete statistics relating t o 
fanning a n d  other industries 
were collected through the Coun­
ty Tax A««eMor«v annually, and

the information thus secured was 
considered valuable and benefi­
cial to the State.. Now, the only 
statistics pertain t «> livesUick, 
which is re«|uired by law to be 
separately assessetl. The ( ’«im- 
missioner has from time t«i time 
re«*ommende«l that appropriations 
be made for the prose«^ution of 
this work, and various agricult­
ural ns80<’iati«)ns and business 
(irganizations have indorsed the 
suggestion, but the Legislature 
has failed t«) d«i anything in the 
premises. The staff of the ('om- 
missioner consists «if five clerks 
and a porter whose salaries ag­
gregate 86,(100 per annum.

The State Purchasing Agent is 
appointed by the Governor, the 
office having been created by the 
27th Legislature ujxin rec«iinmen-. 
dation of Gov. Sayers, He is 
paid 82,0(X) an«l his two clerks 
$1,900 a year. The State Pur­
chasing Agent buys all supplies 
tor the State eleemosynary insti­
tutions, advertising for bids and 
letting the contracts to the l«iwest 
and best bidders.
