The ‘“Whispering Gallery”’

The whispering gallery”’ of the
old hall of Representatives in the
national capitol now known as
statuary hall, has long been an
object of interest and to the
uninitiated of curiosity. In an
apparent erratic manner, but with
actual mathematical accuracy the
voice of a speaker even when ut-
tered in a whisper, echoes with
remarkable distinctness from one
place to another, and a person
standing in the gallery on the ex-
treme east may express a whiper-
ed refpark audible only at the
oppos':e side of the chamber, 110
feet ‘away. From a scientific
standpoint this phenomenon may
be easily explained. The cham-
ber is in the form of a quarter of
a sphere the center of which
would come fiye or six feet below
the floor. Sound waves prcjected
against the spherical ceiling re-
bound as a billiard ball carroms.

While this peculiarity is inte-
esting and curious it always
seriously interfered with the use
of the chamber for legislative
purposes and numerous expedient
were resorted to with the hope of
remedying it. At one time a
canvas false ceiling was srtetched
across the room and the objec-
tionable acoustic properties of the
hall were destoyed. In recent
renovations the old wooden ceiling
has been replaced with fireproof
construction but the echoed may
still be heard. When the cham-
ber was renovated last summer
in painting the columns to resem-
ble marble the marbleizing ex-
cellent likenesses of President
McKinley and Roosevelt but their
