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RURAL CARRIERS INTEREST IN STOCK INDUSTRY
Tha aaeociation of Kural Câp­

riers of Callahan, Taylor and 
Jones counties met W ednesday 
Feb. 22,and carried out a splendid 
program. 0 *’ing to the severe 
cold weather the a ttendance was 
not as large as had been expect­
ed, but nevertheless quite a num ­
ber of carriers were present and 
a num ber of patrons of the v a r ­
ious routes in Callahan county.

Much enthuiasm  was mani- 
‘fest among tlie carriers, and 
there was a note of optimism 
about the address of all of them 
and of pride in the work they are 
doing in serving the ru ral dwell­
er with a daily mail.

The address of Mr. Bankhead 
of Merkel on “ Organization and 
Its Benefits”  was splendid. Mr. 
Bankhead is a pleasing speaker 
and would take rank  in any con­
vention. He said tha t it is a 
mistaken idea tha t the object of 
organization amongst the rural 
carriers was a selfish one, but 
th a t  their sole purpose was to 
discuss ways and means and d e ­
vise plans for the betterm ent of 
the service, and as much as pe r­
mitted to co-operate with the d e ­
partm ent by way of suggesting 
better plans. !

A rthur Slater ably discussed 
the  subject “ The Kural and City 
C arrie r .”  He humorously re ­
ferred to the trials of the carrier 
and brought his hearers to the 
realization tha t their whole jo u r ­
ney was not on flowery beds of 
ease.

Alba Chambers of Baird, in an 
able address discussed the su b ­
jec t, “ W hat can take the place 
of the Rural C arrie r .”  He d e ­
plored the fact tha t any  sugges­
tion  should be made in the n a ­
tional congress looking to the 
impairment of the rural service 
by taking it out of the civil ser­
vice and putting it on a contract 
basis. He also said tha t  it was 
unfair to the farmer to call the 
service Rural Free Delivery, and 
th a t  he thought the Free ought 
to be eliminated, and when he 
called attention to the fact tha t 
the  railway mail service and the  
city mail service was not called 
free, but when congress gave the 
farm er a  little mite of service by 
establishing a daily mail route, 
they insulted them by calling the 
service “ free”  and th a t  he would 
use his efforts to have this o b ­
jectionable word eliminated. He 
was loudly applauded.

A* J .  Adcock of Merkel, p re ­
sided over the meeting. He 
spoke a t  length upon the subject 

‘ of “ Good Roads,”  and  was lis­
tened to with good attention.

W. R. Ely of Baird, in a brief 
address discussed the relation of 
the  “ Rural Dweller to the Com­
m unity at L arge .”

Suitable resolutions were made 
thanking  the people of Clyde for 
their hospitality and Mr. Ely for 
his rem arks.

Several patrons spoke as being 
highly in favor of rural service, 
Mr. J .  N. Wilson of Clyde, the 
leading W est Texas N urserym an, 
onlling attention to the  fact tha t 
the  service saved him a  walk of 
700 miles a  year, and  th a t  good

John Sears has made a good rep­
utation in the mule market. He buys and raises young mules. Sam 
Butman in the Canyon, like many other of our old stockmen who are 
raising graded beef cattle has established a swine department on his 
ranch.

All of which in this general, rambling and splattering style 
shows the interest and the adaptability of our country for the stock 
raising industry and that the same has not suffered during the' two 
past dry years so much as one would suppose. It is true that much of 
the wealth-producing stock has been shipped to the markets during 
the past year but with our present season, the large acreage in small 
grain and with plenty of grass and water it is certain that there will 
be much progress this year.

And, as is most always the case, everything is for the best and 
when you reflect, that when our farmers this year buy stock they will 
demand the very best to be had, stock superior to that which they 
sold and the result will be a higher and better grade of stock for our 
country.
