Eagle F*as0, Tex., May 22.— 
Sam Wah, propietor of the Inter­
national Hotel in Ciudad Porfirio 
Diaz, Mexico, opposite this place, 
and a partner of B’oon Chuck, 
the millionaire Chinaman of Mex­
ico, who has large interests in 
Torreon and throughout North­
ern Mexico, received telegraphic 
information this morning from 
his agent at Torreon that 224 
Chinese had been killed at Tor­
reon in a fight with Mexican 
rebels. Forty-five of Wah’s 
workmen on a farm and five in a 
restaurant were among those 
killed.

Sam Wah has telegraphed the 
Chinese minster at Washington 
and the ambassador at Mexico 
City asking protection.

N o rtb  M exico Q u ie t.

Juarez, Mex., May 22.—Tran­
quility of an officially declared 
variety, not unlike the quietude 
of the erstwhile general armistice 
but possessing more of the nor­
mal atmosphere of teal peace, 
reigned in northern Mexico 
today* for the first time in six 
months. Messages were flashed 
today over all wires and by 
courier to remote parts of the 
country announcing that a peace 
agreement had definitely ended 
the hostilities between the revolu­
tionists and the federal govern­
ment.
