Knowledge of Receipts and Expendi
tures Is of Great Assistance
to Chicken Raiser.

One of the greatest needs of most
poultry keepers is a definite record
of expenditures and receipts. In
few cases does the owner of a poultry
flock actually know whether his fowls
have been an expense to him or have
paid a profit. This is perhaps truer
in regard to poultry than with most
other branches of animal industry,
because of the facts that both ex-
penditures and receipts are spread
over the entire year and are individ
ually small, that a large part of the
product is used at home, and that the
poultry” keeping is incidental to the
other farm work.
