In a talk 
with Mr. Hunter Monday while 
he was here marketing the 
fortieth^bale he said he yet had 
20 acres to pick that has not 
been touched while the remain­
ing part of his acreage about 150 
is the source from which the 
forty bales have been pikded.

That’s using Mr. Hunters 
figures but when we look at his 
statement we figure that he is 
going to crowd seventy bales 
mighty close before the picking 
is over, making his crop average 
something like a third of a bale 
to each acre.

Under date of Oct. 1st the 

San Angelo Daily Standard

P. M. S. S. Nile, at Sea 1 

Sept. 12, 1912. I 
Editor Merkel Mail:

After an absence of one year 
from Merkel I have decided to 
write another letter that I prom­
ised a few years ago while in 
Honolula. This time I intend to 
write a series of letters of my 
travels for the benefit of my 
Merkel friends.

I left Merkel in Sept. 1911, 
after spending one month visit­
ing relatives and friends, and 
then to El Faso where I spent 
three months. December 1911, 
found me in Seattle, Wash., 
where I worked until I returned 
to San Francisco, Sept. 1, and 
sailed out from there the 7th on 
the P. M. S. S. Nile.

We have now been at sea five 
days and have had fine sailing 
weather, however, there were a 
number of passengers sea sick 
for the first two days out.

The Nile is a very large ship 
and we have aboard .‘300 first- 
class and 140 second-class pas­
sengers.

There is always plenty amuse­
ment to pass away the time, 
such as card games, a number of 
deck games, a nice library, etc. 
We have had two dances so far 
and it is quite a sensation to 
dance at sea, and especially 
when the ship is also dancing 
like a cork in Mulberry creek. 
We have|quite a number of mis 
sionaries aboard for Japan and 
China. We are due to arrive in 
Honolulu tomorrow at noon and 
then I will add some more to this.

Honolulu, 8ept. 13.— We arriv­
ed at 1 p. m. and as usual were 
met by the native band and I 
was gladly surprised to find a 
large number of my friends on 
the wharf to welcome me.

The Hawaian Islands are in 
the middle of the Pacific and 
present to the traveler or home- 
seeker more alluring features 
than are combined in any other 
country in the world. No where 
are there such pictures of sea 
and sky, plain and mountains, 
such magnificent landscape, 
bright sunshine, tempering 
breeze, fragrant foliage, brilliant 
colorings in bush and tree, such 
dazzling moonlight.

With a climate unexcelled the 
beautiful islands afford a refuge 
for those who would escape the 
trials of heat and cold in the 
temperate zones. Hawaii has a 
temperature which varies not 
more than 10 degrees through the 
day and a variation during the 
year of 85 to 55 degrees. Swel­
tering heat or biting cold is un­
known and a frost bite is heard 
of no more than a polar bear.

The bathing beach at Waikiki, 
three miles to the south of Hono­
lulu, is world-famed for its 
beauty, the even temperature of 
the water and the unique sports 
there indulged ̂ surf boating, 
and surf board riding. The 
temperature of the water is close 
to 78 degrees the year round. 
There is no undertow, so bath­
ers are safe. The entire beach 
at Waikiki is enclosed in a great 
barrier reef of coral which effect­
ually guards the bathers from

GAUGING DOWNFALL OF RAIN

ficlantific instruments Have Made It 
.a Matter of Absolute Mathe- 
' matical Precision.

FVew people really understand how 
raia is measured. We often read in 
tbs newspaper that so many Inches 
of rain have fallen during a certain 
period, hut it is difficult to realize 
what an inch of It actually means. 
The British Rainfall association have 
years' records of rainfalls in all parts 
of the United Kingdom. They have 
reports from several thousand sta- 
tloaa, which are sent in by people 
who “work” the business as a kind 
of hobby. There are several wooden 
•tractures now in use for measuring 
rain, and thegé are known as 
‘ ‘gauges.” The moat skiilful is a con­
trivance with a» funnel at the top. 
through which the water passes into 
a cwp-recelver. The weight of the 
raia aiitoroatlcally works a pencil. 
This marks on a sheet of paper wound 
round a cylinder, and when It baa 
marked in this fashion two-tenths of 
an inch, the cup tills over and empties 
thè contents. The pencil returns to 
Ita former position, and the same little 
devloe Is repeated incessantly until the 
rain ceases to fall, while the pencil 
continues to register on the paper 
attached.

At the request of Mayor Fitsgerald of Boston 
on the opening day of the city school every teach­
er in the employ of the city read to the assembled 
students the oath of the Athenian youth-

It was a thoughtful thing to do and today when 
the. Memphis echools open for the beginning of 
the new scholastic year it would not be amiss if 
the same rule applied here.

The o^th is as follows:
We will never bring disgracelo this, our city, 

by anj  ̂act of dishonesty or cowardice, nor ever 
desert our suffering comrades in the ranks; we 
will fight for the ideals and sacred things of the 
fsity, both alone and with many; we will revere 
and obey the city’ s laws and do our best to incite 
a like respect and reverence in those above us 
who are prone to annul or to set them at naught; 
we will strive unceasingly to quicken the public’s 
sense of civic duty. Thus, in all these ways, we 
will transmit this city not only not less, but 
greater, better and more beautiful than it was 
transmitted to us.

It would be well for every boy who has pride 
and ambition to stir him on to great future 
achievements to clip this out and paste it in the 
book he most frequently uses.

The Athenian youth became a great man. 
became a factor in the affairs of his country, 
became a power among the learned men of 
tíme. It was probobly due to the fact that he ad­
hered to this oath made in days of early youth.

There is much in it to be commended and it is 
safe to say that the boy who lives up to its obliga­
tions will amount to a great deal in his after 
yeare.

If we live according to the dictates of the 
Athenian youth, if we live so that we will never 
bring disgrace to our city or to ourselves, by any 
aotof cowardice or dishonesty; if we stick close 
to our suffering comrades and extend a helping 
hand wherever we can; if we fight for ideals and 
hold them high, if we revere the city’s laws as 
well as our moral laws, if we strive unceasingly to 
quicken the public’ s sense of civic duty, we are 
sure to triumph in the long run.

Mayor Fitzgerald advised the Boston teachers 
to inaugurate the school year by reading the 
Athenian youths’ oath, and also advised that it 
be adopted as a pledge of good citizenship, and 
as their motto, to be always kept in mind, because 
he felt that the result would be beneficial.

general semi-annual sworn statements of circula­
tion, ownership of their stocks and bonds and 
other information.

The law went into eft'ect Oct. 1, and will 
be rigidly enforced, according to the postmaster- 
general.

In the event of failure to comply with the new 
legal requirements the use of the mails is denied.

Attorney-General Wickersham’s opinion on 
certain aspects of the new law thrpwa light on 
several dubious points, and, above all other 
things, shows what a miserable hodgepodge con­
gress has made of the new amendment to the 
postoffice appropriation bill, for it was in this 
guise that the law was enacted.

Sifting the matter to the bottom, it appears as 
if the bill was the outcome of a certain progres­
sive sentiment which desires to show resentment 
toward certain newspapers.

Col. Roosevelt was a strong advocate of the 
Chicago Record-Herald until it turned against 
him, and then from the street corners in Chicago 
he advised his admirers to see who owned the 
mortgage on the paper. This was done in order 
that the changed attitude of the paper might be 
understood.

Attorney-General Wickereham upholds the 
postmaster-general’s construction that it is im­
material whether the subscriptions are individual 
or in bulk, and that the provision ot the law cov­
ers the number of copies of a publication distrib­
uted to certain paid subscribers, whether by new’s 
companies, who buy in bulk for redistribution, or 
whether by individual subscribers who do not use 
the mails.

This was the point raised by Mr. Hitchcock, 
and the fact that his contention is sustained by 
the attorney-general simplifies this feature of the 
law'.

This was the most important point, for but few 
newspapers in the country make any effort to 
conceal their ownership. The real truth is that 
nearly everyone living in a community knows 
who the owner of the local newspaper is, without 
the fact being published as an advertisement.

That the new law will be enforced, there is little 
doubt. It will be enforced so fat as the depart­
ment finds it practical to do so. The department 
last week began to mail to 120,000 editors, pub­
lishers and others interested forms to be filled out 
in compliance with the law. Under the act they 
must be filled out and returned as soon as pos­
sible.

The whole law seems to be but the unwinding 
of red tape-—Memphis Commercial Appeal.

TEXAS HAS AHRACTIONS.

Within the last week or two some shrewd boost­
er’s editorial has been going the rounds of the 
press calling attention to the fact that there are 
still a few unmarried women in Texas, and that, 
considering the fame of Texas women for beauty 
and all good womanly qualities, including obedi­
ence of wives to husbands, this should prove an 
incentive in attracting large numbers of Ameri­
ca’s best and richest bachelors to this state.

The foregoing, no doubt is one of the great at­
tractions of the state, but there are others. A  
dispatch from El Paso says that 5,000 Mezioans 
had crossed the border there within ten days to 
help in the cotton fields of Texas. Judging from 
the reported uprisings in Mexico during the past 
two years, great must be the incentive to induce a 
Mexican peon to give up the attractions of revolu­
tion to oome to this state to do real work. But 
the attractions do look rather enticing, as pickers 
are repurted making S5 to $8 a day, which looks 
real good even to a Texas white man, and no 
doubt much better to the Mexican peon and his 
usual 30 cents per in gold.

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CONSTITUTION AND B Y-U W S  OF THE 1||ERKEL FIRE DEPARTMENT
AR TICLE  I -N A M E

Sec. 1 This organization shall be known as Mer­
kel Fire Department and shall be composed of a Presi­
dent , V'ice-President , Chief , Assistant Chief 
Secretary and Treasurer, and the Foreman and 
active members of each regular and recognized fire 
company composed of white members.

OBJECT

Sec 2. The object of this-Department shall be to 
combine and unite our several efforts in order that we 
may work in accord and subdue any fire, within the 
City limits, in the shortest time and with the least 
possible loss to our fellow citizens.

, MOTTO

Sec. 3. The motto of this department shall be 
“ Everready.”

UN IFO R M

Sec. 4. The uniform shall be of such color, quality 
and design as may be selected by the Department.

AR TICLE  II-M E M B E R S
a

Sec. 1. The members of this Department shall 
consist of two classes: First, active members;second, 
honorary members.

AC TIVE  MEMBERS

Sec. 2. The active members of this Department 
shall consist of residents of the city of Merkel. Texas, 
who may be admitted to membership according to the 
by-laws of this Department. The number of active 
members shall be limited ts 44 and after the officers 
hereinafter named shall hive been elected the remain­
ing active members shall be divided into four com­
panies as follows: viz., first 11 members to man the 
chemical engine and to be known as Chemical Engine 
Co. No. 1; second. 11 members to man the hook and 
ladder truck and to be known as Hook and Ladder Co. 
No. 1; third, Hose Co. No. 1; fourth, Hose Co. No. 2.

HONORARY

Sec. 3. The honorary members of this Depart­
ment shall consist of any member honorably discharged 
from active service and such other persons as the De­
partment may deem worthy, provided, such persons 
who have not seen active service shall pay to the Sec­
retary the sum of $5.00 per year.

AR TICLE  I II -O F F IC E R S

Sec. 1. The officers of this Department shall con­
sist of a President, Vice- President, Chief Engineer, 
Assistant Chief Engineer, Secretarj--Treasurer, Fon*- 
man of the Engine Co., Foreman of the Hook and Lad­
der Co., Foreman Hose Co. No. 1, Foreman Hose Co. 
No. 2, said officers being elected by the active mem­
bers of the Department at the first regular meeting in 
January of each year.

Sec. 2. In the election of officers each office shall 
be taken separately and filled by ballot and a majority 
of the legal votes cast shall be necessary for a choice.

Sec. 3. The result of said election of Chief En­
gineer shall be rejwrted to the City Council for ratifica­
tion immediately after.

Sec. 4. No member shall hold more than one 
office at the same time.

AR TICLE  IV -O F F IC E R S -P R E S ID E N T

Sec. 1. The President shall preside at the regular 
annual meeting for the election of officers and perform 
such duties as properly come before him at that time.

V ICE -PR ESID ENT

Sec. 2. The Vice-President shall assist the Presi­
dent in the duties of that office and in his absence 
shall preside at the regular annual meeting for the 
election of officers.

SPE C IAL  D UTIES

Sec. 3. The President and Vice-President shall 
also be an advisory committee with whom the Chief 
may advise at any time^e may need their assistance 
in the pursuance of his duty.

C H IE F

Sec. 4. The Chief shall be the presiding officer at 
all regular and special meetings of the E>epartment, 
(except at annual election of officers), shall construe 
the constitution and by-laws, assess all fiines not 
otherwise provided for, appoint all committees not 
otherwise provided for, sign all warrants on the 
Treasurer which may be allowed by the Department 
for the payment of expenses and shall control and have 
general management of the Department when on duty, 
parade or insj)ection. He shall settle all disputes be-* 
tween companies or members while on duty and his 
decision shall be final.

CH IEF  AT  FIRES A N D  PO W ER

The Chief shall be the commanding officer at fires 
and he shall, with the concurrance of the Mayor, 
should he be present, superintend and order the tear­
ing down of any bailding not on fire which may be 
necesarry to stop the spreading of the fire.

A P PA R A T U S

Sec. 5. The Chief shall examine the apparatus 
and buildings of the Department as often as necessary 
to convince him that they are having the proper care 
and are in serviceable order and if any repairs or 
supplies are needed to report same to the City Council.

Sec. 6. The Chief shall on the 21st day of April 

of each and ever year or as soon thereafter as possible 
hold a general inspection, at which time the Companies 
shall appear in full uniform, and shall be under his 
command.

A N N U A L  REPORT

Sec. 7. It shall be the duiy of the ( ’hief to rc|)ort 
at the end of his term to this Department the number 
and amount of losses by fire and a detailed statement 
of the condition of the Department, with any recom­
mendations he may deem proper, which re|)ort will be 
submitted to the City C.ouncil| for their consideration.

ASSISTANT CH IEF

Sec. 8. The Assistant Chief Engineer shall as­
sist the Chief in the discharge of his duty and in his 
absence shall have all the powers of the Chief.

TR EASUR ER

Sec. 10. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to 
keep a true account of all money or property received 
by him, the source whence it arrived and time, to­
gether with all expenditures made by him and make a 
monthly report of same to the Department. He
shall give bond in the sum of $ ............same to be aj>-
proved and accepted by the Department.

iX lREM AN

Sec. 11. It shall be the duty of the Foreman to' 
command his respective Company at all fires, under 
the orders of the Chief and Assistant Chief, and assist 
those officers with his men (md apparatus in the dis­
charge of their duties: that all apparatus and
property in his charge is kept in proper order and he 
may ap|>oint such officers out of his Company to serve 
under him. as may be necessan,’ to successfully handle 
the apparatus and keep it in good workihg order. He 
shall also see that the members of his company have 
proper notices of all meetings, drill.s or parades.

SPE C IAL  DUTIES  
«

Sec. 12. It shall be the duty of all officers to i>er- 
form such other duties as his office may requre,

A R T IC LE  V — D U TY  OF COM PANIES, ETC.

Sec. 1. Each Company shall be required to faith­
fully obey orders ami instructions of su|H>rior officers.

Sec. 2. Each Company shall be required to drill 
at least 12 times per year.— 4th Wednesday in each 
month.

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of every member in 
case of alarm to proceed direct to the station (unless 
he sees the apparatus going to the fire) and assist in 
carrying the apparatus to the fire and there perform 
every duty required of him by the Chief or Foreman.

Sec. 4. No member shall leave a fire without per­
mission of the Chief but they may prepare to leave at 
any time after the fire is out.

Sec. 5. Those in charge of the apparatus^shall in 
no instance allow any person, except he be a member 
of the Department, to ride on any of the apparatus, 
either in going to or coming from fires.

Sec. 6. Racing from fires, etc., is not allowed un­
der any circumstances under a penalty of a fine of 
$.5.00 ts each Comi)sny participating.

Sec. 7. The person in charge of the hbse shall 
see that the line is well guarded and straight line laid.

Sec. 8. It shall be the dUty of the Foreman to 
give the Chief a receipt for all uniforms or supplies, 
received by hiih, belonging to the Department.

Sec. 9. No member of this department shall be 
allowed to use rough or ungentlemanly language to 
any officer or member in or about the engine house, 
fires, parades, drills, etc.

Sec. 10. No member or officer shall be allowed to 
become intoxicated while on duty of any kind nor shall 
liqnors of any kind be allowed at the engine house or 
at fires.

Sec. 11. All grievances shall be m ^ e  known and 
same shall be thoroughly investigated by the Depart­
ment officers.

Sec. 12. No charge will be entertained against 
any member of this Department unless such charge is 
made in writing within thirty days after the act com­
plained of shall have been committed.

Sec. 13. No member shall wilfully throw water 
on another member.

Sec. 14. It shall be the duty of the officers and 
members of this Department to conform to all t̂he 
regulations and perform all duties herein required*

BY-LAWS
AR TIC LE  1-C O M PO SE D

Sec. 1. This Department shall be composed of its 
active and honorary members.

AR TICLE  11 -M EETIN G S

Sec. 1. The regular business meeting shall be 
held on the second Monday nights of each month, in 
November, December, January and February at 7:30 
o’clock p. m. and the remainder of the year at 8:30 
o’clock p. m. at which time the first roll call will be 
promptly made.

SPE C IA L  M EETINGS

Sec. 1. Special meetings may be called by the 
Chief or by written request of five active members of 
the Department but 3 days notice shall be given of 
such meeting and only such business shall be transact­
ed as is contained in the call.

QUORUM

Sec. 3. At any business meeting or drill 7 active 
members, in good standing, shall constitute a quorum 
for the transaction of business.

A N  ALAR M

Sec. 4. In case an alarm of fire «luring a meeting 
the Chief or presiding officer, shall declare the meet­
ing adjourned until some future time of which notice 
will be given.

AR TICLE  I I I -A B S E N C E

Sec. 1. Sickness of self or family, absence from 
the city or other unavoidable circumstances shall be a 
valid excuse for absence from meetings, drills, etc., 
of the Department.

Sec. 2. Any member absent for three consecutive 
times from regular meetings of the Department shall 
be stricken from the roll unless he has excuse for 
same, and he shall forfeit dues paid in adv ance.

Sec. 3. Any member leaving the city for more 
than thirty days shall be required to obtain a written 
leave of absence properly signed by the President and 
Secretary.

Sec. 4. Any member absent from the city longer 
than sixty days shall be declared no longer a member 
unless granted a special leave of absence by the De­
partment.

ARTICLE IV — N E W  OR H O N O R AR Y MEMBERS

Sec. 1. Any person, 21 years or over, desiring to 
become a member shall make written application at a 
regular business meeting and be recommended by two 
active members in goo(P standing, said application 
shall be accompanied by $1.20 (one years dues).

Sec. 2. Tfie application having been received the 
ballot shall be spread and if applicant receives three 
noes or black balls he shall be rejected.

Sec. 3. Any applicant having been rejected can­
not again make application for i)lembership for six 
months and should he be rejected the second time he 
shall forever be barred.

Sec. 4. The honorary members shall have all the 
privileges of an active fireman but shall not be elegible 
to office or entitled to vote in elections.

AR TICLE  V — FINE S

Sec. 1. For each of the following offences there 
shall be imposed a fine of twenty-five cents, viz: For 
absence from roll calls, at drills, parades, alarm or 
business meetings; for failure to wear uniform on 
parade, ins{>ection and public occassions when the 
members appear a.s a Department; for failure of any 
officer or member to have at any meeting, drill or 
parade such property belonging to the Department as 
is necessary for the use of the Department.

Sec. 2. For each of the following offences there 
shall be a fine im{K>8ed of not less than twenty-five 
cents and not more than $1.(X), viz: Refusing to obey 
the order of the Chief; refusing to serve on a com­
mittee; failure on the part of any officeror committee­
man to discharge his respective duty.

Sec. .3. For such other offences and neglect of duty 
as are not mentioned in the above sections the Presi­
dent. or (>residing officer, may impose a fine of not less 
than ten cents nor more than fifty cents according to 
the nature .of the deed.

Sec. 4. No fine assessed according to these by­
laws shall be subject to discussion except that any > 
person fined may render his excuse, if any he has. for 
the committal of the offence.

Sec. 5. A member may be excused from the pay­
ment of a fine by a majority vote of the members 
present.

AR TICLE  V I— AR R EAR AG ES

Sec. 1. Any member of this Department who 
shall be in arrears, for fines assessed against him, to 
the amount of fifty cents shall be deprived of his vote 
on all questions coming before the Department.

Sec. 2. Any membeFwho shall be in arrears, for 
fines assessed, to the amount o f one dollar shall be 
notified by the Secretary and if  not paid in thirty days 
the Department shall demand of said member an ex­
planation; if no satisfactory explàpation be given his 
name shall be stricken from the roll and he shall not 
be allowed to again become a member until such ar­
rears shall be fully paid.

AR TICLE  V I I -E X P U L S IO N S  
/

Sec. 1. Upon due notice being rec<^ved by the 
Department of any member or officer being intoxicated 
while on duty at a fire, drill, parade, inspection or 
business meeting there shall be a committe of three 
appointed to thoroughly examine into the case and 
make a full report to the Department at its next reg­
ular meeting.

Sec. 2. Upon said (Committee reporting to the 
Department that it has found said member guilty of 
the charges preferred against him the DepartmenV 
may expel said member by a two-thirds vote of the 
members present.

Sec. 3. Any member expelled from the Depart­
ment according to the above sections cannot again be 
proposed for membership within one year after ex­
pulsion.

ARTICLE V II I -R E S IG N A T IO N S

Sec. 1. Any member wishing to resign from the 
Department shall present his resignation in writing to 
the Department and if he has no fine or charges 
against him his resignation may be accepted by a ma­
jority vote of the members present and thé President 
may give him an honorable discharge.

ARTICLE IX — PROCEEDINGS

l̂ ec. 1. All proceedings not specially designated 
in this constitution and by-laws shall be governed by 
regular parlimentary usuages.

ARTICLE X— AM END M EN TS

Sec. 1. To change, alter or amend this constitu­
tion or these by-laws shall requre a resolution in writ­
ing to be read at a regular meeting: said resolution 
shall then be tabled until the next regular meeting 

'when vote shall be taken on same, and a two-thirds 
vote of the members present shall be necessary to 
carry such resolution and make the alteration, change
