A Joint Resolution proposing and sub-
mitting to a vote of the people of
Texas an amendment to Section 52 of

Article 3 of the Constitution, author- |

izing the issuance of bonds for public
improvements, and levying of a tax

to pay the interest and sinking fund |

on same, and for maintenance,

Be it resolved by the Legislature of |

the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 52,

cle 8, of the Constitution of the State|
of Texas be amended so as hereafter to |

read as follows, to-wit:

See. 52. The Legislature shall have
no power to authorize any county, city,
town or other political corporation or
subdivision of the State, to lend its
credit or to grant public money or
thing of value in aid of, or to, any in-
dividual, association or corporation
whatsoever, or to become a stockholder
in such corporation, association or com-
pany, provided, however, that under
legislative provision any county, any
political subdivision of a county, or any
defined district now or hereafter to be
described and defined within the State
of Texas, and which may or may not
include towns, villages,
corporations. upon a vote of two-thirds
majority of the resident property tax
payers voting thereon who are qualified
electors of such district or territory to
be atfected thereby, in addition to all
other debts may issue bonds or other-
wise lend its credit in any amount not
to exceed one-fourth of the assessed
valuation of the real property of such
district or territory; except that the
total bonded indebtedness of any city
or town shall never exceed the limits
impos«d by other provisions of this con-
stitution; and levy and collect such tax-
es to pay the interest thereon and pro-
vide a sinking fund for the redemption
thoreof as the Legislature may author-
ize, and in such manner as it may au-
thorize the same, for the following pur-
poses, to-wit:

(a) The improvement of rivers,
creeks and streams to prevent over-
fows, and to permit of navigation

thereof, or irrigation therefrom, or in
aid of such purposes.

(b) The construction and mainten
ance of pools, lakes, reservoirs, dams,
canals and waterways for the purposes
of irrigation, drainage or navigation,or
in aid thereof,

(c) The construction, maintenance
and operation of macadamized, gravel-
ed or paved roads and turnpikes, or in
aid thereof,

Provided, however, that under legis-
lative enactment any defined district
now or hereafter to be described and
defined within the State of Texas,
which may be formed for the purpose
of reclaiming and improving .,\-«m i-
ed and swamp lands in thaState, and
maintaining the improvements there,
of, may,upon a vote of two-thirds major-
ity of the resident property tax payers
voting therecon who are qualified elec-
tors of such district or territory, in ad-
dition to all other debts, issue bonds or
otherwise lend its credit in any amount
not to exceed fifty per cent of the as-
sessed valuation of the real property in
such district or territory.
