These facts were recalled to our attention this week by
an old timer, J. H. Counts, who states that through twenty-
three years of experience in wheat harvests he has found
that the only safe and suecessful way to handle wheat is to
stop plowing or chopping ¢otton when the wheat is harvest-
ed and stack the crop that is already made, and after the
grain is stacked protect the top with a heavy sheet weighted
down. This, Mr. Counts states, will not only keep the high
winds of this country from ruining grain stacks but will also
serve to keep moisture away from the grain.

The reason for immediate attention to a harvested wheat
crop as given by Mr. Counts seems very reasonable from the
fact that it would be better to save something already made
than to take chances on Josing it with hopes of making an-
other crop in which there is a lesser profit.

An ordinence regulating the speed and
operation of motor vehicles and the
driving of such vehicles as well as

&ll horse drawn vehicies on the public

streete and alleys of the City of Mer-

kel and providing a penalty.

Be it ordained by the City Council of
the City of Merkel.

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for
any person operating a motor vehicles
on the public streets and alleys of the
City of Merkel to drive the same at &
greater rate of speed than twelve miles |
per hour within the business portion of
