Thelr sttuation is not such as te
create any sympathy one for another —the capitalist knows uothing of the
trials and difth of the laborer, and the laborer canmot see that his
employer may alse have great difficulties to encounter in ‘keeping the mill
going.' Let the eapitaMst put himself in the place of the laborer and the
laborer in the place of the capitalist and study each other's problems.
