cotton market to decline more
than $25.00 per bale.

If the farmers and thei
friends will come back to the
original recommendai’'on made
by the organized farmers of
Texas, that no cotton be sold for
pound,
and refuse to rush their coticn
on the market,the prige will now
advance back to and perhaps a-
bove the highest points of the
whole season.

It is believed that had it not
been for this agitation of price
fixing, cotton would have sold as
high as 40 cents a pound befcie
October 1st.”

Nothing
less is expected of Texas.

Each Allled nation—in the matter of
sugar consumption—is sharing on near-
est possible equal terms the hardships
imposed by greatly altered conditions
in the world sugar situation,

Formerly classed as a luxury, sugar
Is now a war time essential, The falr
and just division of this essential is
iln the hands of the various Allled
food controllers,

The United States Food Administra-
tion hans asked this nation to observe
a voluntary sugar ration of t(wo
pounds per person a month,

In the other countries at war with
Germany sugar is one of the scarce
artickes on every menu—whether in
the households of both rich and poor,
or In the hotels,

England today has a sugar rafMon
of two pounds per month per person
In France the ration Is a pound and a
half and In Italy It Is one pound a
month. And the prices in allied coun-
tries from two to three times as
high as in America,

If vou go to a hotel in England or
France and order tea or
coffee they serve absolutely no sugar
with it, If you want sugar you maust
bring it with you.
