That when any such fowl as mentioned in section one 
hereof shall lx? found running at large on any street, alley or pub­
lic highway of this city, the same shall be by police imixninded in 
the Chty p«)und and kept a periixl of 1 day during which time the 
owner thereof may l>e the payment of the sum of 50 cents for 
each f«'wl l̂ e permitted to take .such fowl or fowls, provided that 
ir no event .shall the impounding fee exceed $2..50, regardle.ss of 
the number of fowls, so impoun«led.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MERKEL:

S.'ction 1, ITINERANT MEIK'HANTS. From every merehant 
who may lemove from place to place and offer f«>r .sale “bankrupt 
stocks” of g«K)d.s, or advertising "fire sales”, or “water and fire 
d’lmaged slixk for ;;ide”, for a limited ixjricxl of time, there shall 
be collected fifty dollars per month for the first month, or less 
than a month, for each and every place where such business is lo 
caltd : and for each aflditioiial month that such sales are continu­
ed, at any given place, said merchant shall pay an additional sum 
of ten dollars; provided, that when* they remain for six months, 
in one place, in addition to the fifty dollars chai’g(*d for the first 
month, they shall nay an additional sum of five dollars p«>r month 
and provided, further, that, if they remain in one place for the 
l«ei iod ot twelve months, they shall be i-«?quired to pay, in addition 
to the fifty dollare for the first month, the sum fixed in the same 
as the state of Texas on the same subject, according to the class 
and amount of goods sold in one year.

Section 2. TRAVELING VENDORS OF PATENT MEDICINES 
From every traveling person .selling fiatent or other medicines, 
ifty dollars; and no traveling iiersons shall so sell until said tax

St*ctiun 10. F(X)1' PEDDLERS.—From every’ foot jx*ddler, two 
drth.rs aiul fifty cents; from every |x*ddler with one horse or a 
pair of oxen, the sum of thrt*e dollars and seventy five cents; 
from every peddler with two horse.s or two oxen, five dollars; pro­
vided that nothing herein contained shall lx* so constnied as to in- 
clu'ie tr.’iveling vendoi’s of literature or traveling vendors of p<nil- 
try, vegetables, fruit or other country pniduce exclusively, and 
fri-it ti«*es exclusively.

An oidinaiice entitled an ordinance prescribing penalty for 

lailuve to obt*y summons of street over.seer, and prescribing cer­
tain duties of stre-*t overseer, and fixing penalty for violation.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MERKEL:

Section 1. That if any per.son liable to street duty under any of 
the provisions of the ordinances of this city shall wilfully fail or 
refuse to attend, either in p«*rson or by sub.-;titutc, at any time 
and place designated by the .street overseer, after being legally 
summoned to do so and shall fail on or before the day for which 
he is summoned tq attend, to pay to the city mai’shal or treasur­
er the .sum of one dollar for each and every day for which he is 
summoned to work on the public streets, and shall have failed to 
pay to the city marshal or treasurer the sum of three dollar.s and 
thereby procure one years exemption, or having attended, shall 
fail to perform any duty miuired of him, under the direction of 
the street overseer, he shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and upon conviction threof shall be fined in any sum not more 
than ter dollars.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the street overseer to keep a 
book in which he shall enter, in alphavetical order, the names of 
all persons whom he believes from such information as he can 
obtain, are subject to street duty. He shall, when any person has 
been summoned, place opposite his name in said book the num­
ber of days for which he has been summoned and shall when

lieen paid, give such person credit for the amount so imid, :ind 
he shall keep his book so that it may lie seen whether or not any 
pi'ison whose name is written therein is liable to further street 
duty during the year. S:ud book .shall b<* jiaid for by the city ; it 
shall always be subject to inspection by the mayor, city treasurer 
and niemiiers of th'* city council, and shall lx; turned over by the 
ov«M*Keer to his success«)!- in office. Any street overseer failing to 
con,ply with any of the provi.sions of t h i s  article shall lx* guilty of 
inisdemt'aiior, and uiion conviction thereof shall be fined not less 
than t e l l  nor more th;in one hundred dollars.

Section When the street <)v«*rseer shall summon poisons to 
work on the streets, h«* shjill forthwith hand the city trea.surer a 
duplicate li.st of the ix*rsons summoned, retaining the original, 
and at any time w’lthiii twenty days after such persons have been 
V ui’n«*d, he shall obtain from the city trea.surer a list of those who 
have paid the tax l«u’ one year’s exemption, and against all per­
sons \vho':e name.s are on his original list, who have not so paid, 
or w ho have failed Lo work the s{x*cified time, in person or by sub 
stitute. be shall enlei a complaint before the mayor and such per- 
son.s shall be arrested and tri«x! in the manner provided for the 
ai’i’est and trial of <ither offenders against the laws of the city. 
Any str<»ct failing to comply with the provisions of this section 
shall l)e deemed guilty of a misdemejinor, and upon convictioB 
thereof .shall be fined in any sum not less than one nor more than 
ten dol'ars.

StK-’tion 4. It shall be the duty of the street overseer to make a 
written quarteily report to the city in February, May, August, 
and -November of each year, showing the numlxjr of days the 
streets have been worked, the number of hands w’ho have worked 
on same and the ri'imber and gross amount of vouchers signed 
by him. Any street overseer who shall fail or refuse to make such 
report, .shall, upon conviction thereof, be fined in any sum not less 
than five nor more than twenty-five dollars for each such failure 
or refusal and it is hereby made the duty of the chairman of the 
street committee to make complaint against said overseer for the 
violjitioii of any of the provsions of this ordinance.

Section f>. It shall be the duty of the street overseer at the ex­
piration ot his term of office to turn over to his successor all or 
any of the property I>elonging to the city, that he may have by 
virtue of his office in his possession, an«! on failure to comply 
with this requirement, he .shall upon conviction thereof, be fined 
in eny .sum not less than ten, nor more than one hundred dollars.

S«*clion 6. That this ordinance shall take effect and be in fuH 
f«)rce irom jind after its passage and publication.
