Austin, July 30.—Governor Ross 8. |
Sterling Tuesday asked governors of
all other cotton growing states to
meet with him here next Tuesday in
an effort to relieve the evil of cotton
overproduction.

Invitations were sent to the chief
executives of Oklahoma, Virginia,
New Mexico, Mississippi, Louisiana,
California, Alabama, Arizona, Arkan-
sas, Florida, Georgia, Missouri, North
Carolina, Tennessee and South Caro-
lina.

Plans for decreasing cotton acreage
on an international scale and increas-
ing uses were expected to be presented.
A bill has been introduced in the cur-
rent special session of the Texas legis-
lature to make planting the same land
to cotton two years in succession pun-
ishable by fine,

The governor’s telegram to the other
chief executives follows:

“The Texas legislature has unani-
mously adopted a resolution request-
ing that I call a meeting of governors
of the cotton growing states to con-
sider possible national and internat-
ional coordinated action in the pres-
ent and impending cotton situation.
Recognizing the extreme emergency
and on account of the effect on legis-
lation now pending in this state, I am
calling a meeting Tuesday, August 4,
at Austin.
