Austin, Aug. 14.— Gov. Coke R. 
Stevenson Saturday said Sept. 9 
“ sounds like an avt^ul good date” 
for convening a special sesaion of the 
legislature to enact a road bond as­
sumption law. '

Stevenson said he had not fully 
determined the date for a special ses­
sion yet, but that it would likely be 
the first or second week in September.

Desirous thnt the different factions 
compromise on the road bond issue, 
Stevenson has said before that ho sees 
no need for injecting any other issue 
in the special session proclamation.

This has forecast his desire for a 
short, quick-action disposal of the 
bond problem. He has in several pre­
vious interviews pointed out that the 
county commissioners and judges have 
until Sept. 13 to fix their* tax rates.

O’Daniel Gives Nation 
Advice Via Broadcast
In a transcribed broadcast, without 

music, Senator W. I>ee O’Daniel Sun­
day told Texans he “ thinks it is time 
for the government to commence to 
back o f f  and leave the people alone.”

It was the first o f the reports from 
Washington he had promised in his 
senate campaign. O’Daniel in his 
speech said he did not know “ how long 
we can keep up these radio broad­
casts.”

When he got to Washington, 
O’Daniel said, he found “ the old law 
mill still grinding and turning out 
instructions telling the restaurant men 
how to run their restaurants, the 
manufacturers how to run their fac­
tories and the railroad men how to 
run their railroads.”  He added: “ It 
will be a sad day when everything in 
this nation gets regimented and con­
trolled from Washington.”

45th Division to Begin 
First Maneuver Aug. 16

Mansfield, l.a., Aupust 14.— Kiph- 
teen thousand troops of the 45th In­
fantry division settli*d down in a rup- 
ped bivouac area south ot this quiet 
Louisiana town Sunday ready to play 
their role in the larpest iH*acetime 
army maneuvers ever held in the coun­
try.

After a week of travelinp, the seeoml 
of the 45th’s two echelons rolbxl into 
its new wilderness home late Sunday. 
The first ivhelon had come in Satur­
day.

Thousands of pup tents spranp up 
and kitchen cr«*ws hastily ripped up 
their paraphernalia to be ready for 
the loiip lines o f hunpry soldiers when 
the buples soundeil the call to mess.

The troops sfH'nt most of this week 
puttinp their bivouac in order and 
pettinp ready for the first maneuver 
startinp .Aup. 16. Durinp August, the 
V III .Army Corps, of which the 45th 
is a part, will oppose the V Army 
Corps. Septembc'r will brinp the "main 
event” of Uncle Sam’s southwestern 
fipht card— the mammoth war pames 
between the Second and Third Armies.

It took the 45th a week to complete 
its 435-mile journey from Camp Barke- 
ley, Texas, near .Abilene, to the man­
euver sector. The troops rode part of 
the way and walked part, while the 
trucks shuttled back and forth. About 
l.bOO vehicles w-ere employed to move 
men and (‘quipment.

Texas cities alonp the parallel routes 
of march hunp out the “ welcome” 
sipn as the 45th came throuph. Gar­
land, near Dallas, pave an ice cream 
and cake social. Dallas itself literal­
ly turned the city over to the visitinp 
soldiers.

Marshall, near where the men had 
their last bivoua<> before cominp on 
to .Mansfield. .»Uped a ".Meet the 45th” 
party for the soldiers, thousands of 
whom came into town for a street dance 
in the town square.

Over the street alonp which the 
troops of the south column passed 
throuph Lonpview there was a bip ban­
ner readinp, “ Go to it boys; pive ’em 
hell if and when the time comes.”
