get pnees. According to Rankin, 
the target price concept is de­
signed to encourage ample pro­
duction by American farmers 
and ranchers of food and fiber 
to tneet the needs of our natioa 
and developing world markets. 
The danger in the approach 
comes from the fact that the 
target prices are set unrealisti­
cally low in the congressional 
farm bill now under considera­
tion. The Senate has set a 70 per 
cent of parity return, and the 
House Agriculture Committee 
has cut this to 63 per cent of 
parity which the House is ex­
pected to maintain. Rankin em­
phasizes that with target prices 
set this low on the parity per­
centage scale, farmers are de­
pendent upon the marketirface 
for their profit margins.

The .Administration's action 
within recent days has cast con­
siderable doubt as to the ratioo- 
ale underlying the target price 
cr.ncept. according to the RaOs 
cotton farmer. In the opinion of 
the Texas farm organization 
spokesman, prices cannot real­
istically climb to the target 
price levels and certainly not 
beyond to achieve the parity 
level needed by agricultural 
producers if the opportunity for 
export m a r k e t s  are denied 
them "A  strictly domestic mar­
ket cannot achieve for farmers 
the pnee protection necessary 
under the target price concept,”  
states Hankin.

The farm leader emphasiaes 
that farmers are not the only 
ones to lose if foreign markets 
are constneted. Consumer will 
lo.se also if the target price pro­
gram proves i n o p e r a t i v e .  
“ Should farmers not receive the 
parity levels necessary to pro­
duce food and fiber in abund­
ance, severe shortages of cer­
tain commodities could occur 
causing considerable disruption 
in the marketplace, considerabie 
hardship and irritation for the 
consumer, as well as the boom- 
and-bust price cycle that accom­
panies shortages and overprod­
uction,”  states Rankin.

The TFU spokesman adds. “ It 
has been Farmers Union’s goal 
to achieve maximum production 
at prices which allow farmers 
and ranchers to receiw  an ade­
quate profit margin. We believ’e 
American farmers must have 
access to world markets if the 
target price concept is to work. 
Furthermore, f a r m e r s  and 
ranchers cannot be expected to 
produce for world markets and 
bear the brunt of solving our 
nation’s balance of payments 
problem without assurances of 
fair prices,”

Because of industrial noise 
alone, an estimated S4-billion 
is spent each year on worker 
inefficiency, lost work time, 
accidents and compensation As 
many as 16 million I ’ S indus- 
nal workers may be partially 
or totally deafened by factory 
noise This occurrs when the 
cUia (hdirlike outgrowth, in 
the inner ear are destroyed, 
resulting in ner\e seasation im­
pairment and. as a result, hear­
ing impairment.

Besides deafness, noi.se can 
cause other bodily harm The 
V. S iniblic Health Service 
reptrts that ‘ physiological 
changes including glandular, 
cardiovascular and respiratory 
effects may reflect a general­
ized stn>ss reaction" to noise 
pollution. Some doctors believe 
then‘*s a direct link between 
nois*“ and heart disc*ase, pep­
tic uIciT, colitis, high blood 
pressure migraine, and other 
health problems.

In industry health officials 
are chiefly concem«*d with hear­
ing loss as a result of pro­
longed exposure to high levels 
of noise In community noi.se 
problems, heanng loss is not 
normally encountered Most of­
ten the principle problem is one 
of the annoyance, disrupt:' n of 
life in the home, or a constant 
nui.sanve

Community noise problems 
may generally be placed in two 
categones d i  noise produced 
cutside the home, including 
indu.stnal, ground or air traf­
fic, recreational, and neighbor­
hood noise and (2) noisepro- 
duced inside the home, includ­
ing small and large appliances.

Ground traffic may involve 
community noise problems from 
automobiles, buses, trucks, mo­
torcycles and trains. Little re­
gard has been given in the 
past to noise control in the plan­
ning of arterial highways with­
in cities and the mlerstate 
routes which surround them 
Areas surrounding airports and 
on aircraft flights patterns 
may encounter quite serious 
community noi.se problems. 
Neighborhood noi.ses such as 
those- frrtn power mowers, pow­
er tools, barking dogs and 
other such ordinary problem*

may present len.sion or annoy­
ance to some leMiieMts Indus­
trial noises near neighborhoods

and others Keen small appli­
ances can priHluce noise prob- 
leni.s in the home.

.Scientists measure the strengh 
or pres.sure of the sound in di*ci- 
bi‘ls dB'si. You can comfort­
ably tolerate sound levels of 80 
dl'. Betwien 80 and 90 dB, some 
piTSons show intolerance to 
n« isi*. and above 90 dB the noise 
becomes a siTious problem. 
This 90 dB value is the limit for 
noise exposure for workers dur­
ing an 8-hour workday that is 
pi-rmitted under federal and 
state health standards.

Fo’’ comparison purposes, 
typical sounds that we are famil­
iar with include the following 
decibel levels normal whisper, 
20. quiet re.sidential area, -*0, 
normal speech, 60. busy office, 
80. heavy city traffic. 100, dis­
cotheque, 120. jet flyover.

The .Senate recently pa.s.sed 
the Land C.st* Policy and Plan­
ning .Assi.stance Act which I op- 
jxisevl, as did many Texans.

When this count.y was in its 
early stages of development, 
(¡iiestions of land u.se were sef- 
tU*d l)y the judicial process and 
rights basixl on the common law 
doctrines of nui.sance and tres­
pass. .A.s the land developt-d and 
beci.'.ne more urbaniztxl. many 
cities had to adopt building 
codes and zoning Today, the en­
tire nation is K'ginning to feel 
the pressures felt only by cities 
in the past. Conflicts over limit- 
t*d, finite land re.source.s arc 
placing strain.s on the economy, 
.society and the environment. 
However, most land use controls 
today are merely a refinement 
of tho.se usiMl early in the centu­
ry’. These controls often do not 
consider future need.s or needs 
other than of local concern.

For the.se rea.sons, I would 
like to see Texas adopt land use 
policies and I encourage it to do 
so. I think that land use policy 
is traditionally the responsibility 
of the local and state govern­
ments and should be left to 
them. Although the Land U.se 
Policy and Planning Assistance 
Act does not. in fact, call for a 
national land use policy, nation­
al land u.se policy being impo.sed 
on the states.

Private owmership of land has 
bet n the .stimulus for man’s ini­
tiative and inc-entive, and has 
helptM make the standard of liv­
ing in America the envy of all 
the world.

I am opposed to laws that 
would stifle private ownership 
ljecau.se when the u.se of land is 
tightly restridixl. .some of its 
protluctivity Ls bound to be lost.

Another critical issue in any 
I-and Use IMIicy is how far the 
use of property can be restricted 
without conipotisating the owner 
for diminution of value. One 
mu.sl then ask. does a strict re­
striction amount to the taking of 
land? The Con.stitution is e.xplic- 
it in forbidding the faking of pri­
vate property for public use 
w i t h o u t  just conipensalion. 
Tho.se who would qualify the 
right of private ownership of 
propt*rty would jeopardize the 
one single charactenstic of 
American hfe that so distin­
guishes us from people in other 
countries.

It IS easy, thus, to a.ssume that 
the .Senate Land Use Act only 
gt\cs lip service to the principle 
that the responsibility and au­
thority for land u.se planning is 
a prerogative of the state. This 
is why I  opposed it in the Sen­
ate, and I will continue to op- 
p<'se this concept of regulation 
of private land u.se.

Hast experience has shown 
that once a state is placed under 
a federal program involving ap­
proval of .state plans, the auton­
omy of the state is compro­
mised. Financial sanctions by 
Uashington often coerce the 
states into compliance regard­
less of whether the state be­
lieves the Federal government 
is followring requirements of the 
law in qustion.

The breadth and scope of 
some sections of the Land Use

Hill passt*d by the Senate leave 
no doubt that control over such 
areas would K* preempted by 
the Federal government. Thus, 
we mu' t̂ ask our.selves if such a 
course of action is either neces- 
sai'y or desirable.

W ithout queston, land use pro­
grams can Ix' Kmeficial — and 
in sene cases, aro necessan'. 
For example, I supporttnl the 
Uoastal Zone Management Bill 
as one that would Ix’  Ixuieficial 
to the State of Texas, This pro­
posal left it up to the .state and 
local governments to fonnulate 
and administer the Coastal 
Zone program. Under the plan, 
tht> states are to determine 
whether to include in the Coast­
al Zone the area 1,000 yards 
inland, one mile inland 50 miles 
inland or any other reasonable 
designation they desire. The 
.states al.so dwide what types of 
land and water use policies are 
to be implementiHl

The Coastal Zone .Manage­
ment Bill was good for Texas 
K'tause I'l was evident that the 
problems along the coast weie 
more acute In our state, over 
50 JM“!' cent of the ¡xipulation 
is within 50 miles of the .sea, and 
an even greater |x*rcentage of 
our industrial activity is l(Hal**d 
in that same area. The rate of 
pollution of all .sorts is. likewi.se, 
more acute in the Coastal Zone.

It was obvious that .some plan 
was nei*d*“d here lxiau.se our 
ciMiniodities of land and water 
are fix) .sc-arce to K ' used in a 
haphazard manner. Solutions 
here and in other areas of our 
state can K ' reachtHl through a 
coofx'rative effori of all that are 
conconcermHl. W’e ha\e long re­
lied on our .states for purpose 
and .strength in such areas. I 
continue to believe that our sys­
tem of government works K*st 
when local prerogatives are 
pre.sen'ed.

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AUSTIN, Tex. — The State In­
surance Board, as predicted, 
last week said it will order auto 
insurance reductions averaging 
4.3 p<*r cent for private cars and 
totalling at least $25 million.

Kven further savings may be 
allowed under new comp<‘titive 
rating effective SeptemlK*r 1, 
which allows companies to de­
viate above and Ijelow standard 
rates s«*t by the Board.

However, In.'-urarice industry 
spi)kesmen w«rnv*d, other new 
laws going into effect may drive 
rates up substantially next year.

Rates cited by the Board do 
not include, for example, effect 
of new optional additional cover­
age for mtsiical exp<*nses and 
wage losses (up to $2500 for 
driver and passenger!. Actually, 
the coverage is added automati­
cally unless the car owner re­
jects it in writing.

Industry officials estimated 
the $2500 additional “ personal 
injury protection”  will cost from 
$8 to $23 a year, which would 
exc’eed the cost of savings on 
other coverage in the same ter- 
ntones.

Changes in the “ guest statute”
— which will allow passengers 
other than members of the driv­
er’s family to sue in event of 
accidental injury — will add at 
least another five per cent to 
prwruums. according to a top 
industry source.

The new comparative neg­
ligence statute will increase 
property damage liability costs 
at least 10 per c-ent, estimates 
the Texas Automobile In-surance 
Office, which represents compa- 
mes wnting 98 per c'ent of Texas 
auto c-overage.

The guest statute and compar­
ative negligence law changes 
will not be reflected in premi­
ums ordered into effect August 
27, since there is no experience 
to base calculations on.

K a t e s  vary substantially 
among 40 rating territories. An 
average statewide cut of 11.2 
per cent was ordered last year.
