Rep. Martin stresses that 
a fundamental point for all 
voters to remember is that 
they are being asked to vote 
on a revised Constitution, not 
a new Constitution.

The basic ideals of govern­
ment in the present Constitu­
tion are found also In the re­
vised Constitution. However, 
the unnecessary wordiness 
and out-dated provisions have 
been eliminated. The 63,000 
words of the present Con­
stitution have been written In­
to a clear and concise docu­
ment of 18,000 words In the 
revised Constitution.

'" Ih e  revised Constitution 
g r a n t s  local government 
more authority than It has had 
in the pest," Martin said. 
"Th is  provision Is based on 
the Idea that the governmental 
units closest to the people 
can be more responsive to 
the people’s needs.’ *

" I  want to emphasize the 
fact that change should never 
be made merely for the sake 
of change; yet, when we see 
the need, we should not be 
afraid to change," tartln 
said.

" 1  feel that thei e are many 
good and w o r t h w h i l e  pro­
visions In the revised Con­
stitution. However, 1 would 
never w-nt to nor attempt 
to dictate to my constituents 
the way they should vo te ," 
Martin said.

" I  would ask only that each 
voter carefully reed, study 
and consider a ll aspects of 
the CoQStltutloh—both pros 
and coos— before voting on 
November 4,** Martin added.

Briscoe Strongly Opposes 
New Constitution In Favor Of Old

The chairnion of Citizens 
to Preserve the Texas Con­
stitution says the campaign 
to defeat constitutional re­
vision in the November 4 
election is gaining ground 
rapidly with the help of Gov­
ernor Dolph Briscoe.

State Senator Peyton Mc- 
Knight of Tyler said the Gov­
ernor’s decision to oppose all 
eight propositions on the bal­
lot "cam e aftei his own care­
ful analysis which convinced 
him the present ConsQtutioo 
IS far better than the revised 
version written by the Legis­
lature."

C i t i n g  reports of voter 
apathy, McKmglit called upon 
Texans to fam iiianze them­
selves with the issues and 
vote next Tuesday.

" 1  believe that mostpeujJe 
who study the proposed new 
constitution will vote against 
i t , "  he said. "But if a voter

In expressing h is  opposi- 
bon to the new charter, Gov­
ernor Briscoe pointed out that 
Texas has a low per capita 
tax burden and Is the only 
industrial state without an 
income tax. He said that an­
nual sessions of the Legisla­
ture, as proposed in Proposi­
tion One on the ballot, "would 
make it more difficult to hold 
the line on new taxes and 
would lead us down the road 
to a state Incon.e tax."

Bnscoe added: "1 do not 
believe that we should move 
even asm allstepinthedirec- 
tion of patterning our state 
government after the federal

government, where Congress 
IS in session the year round, 
accomplishes v e r >  little, 
where accomplishments are 
slow to come by and where 
spending is con.pletely out of 
control."

Proposition Two, revising 
th e  judiciary article, has 
d r a w n  fir e  f r o m  many 
lawyers because it would put 
both criminal and civil case 
appeals In the Supreme Court 
and would give the Legisla­
ture broad new authority to 
change the election process 
for judges. Presiding Judge 
John F. Onion, Jr., of the 
T e x a s  Court o f  Criminal 
Appeals says the overall ef­
fect of the revision will be to 
"intensify the traffic janis 
in our courts, instead of al­
leviating them."
