Proposal For Food Stamp Revision
The U. S. Department of 

Agriculture CUSDA) recently 
announced an extension of the 
comment period concerning 
three proposed alternatives 
to revise food stamp allot­
ments.

lim es have changed in thi 
past half-century but public 
health nurses today are stll 
endowed with the Icveoftheli 
Jobs and humanity, and witi 
the spirit of seLf-rellanci 
which ma r k e d  then pred-

Nurses still have that wid 
range of knowledge which ii 
a trademark in their profes­
sion, but their talents have 
been channeled into difieren 
specialties. Generally, the 
Department of He a l t h  Re­
sources nursing program ex­
t e n d s  i nt o  communicabli 
diseases (including tubercu­
losis), c o n t r o l  of environ­
mental hazards, chronic dis­
eases, dental health, cripplec 
children’s services, mater­
nal and child health, and fam­
ily planning.

The r e c  ently-concludec 
Texas Nurses’ Week calleo 
attention to the jobs being 
performed by nurses every­
where.

Mi s s  Maxine Ge e s l i n ,  
director of the Department 
of Health Resources’ Divi­
sion of Public Health Nurs­
ing, points to Uie rule played 
by nurses in all public health 
programs. In order to even 
start a local health depart­
ment, you must have a physi­
cian, a nurse and a sam- 
tarian, she said.

”Wherever you have people 
problems in publ i c  health, 
you’ll f i nd nurses working 
wi th individuals and fam­
ilies ,”  said Miss Geeslin.

From the start, she said, 
h e a l t h  department nurses 
have been involved In mater­
nal and child health and com­
municable diseases. They 
still are, said Miss GeesUn, 
but even this service has 
been e x pa nde d  to Include 
f a m i l y  planning, venereal 
disease and cancer screen­
ing. And, nurses still make 
the home visits which have 
always characterized their 
profession, she said.

There is süU strong em­
phasis on immumzatlons and 
o t h e r  communicable dis­
eases, but there has been a 
subtle change in priorities 
to Include the chronic dis­
eases. Emphasis has always 
been given to diabetes, but 
a new Impetus has been given 
to s c r e e n i n g  for o t h e r  
d i s e a s e s —Including hi gh
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affliction and the cause 
other serious problems.

In all her activities, the 
nurse is an educator. In clinic 
situations, n u r s e s  counsel 
•VIth their clients on personal 
and home sanitation and nu­
trition, for example. "Nurses 
are stressing nutrition niore 
and more,” said Miss Gee->- 
lin, "(or nutrition is basic 
to good health.”

"And while we are trying 
to educate others, we find 
that more and more nurses 
are receivingtraiiung--going 
to school to recaivethe know­
ledge w hich will prepare them 
to extend their own role in 
h e a l t h  maintenance, pre­
vention, early case finding 
and r e h a b i l i t a t i o n  ca­
pabilities,’ ’ said Miss Gees- 
lin. The Department of Health 
Resources through its Divi­
sion of Public Health Educa­
tion is enlarging its train­
ing potential to help meet 
this need.

Specialization, of course, 
hasn’t a f f e c t e d  the public 
health nurses’ interest in a 
person’s total health.

Fur example a child who 
Was found to have an en­
larged heart when a follow­
up X-ray was taken. The 
nurse assisted the family in 
applying for help through the 
Department’s Crippled Chil­
dren’s Program. The result 
was surgery and a successful 
recovery.

A West Te.xas nurse ob­
served a 19-year-old man 
wi th an injuied arm and 
shoulder, made useless by an 
a u t o m o b i l e  accident. Al­
though he had begun therapy 
at one time, he had given up 
hope of regaimng the use of 
his a r m.  Thanks to th e  
nurse’s interest, the young 
man began exercises at her 
office and at home. The day- 
to-day program which she in­
stituted paid off. After six 
weeks the patient could gnp 
a tennis ball, squeeze a hand 
and raise his arm above his 
head. Shortly thereafter, he 
was sent to El Paso for sur­
gery and further restorative 
measures.

In this particular instance, 
no p h y s i c i a n  lived in the 
man’s county of residence. 
Only persistent efforts of the 
nurse steered this patient 
toward a productive life.

Elxamples of this extra ser* 
vice aren’t confined to the 
young. There have been many 
cases Involving adults and the 
elderly, such as a tubercu­
losis contact who was found 
to have epilepsy. The patient 
was d i r e c t e d  to a Mental 
Health and Mental Retarda­
tion clinic for treatment and 
medicaUon which halted the 
sei zures.

T h i s  added attention to 
duty, and to the good health 
of those with whom they deal, 
make the public health nurse 
one of the vital parts of the 
Department of He a l t h  Re­
sources, said Miss Geeslin. 
"W e’re all very proud of the 
role our nurses play in pro­
tecting and preserving the 
health of the people in this 
state.” she said.

Time.

Pecan harvcit is now in various stages throughout the 
state, and most areas are expecting a good to bountifu l, 
crop. Texas will produce about one fourth of the nation's 
pecans ttiis season. Nationwirfe, there'll be a 75 pe. cent 
increase in pecan pioducfion compared to a year ago.

The quality of the crop continues to vary. Many crops' 
are weighing out lighter than originally anticipated because 
of damage from disease and insects.

H A R V E S T IN G  OF M AJOR CRO PS and fall planting 
of others IS nearing an end as farmers hurry to finish chores 
before winter airives.

Recent rams have helped much of the wheat crop 
which has lieen planted Wheat seeding for the state Is 
virtually complete as is oat planting. With the recent- 
moisture, these fields w ill iie available for grazing. Livestock 
generally are continuing to hold up well despite short 
grazing and declining pasture conditions.

Much of the 1975 cotton crop has yet to be harvested. 
About a third of the crop has been gathered thus far, which 
IS about on schedule with recent years.

Most of the crop on the High Plains is ready for 
harvest. Completion in the Blacklands has been delayed by 
recent rams and cool weather.

The state's major commodities m grains -  corn and 
grain sorghum • are nearing the final harvest stages.

Sorghum harvest is virtually finished, as is corn. One of 
the highest per acre corn yields in history will be recorded 
in Texas this year. Storage facilities for the crop had caused 
some temporary delays.

Soybeans, still a fairly new crop for some areas of the 
state, are also making good progress; that crop is about 
two thirds harvested. Good to excellent yields are reporteef 
m the High Plains and along the Upper Gulf Coast, but 
yields in the Blacklands have been short.

Meanwhile, in the Rio Grande Valley, the citrus crop ly 
moving into higher harvest tempo. Grapefruit movement, 
however, has been show due to a dull market. Quality of 
the crop continues to tie good. Trees are in good to 
excellent condition.

One carpel company in 
another state frequently sub- 
siiiuied more expensive car­
peting than that ordered by the 
customer, then insisted the 
purchaser accept the subsliiu- 
iion at the higher price (k pay 
extra charges to have it re­
moved and exchanged

Salesmen lor some carpet 
companies reluse to give a 
price per yard for their carpet­
ing or the total yardage of car­
peting needed, instead they 
give only a total cost figure 
(  onsumers thus are unable to 
“comparivin shop" lor the 
best bargain by checking other 
stores' prices.

A lurniture store was lound 
by the f ederal Trade C ommis­
sion to be selling plastic, vinyl, 
and other synthetics as leath­
er. wixxl, or other more desira­
ble materials The store also 
advertised that it offered only 
"superb quality furniture and 
superb service." but many 
consumers complained that 
their furniture was delivered 
weeks or months late, and that 
It was defective or damaged 
when received

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AUSTIN — Most observers 
agree constitutional revi­
sion is a dead issue in Texas 
after last week's crusTving 
defeat of all eight proposed 
changes in the state's basic 
law.

The eight propositions 
went down by a statewide 
margin of nearly three-to- 
one, leaving proponents lit­
tle ground for optimism of 
reviving any of them

They failed by resound­
ing counts in the cities, the 
middle-sized towns and in 
the rural areas. Only Duval 
and Webb counties ap­
proved all eight proposals, 
and El Paso County en­
dorsed seven. Kenedy 
County accepted the first 
three and rejected five 
others

Lawmakers seemed to 
agree that, in view of the 
lopsided turndown, there is 
no point in trying to call a 
citizens constitutional con­
vention

Some said the only 
chance for revision now is a 
long, drawn-out process in 
which *a single article or 
parts of articles are submit­
ted to voters one-at-a-time 
after careful efforts to iron 
out differences.

Only the League of 
Women Voters of Texas 
remained committed to 
.seeking establishment of a 
citizens convention to draft 
a new document

Some legislators who 
pushed hard for revision 
admitted they will be keep­
ing a low profile for 
awhile—hoping the voters 
don't hold their activities 
against them.

Jails Studied
Only half a dozen county 

jails met all Health De­
partment standards during 
the last six years, the new 
Texas Commission on Jail

Courts Speak 
The State Supreme Court 

held businesses have a 
right to jury trial when the 
state sues them for decep­
tive trade practices

In another case, the High 
Court called for a new trial 
of a Galveston area 
woman's suit arising from 
bum injuries when natural 
gas came out of her kitchen 
sink water faucet

By a divided verdict, the 
Court affirmed a $.303.126 
ruling against the widow of 
the owner of a rental and 
supply firm which rented 
scaffolding from which 
workmen fell during con­
struction of a Galveston 
school a decade ago.

In still another ruling, 
the High Court held a dis­
barment suit against the 
district attorney for the 
U.S Trust Territory of the 
Pacific Islands should be 
tried in Lubbock.
