Too, the Board elected to 
take bids on providing a free­
zer for the cafeteria.

Part of these expenses are 
Included in the proposed bud­
get which will oe consider­
ed at a pubUc hearing set 
Monday at 7:30 p.m. at Mer­
kel High SchooL

The Board also approved 
payment of $109,176.56 In 
bills for July, leaving a bank 
balance of $68,924.68 and 
$209,028.76 in certificates of 
deposit with one month to go 
before the start of the new 
school year.

Two aides and three teach­
ers also were hired and a 
partition in the MiddleSchool 
Library was approved for a 
teacher work area.

Too, Superintendent Travis 
D a v i s  presented the Board 
with drawings and recom­
mendations of 
classrooms to 
growth for the 
years.

The budget was not dis­
cussed specifically at Tues­
day's meeting other than the 
item concerning thecafeterla 
and setting the date for the 
pubUc hearing.

A revised budget proposal 
IS  expected to be prepared by 
Davis for Monday's meeUng 
incorporating the need fur 
additional teachers due to the 
Increased enrollment.

Davis reported thereare 88 
more students a t t e n d i n g  
schools in the district this 
year. There were 31 regis­
tering for kindergarten at 
Tye Elementary with two first 
grade classes of 19 each, 
26 in the second, 18 in the 
third and fourth grades and 
19 in the fifth grade.

At Merkel E l e m e n t a r y  
there were 48 kindergarten 
students registering and 55 
in the first grads.

Second through fourth has 
an average 21 to 25 students, 
Davis said, with 39 in the 
fifth, 83 in the sixth, 81 
sophomores, 72 Juniors and 
54 seniors for 28 U Overall 
there are 951 students en­
rolled In the Merkel system.

Davis said tiia Increased 
enrollment will mean three 
to four more teachers will be 
needed and a couple of aides.

He also pointed out that the 
trend of so many younger 
students points out that some 
young families are moving In­
to the district from some­
where.

Mrs. Willson reported the 
need for an office and a free­
zer.

She explained the comm­
odity system to the School 
Board and bow this creates 
an added need for the school 
to have its own freezer avail­
able. Also, the problem cre­
ated by lack of adequate read­
ily available space at the 
cafeteria.

Currently the School sys­
tem has a 7 X 12 area cram­
med full at the Merkel Lock­
er plant and pays $60 a month 
rent

After much discussion a- 
bout the outlay of $7,000 bid 
for the proposed freezer to 
renovate the 8 x 21 room pre­
sently being used for storage 
and office by Mrs. Willson 
In the cafeteria, the board 
passed the motion by Bobby 
Toliver that an office and 
storage space be built and that 
bids be sought on a freezer 
with the lowest satisfactory 
bid being accepted.

chase of 100 chairs and to 
assist with painting and other 
renovation expenses,

Davis requested approval 
to wall up 18 feet on the east 
end of the Middle School lib­
rary to be used as a teach­
er workroom. Expense was 
estimated at $300. It passed.

Moving to the planmng of 
future growth, Davis went 
over plans for expansion at 
each school, as requested by 
the School Board at a meet­
ing last month.

A cluster design was pre­
sented at M e r k e l  Middle 
School with four classrooms 
requested on the south side 
and as many as 10 could be 
built under the plan.

Merkel Elementary School 
would have eight classrooms 
with four needed by next year, 
filling to capacity upon com­
pletion.

The fifth grade would be 
moved back to the Middle 
School and the two kinder­
garten classes would be mov­
ed from a possible location 
at the Catholic Church back 
to the Elementary building.

The new classrooms would 
be on the north side of the 
elementary building.

Tye would have five new 
classrooms on the north side 
and there would be a new 
science building to Incorpo­
rate all the present home­
making, business and science 
rooms and labs. This would 
create six additional class­
rooms in the High School and 
get the classes out ot the off 
campus houses, presently be­
ing used.

Of course, Davis noted that 
the plans are neither a rec­
ommendation nor a proposal 
but was simply to comform 
with the request by the Board 
to give his views of what Is 
needed.

He also asked the Board 
to consider other possibili­
ties since they will be con­
sidering the additional of so 
many classrooms and addi­
tions at such a high cosL

One possibility he offered 
was the building of a new 
complex.

The Board elected to put 
off further talk on this sub­
ject until after the budget 
has been completed.

Too, the Board took no ac­
tion on a request for $1,500

Budget workshop reveals real needs

Monday's Workshop on the 
s c h o o l  oudget was both 
heartening and frustrating for 
the School Board.

It w as heartening when 
School Superintendent Travis 
Davis presented a revised 
budget which was $33,786 less 
than the one previously dis­
cussed with the Board.

Davis and Accountant Jim 
Lawless had each item listed 
In the 13-page report for the 
workshop with funds divided 
Into cost per schooL

The new system presented 
a problem at times because 
there was nothing to compare 
It with. Such Items were not 
l i s t e d  separately In last 
year's budget astlmats.

However, with the projsct- 
sd revenue a conservative 
$1,523,312 and the budget 
p r o p o s a l  at $1,519,152.04, 
Davis estimated a surplus at 
$4,160.

The o r i g i n a l  increase 
e a r l i e r  this month w as 
estimated at$87,517.73 which 
was reducedto$75,517.73and 
further reduced to $54,119.18 
for Monday's workshop.

A ll the principals and de- 
partmsnt heads were present 
to answer questloas and to 
tell the Board at their re­
quirements for the year.

H o w e v e r ,  after g o i n g  
t h r o u g h  the 13 pages o f 
figures, the Board then got the 
bed news. It Is going to have 
to a l l o w  for a d d i t i o n a l  
teachers, classr^m s and 
f u r n i t u r e  a n d  o t h e r  
expenses—all of which wlU 
drive the budget bock to, or

over, the original reque^..
There had been a reduc­

tion In taacher and aide re­
quests of $31,000. However, 
at the end of the meeting 
Davis pointed out that be­
cause of the Increased en­
rollment one or two kinder­
garten teachers, an aide and 
possibly an Instructor in the 
Merkel Middle School w i l l  
have to be hired, increasing 
the cost by $35,000.

"O f course when you start 
talking of adding teachers 
and another classroom, you 
are talking of furniture and 
all the supplies to go with 
I t , "  Davis pointed ouL

Thus, he and his staff were 
to revise the budget for Tues­
day's meeting. A p o s s i b l e  
public hearing was tentatively 
set for Monday night at the 
High School on the budgeL 

There were 31 registering 
at Tye Elemeotary School 
and 48 at Merkel for kinder­
garten classes Monday. Davis 
and the principals estimate 
this will Inc reuse after Labor 
Day.

Too, the Middle School was 
busy Juggling schedules at 
teachers and students to ac­
commodate th e  Increased 
student load with the addl- 
tioa of the Tye sixth gradsw 

Onvls said there were 924 
s t u d e n t s  enrolled Monday 
which Is an Increase of 61 
o v e r  last year's 863 eo- 
roUmeoC

Too, Davis pointed out that 
the School may have to root 
the Catholic Church next to 
the cafeteria to house two

kindergarten classes.
F irst day enrollment was 

down In the high school from 
267 to 258.

However, l a s t  year there 
were 475 In middle and ele­
mentary school (all budget 
and figures were combined 
last y e a r  for t h e s e  two 
schools. The y  have been 
separated t h i s  year.) and 
Merkel Elemeotary has 236 
and the Middle School 276 
after opening day for a total 
of 518.

Tye Elementary is upfrom 
135 to 154.

Classrooms were con­
cern at every school., the 
Board learned and the con­
cern for future growth as 
well as taking care at the 
present crisis was discussed 
with Board members.

However, the Athletic De­
partment and Lunchroom 
s i t u a t i o n  also presented 
areas of declsioa for the 
Board.

Sigiarvlsor Mrs. ElUabeth 
Willson told the board that 
$958 more Is needed than 
the requested $78,095.58.

Too, th i s  didn't Include 
$7,000 which IS estimated 
cost of putting a freezer in 
the cafeteria.

It is estimated that the 
school is spending $2,600 a 
year in salary to send some­
one daily to the Merkel 
Locker Flant to get suppUes.

Mrs. Willson regnsstsd 100 
more chairs, $600 for new 
w i nd ow  shades, an offlee, 
more storeroom space, desk, 
filing cablnot and table and

$500 for miscellaneous items 
such as drying towels.

There was $2,500 In the 
budget for furniture.

It was noted that the school 
recently bought $429.99 flat- 
ware so the students would 
have enough plates. They had 
171 plates to serve 400 pecqile 
dally.

Mrs. Willson said that 417 
were served Monday during 
opening day and that had they 
not had the extra plates, "w e 
would have had to take thetr 
food away before they flntshed 
eating in order to have enough 
plates to servo everyons."

Coach Jerry McLeod said 
that  30 m o r e  hMmets are 
needed (at $40 eachX He also 
noted that a storage area Is 
n e e de d  for equipment and 
track hurdles, footboU sleds, 
etc. They are having to be 
left outside and are betng 
r u i n e d  by the weather and 
misuse, be noted.

Too, the coocessloa stand 
" Is  being held up by a Ugh! 
po le" which brouidit Mughter 
from a Board member who 
questiooed the stability of the 
lightpolos.

But, it was prlanlpsl Lee 
Presswood who got to the 
heart at the matter la noting 
that Coach McLeod Is under a 
large haadicnp because the 
Board d idst net oa M zlaga 
fourth coach.

He noted thelackafnfoeilh 
conch pets Methel and CUMh 
McLeod at a disndvandMn M
Class AA and further 
cape the freshmen.

There are not

c o a c h e s  to work wi th  the 
freshmen studenU and Coach 
McLeod said he has had todo 
a selling Job on the freshmen 
to get them to the workouts 
b e c a u s e  they thought they 
would b e  s c r i m m a g i n g  
against the varsity.

The freshmen are so much 
smaller than the varsity 
members, it  was noted, and 
therefore a separateschedule 
and workouts are needed.

Presswood said it is not 
fa ir to the freshmen to have 
them standlDg around and not 
leamlag anything or getting to 
play any games. And, he said 
it isn't fa ir to the program.

Merkel High School built In 1925

When and where were Merkel's schools located?
The first school was taught In Msrkel In 1883. It was 

taught In the boxcar home of J. L. Vaughn. Mrs. A. M. 
Thornton was the teacher. The pupils were four Thornton 
children and three Vaughn children.

In 1884 school was held in the dining room of Phi lam Cox. 
His house was located at the corner at Kent and North 2nd, 
where Hlgglnbotham-Bartlstt lumber yard is now located. 
It was only used while his house was betng finished.

In 1885 the first school building was built on the com er 
of Runnels and North 2nd street. This building was used 
until 1896 at this location. It was then moved to south side. 
This building was about 20 by 40 with stage across back, 
mads by the people of the community.

In 1886 the school was divided and another school was 
started on corner of South 1st and Oak. This building was 
first a livery stable, then a feed store before It was con­
verted Into a schooL In prsparabon for higher learning for 
boys and girls an association was organized and charted, 
known as the Western— Normal and Commercial Associa­
tion, which was taught In this same building. The college 
was later called the Merkel Normal and Commercial College.

In 1887 a two story frame building was built on five 
acres of land owned by the school, which was located where 
present Middle school is located. This building housed all 
the public school pupils and college students. However, the 
college lasted only about four years. The building from Runnels 
and North 2nd was moved over to take care of the overflow 
of puplla.

In 1902 Merkel'a first bnck school building was built on 
this five acre location. A ll pupils attended this one school 
building. In 1907 a new brick building was built on north 
aide on Bettis Heights, which housed the elementary pupila 
that lived on north side. It was located where the Baaset 
Manufacturing Company now stands. It was used until 1915.

In 1915 a new three story brick building was built on the 
’ south side at the same five acre location. This building housed 

all grades from 1915 until 1924, when a new high school 
wras bullL The elementary grades were taught in this build­
ing until 1951.

In 1924 a high school was built at south 3rd and Ash street, 
and for the first time the high school was completely sepamts 
from elementary schooL This is the present high school 
building although It has been added to two different Umes.

In 1949 a Primary building was constructed on South Sth 
streeC In 1950 an Elementary building was built on South 3rd 

. on the original 5 acres of land.

In recent mouths, we have 
had very few fires in theClty 
of Merkel and surrounding 
areas. A e  have been most 
fortunate. A e  think that  
everyone of the Merkel Vol­
unteer Firemen should be 
commended for "Jobs A ell 
Done" with the fires we have 
had this ) ear.

However, we would like to 
say to you, the Citizens of 
Merkel, some jLwima iinli nme- 
iiigly, hinder the firemen.
A hen the whistle blows, the 
dispatchers a r e  extremely 
bus>, getting the firemen Into 
the station and giving direc­
tions to the site of the fire. 
They haven’ t the time to tell 
anyone other than the fire ­
men, where the location of the 
f ire IS. The phones and radios 
need to be clear for the dis­
patchers on duty to notify 
f iremen that may be at the 
far edge of tow n, out of range 
of hearing the whistles, so 
that the) may also give as­
sistance. Some citizens may 
be calling at Uus time ask­
in g  such q u e s t i o n s  as: 
A here's the Ore? How bad? 
A hose home?  Now which 
street is that on?

Even after the firemen have 
bee n  dispatched, activity 
must still go on. The most 
trivial of fires can turn Into 
a b ig  disaster in a few 
seconds. The firemen depend 
on someone being at the radio 
when they call for help.

Also, people are a curious 
lot. The y  follow the fire  
trucks to the fire, run over 
hoses or worse yet, stop 
t h e i r  vehicle on th e  hose 
that's putting out the fire  
wi th  water, and pull the 
vehicles too close to the fire 
trucks. All of these things 
really hinder the firemen.

Recently we have been hav­
ing several calls requesting 
a fire  truck be sent to places 
out of the city Limits (mostly 
5 to 10 miles out of Mer­
kel). When the fire  trucks 
arrive at the scene reported- 
no fire. Never has been a 
fire. The firemen will call in 
to verify the location, drive 
several miles around in and 
near the location reported, 
still no fire. Falsely re­
porting a fire  is against the 
law, b e s i d e s  endangering 
many bves, and being most 
costly. A n y t h i n g  at any­
time can ha[>[>en to these 
volunteer firemen when they 
answer a calL The list of 
dangers are almost as many 
when they answer a fa lsefire  
call as when answering the 
real thing. They take the same 
nsk going and coming back 
to the sUtion.

A  good  question or ques­
tions to ask yourself before 
you pick up the phone to call 
the Fi re Station or before 
you f o l l o w  the fire  truck 
is this^ A*w»ie  1 naaLanaosie 
hindering the firemen in any­
way if It was my home bum- 
ingltl Or, would 1 want the 
fire  trucks sent out falsely 
and my loved one or loved 
ones to be trapped in a fire 
because I had called and sent 
them out of town falsely III 

We hope that we haven't 
hur t  anyone's feelings or 
made anyone aiigry. We feel 
that citizens are unaware of 
some of these things and 
should be alerted to the facts

of what goes on In times c. 
an emergency.

Hart attends Coop meeting
Don Hart of Taylor Hlectnc 

Cooperative was among 1,000 
Texas rural electric leaders 
and women gathered In San 
Antonio last week for the 
Association of Texas fcllectric 
Cooperatives' 36th meeting. 
The nieebng theme—*Tt's a 
.New Ball Game’ ’— referring 
to new problems facing rural 
e lw tncs wasn't news to the 
delegates, but the speeches, 
reports, and other discus­
sions drove the ball home.

Highlights of the sessions 
included a debate between Jon 
N e w t o n  and W a l t e r  
\S,endlandt, candidates for the 
rûxss Uailruad Commission 
t h i s  y e a r ,  and another 
debste--on the deregulation 
o f natural gas pnces--by 
C o n g r e s s m e n  R o b e r t  
liAkhardt o f Houston and 
Robert Krueger of New 
Braunfels, leaders of oppos­
ing sides of the issue.

The meeting aUu featured 
Texas PubUc Utility Com­
missioner Alan R. Krwln, 
b t a t e  RepresentaUve John 
Alison o f LaGrange, and 
F r a n k  Youngblood, former 
director of the Texas Rail­
road Commission's GasUtll- 
lUes Ihvlsion, in addition to 
a number of rural electric 
leaders.

Concermng f u e l  prices, 
consumer unrest, regulation, 
and other problems for the 
rural electrics, TtiC Genersl 
Manager J. R. Cobb said

Utility C o m m i s s i o n e r  
Krwin continued on the theme 
s a y i ng ,  “ There a r e  two 
teams, and my fellow com­
missioners and our staff are 
the umpires. And right now, 
the other team Is  looking 
pretty powerful. T h e y  are 
composed of the elements of 
our economy which are com­
bining to mgkc our Jobs, at

A panel made up of Repre- 
s e n t a t l v e  WTl^n; Young­
blood, formerly of the Texas 
Railroad Commission; Bud 
Hadfield, a member of Blue­
bonnet Electric Cooperatlv4 
at Giddings; and TomHutchl-' 
son, g e n e r a l  manager of 
Pedernales E l e c t r i c  Co- 
operati"e and newly elected 
president of the TEC organl-i 
zation, discussed the major 
p r o b l e m s  facing r u r a l  
electrics.

W i l s o n  said persistent 
work by rursl people would 
greatly influence legislators 
but few  make any effort, 
Youngblood said that not only 
are fuel prices going to con­
tinue to nse, but natural 
gas reserves are running out 
f a s t e r  then mo s t  people 
realize. And Hadfield said co­
ops would  have f e w e r  
problems with their members 
simply by doing s better Job 
of educating them about prob­
lems facing rural electrics.

The question of natural gas 
deregulation was not settled 
by t h e debate between Con- 
g r e s s m e n  Eckhardt a n d  
Krueger, as the sides were 
very evenly matched. On the 
“ p r o ’ ’ deregulation s i de ,  
Krueger said the Increased 
revenue to  gas producers 
brought about by deregula­
tion would allow them to tap 
gas sources currently too 
expensive to develop. He also

said that Texas has not been 
as severely affected by the 
recession as the rest of the 
nation because Us higher gas 
prices have kept Industries 
and businesses running and 
people employed. Eckhardt 
said that deregulation would 
have a wrenching effect on 
the nation's economy. The 
congressman attributed at 
least 30 percent of Inflation 
to fuel prices.

In discussing the Texas 
R a i l r o a d  Commission, 
Democrat Newton and Re­
publican Wendlandt a g r e e d  
that the current Commission 
has been  less than re­
sponsible to the consumers of 
the state.

Newton said he would like 
to s e e  business w i t hou t  
g o v e r n m e n t  Interference, 
“ but It Is time to realize 
that whenutilibesaregranted 
monopolies of service areas 
and a consumer cant shop 
around for his energy supply, 
then government must Insure 
adequate power at a reason­
able price.’ ’ He added that the 
TRC is going to have to start 
monitoring all new gas con­
tracts and tile reservee to 
back them up “ to make sure 
there Is no selling out o< the 
rear gate like Oscar Wyatt 
(of C o a s t a l  Sutas-^Vaca 
Gas) d id."

Wendlandt said that  be­
cause of the actions, reac­
tions, and lack of actions of 
"three very powerful men, 
some people in Texas are 
staggering under the load of 
high utility rates that have 
Increased up to 300 percent

In just a few years ." He 
a l s o  accused the present 
commissioners of protect­
ing the Interests of LoVeca 
and CoastalEtates rather than 
the public's, and voweH *n 
make  declsioiis based on 
conscience and facts rather 
than “ political buddying" If 
elected.

CuU low producers

Cattlemen can take the first 
step to Increasing their beef 
heñí productivity by detect­
ing and culling low-producing 
cows, contends a beef cattle 
specialist for the Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service. 
Cows that do not ween a calf 
every 12 months should be 
cuUwd. A l s o ,  slow breeding 
cows should be removed as 
summer calves wean at much 
lighter weights than calves* 
born at other times of the 
year. Bulls should be re­
moved by August 20 and cows 
s h ou l d  be palpated fo r  
pregnancy 40-60 days later. 
Bulls should be returned to 
the herd by December to get 
summer and fall calving cows 
bred for next year.

Voter registration drive under way
Secretary of State Mark 

White has announced that his 
office is  conducting a mas­
sive, s t a t e w i d e  v o t e r  
registration d r i v e  for this 
fa ll’ s Preeidenual election.

A  pilot registration drive 
was conducted last spring, 
White sa i d ,  and i t  added 
around 400,000 new voters to 
the rolls in Texas.

"Last spring’ s experience 
convinced us we need to en­
large o u r registration ef­
fo rts ," White said. "The new 
Texas registration law makes 
it easier than ever before to 
vote in Texas, and we are 
trying to mt.ke sure every 

’ citiseo is aware of that fact."
Under the new registration 

law, Texans need only fill out 
a registration postcard and 

'm ail It, White said, adding 
that the registration dead­
line for the November 2 elec­
tion is October 1.

Reglstrabon applications 
are available through county 
tax assessors or by calling 
a toll-free number in White's 
Austin office, he said. The

number, which is open dur­
ing business hours, is 1-800- 
292-9602.

"Applications will also bo 
on display in food stores 
around the state,"Whitesald. 
"W e hope  to literally put 
v o t e r  registration at th e  
fingertips of most Texans be­
fore the registration dead­
lin e."

White noted that only 20

per cent of voting-age Tex­
ans went to the polls in 1974, 
which was an "o f f  year”  in­
volving no national elections. 
In the last Presidenbal elec­
tion, White said, 43 per cent 
of voting-age Texans cast 
ballots.

"C learly there is room for 
Improvement, and we hope 
our drive will help," White 
said. "W e hope every Texan 
will register and vote."
