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Hart back from
White House rural 
energy seminar
by Cloy A. Richards

Don Hart, manager of the Taylor Electric 
CoOp was in Washington, D.C. last Thursday to 
discuss rural electric policies with President 
Jimmy Carter, Vice President Walter Mondale, 
and other officials.

Hart said it was his first White House level 
seminar he had attended, although he goes to 
Washington quarterly, where he serves on the 
board of directors for the National Rural Utility 
CoOp Financial Corporation. Ihat corporation 
supplies loans to electric co-ops.

Attendents at the White House seminar 
included Bob Bergland, Secretary of Agriculture,
Ray Marshall, Secretary of Labor, Cecil Andrus,
Secretary of Interior, Doug Coestelle, Environ­
mental Protection Agency, Bob Fergan, Rural 
Electric Association and John O'Ladey, Deputy 
Secretary of Energy.

Hart said Carter attended 30 minutes of the 
four hour seminar and left for meetings with 
Elfirptian President Anwar Sadat.

Dining the meetings Hart said the attendees 
discussed federal regulations, and red tape that 
electric co-ops must face to secure loans for 
generating and transmission problems. Hart said 
that in his opinion the Federal Government is 
being too particular in loan procedures and too 
many additional regulations are being piled on 
dectric co-ops.

Hart said Carter made a few points during the 
talks Including nuclear energy. Carter said there 
would be a limited amount of funds available for 
nuclear research and Carter maintained his 
stand against fast breeder nuclear reactors.
(Fast breeder reactors leave diemical residue 
that can be manufactured into explosive 
devises).

Carter re-emphasized his committment to cut 
the Federal d ^ id t from 48 to 30 billion dollars 
and promised that budget cuts would be uniform.
Carter reported that some federal programs 
would be deferred and ^ome would be eliminated.

Hart said that when he went to the seminar, he 
had fears that electric co-ops would be getting 
some bad news from the President, instead they 
received some good news.

Hart said that two years ago, the Office of 
Management and Budget did a study that gave 
several options on how 0MB felt electric co-ops 
should be financed. The study contained a few 
options that co-ops were not happy with and the 
administration decided to shelve the 0MB study.

Hart said the reason he feared bad news is 
because Carter has a habit of presenting bad 
news in front of the people it would affect.
(Carter announced voluntary inflation fighting 
formulas including lower labor raises in front of 
the Teamsters and amnesty for draft evaders in 
front of the Veterans of Foreign Wars.)

Hart said that although he has done a lot of 
bminess in Washington, that he was impressed 
with the White House. He said the meetings were 
held in the East Room and from there they went 
down a long hall for the reception.

Hart also said he was impressed with the White 
House press corps that attended the meetings.

Hart said of Carter that he spoke off the cuff 
and the famous Jimmy Carter smile is seen less 
and less. He also said that he feels that "Carter 
has made his mistakes but what impresses me is 
that the President is not afraid to bite the bullet 
when somettiing goes wrong. I was already 
primed for the other shoe to fall because of the 
0MB study, but it didn’t happen".

Hart said the talks ruined a hunting trip he had 
planned but he did get a chance to talk to former 
(}owbov Leroy Jordon, who was on his way to see 
the Auburn-Alabama game.

Hart closed by saying, "It ’s not very often a 
country boy goes to the White House,’ ’ speaking 
of himself.

But then again, it is not very often that a 
country boy lives in the White House.

City awaiting word on grants
If you have seen the back of City Manager J A. 

Sadler's pickup lately, you will notice two shiny 
pumps.

Those pumps are deftiaad. to spend their 
working lives in the bo*aa ti^  th« city water 
treatment plant upon instafraWon, oepeeted to 
start Thursday.

Sadler said the pumps are hard to install and 
there is a danger factor for city employees. Once 
the pumps are in place, the water treatment 
capacity at the cities plant will be increased and 
will allow for re-circulation of waste water. This 
process is commonly used in facilities that are 
designed for larger populations (such as Merkel's 
plant) where the water can be re-cleaned, after 
initial cleaning.

Sadler also reported that no word has been 
received from the state prison system on the 
status of new stop signs, to be installed around 
the school. An inmate labor strike delayed 
production and delivery dates of the inmate made 
road signs.

The city has also made formal application for a 
federal grant to pay a full time city landfill 
operator. If the application is accepted, tte city 
would receive an 18 month grant for labor costs. 
Currently, city crea-s perform l ^ r  at the dunop 
whenever they have the time from their other 
duties. The grant application process is being 
handled by the West Texas Council of 
Ciovemments.

In another Council of Government project, the 
rural development section at the council is 
checking regulations to see if Merkel can receive 
funds for the hiring of a policeman-trainee, 
school crossing guard.

The Merkel Qty Council will meet in a regular 
business meeting Friday morning at 7 a.m.

Pearl Harbor; 37 years ago
On tlis date in 1941, a rising sun brought war to 

the United States. Employing carrier based 
planes, Imperial Japan attacked the U.S. Pacific 
Fleet based at Pearl Harbor. In his war message 
to Congress, President Roosevelt declared that 
December 7th would be a date that “ will live in 
infamy.”

On this, the thirty-seventh anniversary of the 
Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor, the stUl living 
memory of that day bids us to pause to consider 
the nature of American foreign poUcy and the 
role of the navy in maintaining the peace and 
secirity of the U.S.

The principal foreign policy objective of any 
nation is to prevent, by peaceful means if 
possfcle, by waging war if necessary, an attack 
by any foreign power on its lands or people.

Inpursuit of this objective, the U.S. has, since 
the time of George Washington, sought to secure 
for its commerce the freedom of the world’s 
oceans and to prevent European or other powers 
from gaining a foothold in the Western 
Hemisphere. In the event of war, the U.S. has 
entered into foreign alliances in order that the 
war might be carried to the homeland of the 
enemy and it has opposed the expansion of 
nations whose poUtical interests are unalterably 
opp<sed to those of the U.S. These policies are 
well suited to the geographic and political 
condkions of the United States.

Freedom of the seas is essential to the 
economic survival of an island people. And there 
can be httle doubt that the U.S. is an island. 
Thoisands of miles of ocean separate us from 
Eurqoe, Africa, Asia, and South America. Vast 
qualities of our commerce must travel by sea. 
Culhral exchange and ordinary communication 
with these outlying portions of the world require 
largeinvebtments (tf money, technology and time 
to bridge the ocean barriers that isolate the 
United States.

The defense of an island requires that its 
“ home waters” be free of potential enemies. It 
was with this in mind that President Monroe 
issusl his famous “ Doctrine”  in 1823. President 
Roocvelt recognized the same principle when he 
endmsed the i(tea of a “ Neutrality Zone”  for the 
Amoncas in 1939, and when he consummated the 
destioyer for bases deal with Britain in 1940.

Ultimately, however, the defense of an island 
depeids on its ability to influence those affairs of 
the world that have a direct bearing on its 
political interests. Britain, that quintessentiaily 
island nation, was able to practice her “ splendid 
isoltlion”  precisely because she held what all 
recogniased to be the balance of world power. 
Thusarmed, she was able to intervene decisively 
in world affairs when her interests were

threatened.
Thepditical interests of the United States were 

well articulated by Washington in his Farewell 
AddEss. Among others, he listed tranquility at 
home; peace abroad, prosperity and “ that very 
libeity you so highly prize.” Ultimately, of 
co u se , the U.S. can rest secure in the 
achiarement of these interests only when, and if, 
each of its potential «lemies comes to share in 
them as well. But Washington knew this to be 
unlik^. Many nations would find cause to be 
hostfle to the political interests of the U.S.

In the event of such hostility, Washington 
counselled that the U.S. should conduct itself in 
such a manner that it, “ may take such an 
attitude as will cause the neutrality we may-at 
any time resolve upon to be scrupulously 
respected; when any belligerent nation....will not 
light^ hazard the giving us provocation; when 
we may choose war or peace, as our interest, 
guided by justice, shall counsel.”

The possibility of American neutrality. Wash­
ington knew, depended not on the pleasure of 
foreign nations, but upon the will of the 
American people to employ their military 
stren ^  when their interests were in jeopardy.

As an island nation itself, Japan understood the 
particular significance of naval power to an 
island people. When they struck Pearl Harbor, 
the Japanese sought to deprive the U.S. of its 
primary instrument for securing its foreign 
policy objectives and political interests.

Once rendered incapable of protecting the sea 
lines of communication, the U.S. would be wholly 
unable to project its immense power abroad. In 
the absence of American power, Japan could 
grow ever stronger by incorporating newly 
conquered lands and peoples into its empire. 
Unable to fight on the enemy's territory, the U.S. 
wouH be forced to retreat into the western 
hemi^here, exposing each of its neighbors to the 
tyranny of Imperial Japan.

Whefter Japan ever intended to invade the 
United States in fact is of little consequence. Had 
Japan been successful in creating the Greater 
East Asia Co-Prosperity Sphere, the U.S. would 
have had little choice but to acquiesce in its 
demands. The foreign policy and political 
interests of the U.S. would have been dictated to 
it by a foreign power. By attacking the U.S. 
Navy, Japan sought to conquer the United States.

Th^ the Japanese attack met with ultimate 
failure is a tribute to the courage and dedication 
of the men and women of the U.S. Navy. 
Decentier 7 will indeed live in infamy. But it is 
also a date for public recognition of the central 
role d  the U.S. Navy in securing the peace and 
prosperity of the United States.
