Journey of Hope cross country 
trek brings bicyclists to Post

Post High School's weight room may 

not be listed on the Texas Tourism's 
guide for luxurious accommodations, 
but it has become a regular stop on a 
cross country bicycle trek for members 
of the Journey of Hope. For three years 
now, members of the cross country 
ride have made the relatively short 
jaunt from Lubbock down Highway 
84 looking forward to a night in the 
spacious confines of the Bold Gold 
weight room. The stop is number 33 
for the team of 23 young men 
participating in the Journey of Hope 
ride. 

The Journey of Hope is a 3,000 plus, 
mile odyssey from San Francisco to 
Charleston, South Carolina which is 
actually undertaken by two 23 member 
teams. One team takes the "northern 
route" through Colorado, Nebraska 
and Iowa while the other takes the 
"southern route" which brings it 
through Post. The southern route is the 
longer of the two, covering 3,628 miles 
compared to the northern route which 
is 3,555 from start to finish. 

The cross country ride is undertaken 
to raise money and awareness for 
disabled children. It is sponsored by 
PUSH America, the national service 
project of Pi Kappa Phi Fraternity. 

All members of the 23 man team (18 
riders and five support personnel) that 
stopped in Post are from the south, 
something Kenny Bateman from 
Woodstock, Georgia and a student at

is one of an elite group of stock 
producers in the United States who 
breeds bucking horses. Most of the 
horses that perform at the rodeos, 
produced by Terry Walls, are a result 
of years 'of selective crossing of 
famous bucking horse bloodlines. 
The mares are proven bucking 
horses, mostly northern bred with 
some draft horse lineage, that are 
bred to a stallion from three 
generations of National Finals Rodeo 
qualifiers. This year, the Walls 
breeding program marks its largest 
colt crop, with 25 bucking horse 
mares grazing with their offspring, 
in the big pasture at the ranch. As the 
Walls point out, "Surprisingly, there 
have been few failures as the old 
adage 'born to buck' holds true". 
Another 50 horses represent various 
ages and other families making the 
current head count total 75 bucking 
horses. 

Terry purchases most of his bulls 
as three year old prospects, uses 
them at jackpot events throughout 
the winter until they are ready for the 
rodeos. He culls the bull herd 
regularly, keeping only the best 
performers. 

To maintain an even set, being 
mostly the same size and weight, of 
steers and calves, this timed event 
stock is continuously culled. A 
former National Intercollegiate 
Rodeo Association champion roper 
and steer wrestler himself, Terry 
knows how important uniformity is 
to the competing cowboys. 
Being exceptional rodeo stock 

producers and breeding top quality 
bucking horses are just a few of the 
many accomplishments for this 
talented group. Terry also pre-
conditions fee lot cattle; he raises

Farmers, ranchers, commercial and 
non-commercial pesticide users on the 
South Plains will have a solution to the 
trouble of disposing of unusable and 
unwanted agricultural pesticide 
containers, and do so safely, legally 
and without penalty. 

The Texas Water Commission and 
the Texas Department of Agriculture 
are sponsoring a series of collection 
dates at various locations across the 
South Plains. Containers will be 
accepted beginning at 8 a.m. at each 
site. The site for each collection will 
be listed in this column. 

Keep in mind that containers must be 
rinsed three times or cleaned with a 
high pressure rinse, and they should be 
punctured or crushed. If you take 
containers which do not meet these 
specifications, they will be rejected. 
Any size plastic or metal container 
will be acceptable, but paint, household 
or glass containers will not.

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Smokeless tobacco deemed 
more dangerous than cigarettes Representative Bill Sarpalius (D-

TX) recently received a special 
"Courageous Vote Award" from the 
National Taxpayers Union (NTU), 
the nation's largest taxpayers' 
organization, for his recent vote 
agaisnt H.R. 2264, the Omnibus 
Budget Reconciliation Act of 1993. 

David Keating, NTU Executive 
Vice President, called H.R. 2264 "a 
huge tax increase proposal that 
contained over $4 of tax increases 
for every dollar of spending restraint. 
The bill proposed one of the largest 
tax increases in history, but failed to 
control spending and limit the 
national debt," Keating stated. 

"Representative Sarpalius's vote 
against this measure, in the face of 

tremendous political and special 
interest pressure, is a vote that he 
can be proud of ," Keating said. "In 
voting against H.R. 2264, Bill 
Sarpalius voted his conscience and 
for his constituents." 
Keating concluded that 

Representative Sarpalius's "NO" 
vote is "one that the taxpayers in the 
district will certainly be grateful for 
and remember." 

The National Taxpayers Union, 
founded in 1969, is a nonprofit, 
nonpartisan 	organization 
representing 250,000 members 
interested in reducing government 
spending and taxes. 

It doesn't matter if you're a big 
dipper or a little dipper, using 
smokeless tobacco is a dangerous 
habit that's hard to break. 

"Smokeless tobacco that is kept in 
the mouth or chewed is more 
dangerous than a cigarette," says 
Cheryl Bressler, assistant head nurse 
of the Otolaryngology Intensive 
Care Unit at The Methodist Hospital 
in Houston. 

Bressler has pioneered a local effort 
to educate people about the dangers 
of using smokeless tobacco. Her 
message may be startling to some, 
but not as shocking as the age of 
some of the "users" she's met. "I've 
talked to a 6-year-old boy who used 
it regularly," says Bressler, "so I 
now target elementary and middle 
school children." 

Her message is straightforward. 
"Tobacco in any form is not good 
for you. Chewing or dipping 
tobacco may not cause any major 
health problems initially, but 
continued use of these tobacco 
products can cause cancer." And 
cancer is certainly a word even a 
first-grader understands. 

Bressler says smokeless tobacco 
contains larger amounts of cancer-
causing chemicals found in 
cigarettes. These chemcials are 
absorbed through the mouth and 
stomach and stay in the bloodstream 
longer.

In fact, smokeless tobacco is one 
of the leading causes of oral cancer. 
Each year, there are more than 
30,000 new oral cancers detected in 
the United States and one third of 
those people die from their disease. 
"If you look inside a dipper's 

mouth, you may see a white patch 
or sore where they keep the tobacco 
between their cheek and gum," 
Bressler explains. "The white patch, 
called leukoplakia, will be wrinkled, 
hardened or cracked. In time, it 
could turn into cancer." 

It doesn't take long for a dipper to 
discover the signs of danger. 
Leukoplakia usually develops after 
just a few months of use, so dippers 
should examine their mouth, lips, 
and tongue daily for warning signs. 

Sores that bleed easily or don't 
heal, a sore throat, pain in chewing 
and swallowing food, or sore or red 
gums may signal something is 
wrong. If any of these signs are 
present, the dipper should see a 
doctor. 

"Smokeless tobacco is dangerous 
and addictive," says Bressler. "I 
can't think of two better reasons to 
put that little tin can in the trash 
can."

From the Pulpit 
Becoming Intercultural 
Times are changing again. One of 

the big goals for our nation, back in the 
60's with Richard Parks (a noted social 
scientist), used to be "assimilation." 
Ideas promoting racial integration 
were based on that concept. The only 
way an ethnic group can have power, 
Parks said, is to assimilate (merge) 
into the dominant white culture. 

In the 80's, ethnic pride replaced the 
goal of assimilation. The movement 
of ethnic identity, reaching its zenith 
in the 80's with such slogans as "black 
power", "red power", is still strong 
but losing ground in the 90's. Student 
enrollments are down for courses 
teaching pride in a single group (as 
documented by a recent article in the 
"New Yorker" concerning the 
reinstatementof Prof. Jeffries). 

The goal for the 90's is "becoming 
intercultural." In multi-cultural 
courses that seek to promote a better 
understanding across cultures, student 
enrollments are at a maximum. If you 
are too much into ethnic identity, you 
are not likely to become intercultural. 
It is OK. to take some pride in an 
ethnic group, but not to the point of 
isolation. If others become an "out-
group," then you are in trouble in the 
90's. That trend is evident in the 
textbook 	on 	Intercultural 
Communication that I teach at Texas 
Tech. 

Here's a couple of pointers on how 
to become intercultural: 

1. Start with what other cultures 
have in common with our own. Do we 
have the same worries about our 
families? The same needs for 
education, protection from crime, or 
sense of community? We cannot 
appreciate differences in others if we 
see nothing in common on which to 
build. We might as well try to 
communicate with a "thing" from 
another planet! 	Fortunately, all 
cultures have at least some needs in 
common. 

2. Because of culturally defined 
ideas, no one is entirely free from 
prejudice. Sometimes our unfairness 
is not deliberately malicious, but stems 
from unconscious programming. 

Etched on the brain 
of each and every 
individual is a 
culturally defined 
way of thinking and 
doing things. We are 
most aware of these 
culturally derived 
norms when we see 
them violated. At 
other times, we may 
be unconscious of 	  
how 	 our 	Charles

others outside our 
group and excludes them from fair 
treatment. To communicate interculturally, 
we need to become aware of how and why 
we think the way we do. Awarcncssof how 
our own norms will tend to judge the 
norms of others is an important starting 

• place in becoming intercultural. 
So what would an intercultural ly-minded 

Christian look like? We might get an 
answer from the way the Apostle Paul 
approached other cultures. In Acts 17:16-
34, Paul spoke about what he had in 
common with the Athenians (the search 
for religious truth in their"unknown god"), 
before moving on to the difference that 
Christ made. People from other cultures 
are more likely to listen if we start out with 
what we have in common with them. Paul 
also did not want artificial differences, 
such as food preferences and rituals, to 
stand between people. He was capable of 
moving beyond the customs of his own 
culture to understanding others. 

Jesus freely associated with people from 
different cultures. In Matthew 5:45, he 
also talked about a God who makes his sun 
to shine and hi c rain to fall on the just and 
the unjust. We are expected to give the 
same fair treatment to both Christians and 
non-Christians. Our role as Christians in a 
global community is as "leaven," "light" 
and "salt"—introducing the new life, 
keeping the offer open, and excluding no 
one from the patience and love that Christ 
gave to us all. Christians believe in a God 
who not only works within cultural 
etchings, but beyond them. We should 
look forward to communicating with people 
from other cultures as an opportunity and a 
privilege.

This translates into a loss of S70,000 
in tax dollars for the school district. 
Before the added loss in property value, 
Dr. Bain estimated the school district 
was looking at total revenues 
approaching $6,145,000. 

"We can back S*70,000 out of that 
because of the property values," said 
Dr. Bain. 

Dr. Bain said the district may be able 
to receive state funding to overcome 
the larger than expected decrease in 
property values. Dr. Bain. said that any 
time a school district has its property 
values change by greater than 8 percent, 
that district can request to have its 
state funds based on the current 
valuation rather than the previous 
year's valuation which is the standard 
procedure. 

"If we can get them (the state) to use 
this year's values, we will more than 
make up for the S70,000," said Dr. 
Bain.
