Deputy Johnston, Deputy J. W. Jolly
and Garza County Sheriff, Kenneth
Ratke began an immediate search of
the area. While searching an area
along the railroad right of way along
theendof E 11th.

After further investigation it was
determined that the items were from
the robbery at Wallace Lumber.

informed the occupant that he was
aware the merchandise was in the
residence and requested to search.

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Cotton crop refuses to die

Therains have beena welcome sight
for the ranchers and wheat growers
but for the cotton growers it’s been a
hindrance. “The rains have come to
late,” said John Senter, County
Extension Agent. Cotton growers
have sprayed their crops with
defoliants so the plant would die and
it could be stripped. The problem is
that the rain has stopped the plant
from dying.

With the plant beginning to grow
again the cotton can not be stripped
and the growers can not justify the
added expense of spraying again. The
growers are now forced to wait until
the freeze kills the plant before they
strip it. For this area the first freeze
usually comes sometime during the
first two weeks of November, “All
they candois hope for an early freeze,”
Senter said.

Some growers who stripped their
cotton early have had time to prepare
their fields for next year. “If they got
their fields ready before the rain, they
are in good shape. The dry land
growers whose crop s still in the field
are hurting,” said Senter.

The amount of cotton being ginned
this year is way down from the same
time as last year. Close City Gin has

ginned approximately 250 bales so
far this year. Last year at this time
they had ginned nearly 800 bales.
“Last year we were ginning 14 hours
a day, this year we are ginning as the
cotton comes in. The quality 1s good
but the yield i1s way down,” said
Lavern Aten, manager of the Close
City Co-Op Gin.

Last year the Hackberry Co-op Gin
baled 17,00 bales of cotton. As of
Friday moming they had ginned only
2,000 bales, and expect to gin around
10,000 for the entire year. “Most of
the time we don’t get started ginning
until in the afternoon and we have to
shut down by 9 p.m. because of the
moisture in the cotton,” said Debra
Sims, office manager of the Hackberry
Co-op Gin. “Last year we ginned 24
hours a day,” she added.

Keith Bell said, “This year we've
ginned about 642 bales so far and
expect to gin around 4,000 total for
the year, that's down about one-fourth
from what we did last year. The dry
land quality has been poor, but the
irrigated cotton has been good
quality,” he added. With all the stress
the dry land cotton has endured this
year the strength of the cotton is good
but the length of the fiber is bad.

“This hurts the price of the cotton. I
don’t expect any good changes in
cotton prices, it will probably stay
around 50-60¢ per pound,” Senter
added.

“I heard one dry land grower say he
was getting two-tenths a bale to the
acre and others said they were getting
almost one-half bale per acre. In
some of the urigated fields they are
getting as much as two bales to the
acre,” said Senter. The drought has
been felt all around the West Texas
area. In Dickens County the rain fall
has stopped the cotton from dying
and yields are downdramatically. “In
our dry land cotton we are probably
averaging less than one-quarter bale
to the acre,” said Robert Herrington,
Dickens County Extension Agent.

“I estimate about 20% of the crop
has been stripped. It’s hard to say for
sure what the overall averageper acre
will be for the county, but I'd say it’s
pretty close to what we had talked
about before, (150 Ib. per acre) in dry
land cotton. It could be a little less if
the rain continues and we have a late
freeze, The rain is making an already
tough situation even tougher for the
dry land cotton growers,” Senter said
in closing.

Origins of Hallowe'en
"How it came to be
a spooky holiday"

Have you ever wondered how
Halloween came about? How itcame
to be associated with ghosts and
goblins, or how the jack-o-lanterns
came to be? There are probably as
many answers as there are questions,
and here’s another.

Most people of ancient times
observed certain festivals at the turn of
the seasons. The Druids of ancient
Britain, before the invasion of the
Romans, celebrated Sambain, or
summers end. The Druids believed
thaton that day all the souls of the dead
who had not lived good lives would
enter the bodies of animals, while those
who had lived good lives would be
given the souls of humans.

With the invasion of Britain by the
Romans the Celtic customs, with their
heathen and often times cruel rites,
were changed. A new influence crept
into the observance of Sambain. It
was no longer called Sambain, but
Halligan, and then All Hallows. When
gradually the eve of All Hallows came
to be the time of celebration, the day
was called Hallowe’en.

The invaders’ observance of this day
was in honor of the Roman festival
Feralia which came at the end of
October. Feralia was areligious day in
Rome given over to praying for the
dead, and especially honoring those
heroes of Rome who had died for their
country. This influence, and the
Druidistic belief in Reincarnation that
was supposed to take place around this
time, have like given Hallowe'en the
atmosphere as we know it today—of
ghosts and spirits and the supernatural.

There 1s an old Irish legend
concerning the origin of jack-o’-
lanterns. A man named Jack, because
of his stinginess, was not accepted by
God or the Devil, he was condemned
toroam the earth until Judgement Day,
carrying a lantern.

The popularity of telling fortunes on
Hallowe’en probably came from the

fact that this was the Celtic New Year,
and the first day of the new year has
always been considered agoodtime to
tell fortunes. In Ireland and Scotland
if a girl baked a cake of flour, salt and
soot, ate it and went to bed, the man
who came to her in her sleep and
offered her a drink of water was the
man she was to marry.

In England girls gathered yarrow and
putitunder their pillows hoping to see
the vision of their future husbands in
their dreams; a youth who wanted to
know the identity of his future wife
could put nine grains of oats in his
mouth and walk abroad until he heard
her named spoken. Ifa young man and
a maid each threw a nut into a fire at
the same imeand they bumed together,
that meant they would be married.

Hallowe’en in Ireland, even to this
day, is celebrated by a dinner with
special foods not served at any other
tume of the year. In the British Isles, a
young women determined the
appearance of the man she was to
marry by drawing, blindfolded, on a
cabbage from her garden. In some
sections of England it was bad luck to
eat blackberries or soles on any day
except Hallowe’en.

There was so much superstition
connected with Hallowe’en in old
Scotland that a child born on this day
was said to have supemnatural powers.
Hallowe’en in Queen Elizibeth’s time
was a real holiday, shops closed and
lots of parties and fireworks and
parades, Boys and young men in Syria
dress up in funny clothes and go from
house to house on Hallowe’en, preity
much as we do here in America.

While Halowe’en in America lacks
the superstitious character of the Old
World holiday, it does, nevertheless,
retain many of the old customs such as
masquerading, visiting from house to
house, bobbing for apples and eating
the ever popular apples and nuts of the
autumn season.

Garza county's peacekeepers

The Garza County Sheriff's Depart-
mentisone of only afew in the state of
Texas to operate as both county and
city law enforcement. "We don't have
a police department here in Post," said
Sheriff Ken Ratke. "But, we.do get
good support from the Department of
Public Safety officersinourarea. They
are just aradio call away, and it's like
having 3 extra deputies. We try to be
there to help them out, too; it works
both ways."

What exactly is the Gagga, County
Sheriff's Department responsible for?
Just for starters, they handle all law
enforcement calls in the county, (on
theaverage of 285 callsamonth where
an officeris dispatched torespond), all
DPS traffic not handled through Lub-
bock, all 911 calls in the county, all
local fire department calls, (they also
page the firemen and sound the alarm),
they transfer hospital calls and handle
all prisoner booking and inmate care.

According to Jackie Gonzales, one
of the department's dispatchers, the
county jail houses 7 - 8 prisoners on
the average, with a limit of 12. "We
can only send one prisoner a month to
the Texas Department of Corrections,
so a prisoner could possibly be here as
long as a year before they are trans-
ferred,” Gonzales said. The jail houses
both male and female prisoners, butno
juveniles. "We aren't just deputies, or
dispatchers, or even both —we have to
be jailers t00," Gonzales added.

The department has a total of 7
sworn, paid deputies, 6 sworn, non-
paid reserve deputies, 4 full time dis-
patchers and one reliefdispatcher, 2 of
whom are also sworn reserve depu-
ties. We asked Sheriff Ratke if that
was enough.

"According to the folks who figure
these thingsout, itonly takes 4.6 people
to operate this office 24 hours a day,
scven days a week," Ratke said. (This
number provides for bare minimum
staffing only; no supervisors, e€lc.)
"But, there are 996 square miles in
Garza County to cover, so that4.6 just
won't do it. Do we have enough
people?" Ratke asked. "No, notreally.
The sheer volume of things is becom-
ing overwhelming," he answered him-
sclf.

AccordingtoRatke, there are anum-
ber of really time consuming things
that make that number unrealistic.
"Prisoner transfers, interviewing
people being stitched up at a hospital
in Lubbock, delivering things to the
lab in Lubbock — these kinds of things
are very time consuming, and are of-
ten handled by the reserve deputies,”"
Ratke said. "Another thing that takes
up extra time is the handling of female
arrestees and prisoners, as well as fe-
male witnesses or victims. Any time a
civilian female is involved, a female
deputy must be present, wherever that
female is located. An un-sworn fe-
male reserve deputy can be used in
those situations, but of course a sworn
deputy has to accompany them, so
sometimes that's two deputies tied up.

According to Ratke, the reserve of-
ficersreally make the difference. "Each
reserve deputy must first work 40 hours
as a dispatcher, and then ride with a
sworn deputy for 6 months before they
can work alone," Ratke said. "Each of
thesereserve deputies puts in 20 hours
a month with us, and believe me, we
make use of every minute of thattime."
Next week, we'll ride with a Garza
County deputy and take a closer look.

ABOUT DISCLAIMER
WILLS

When there's a will, there's
usually another way.

If a will does not shield as
much from taxes as it could, a
disclalmer will, In which the
surviving spouse or another helr
disclaims some or all of an In-
heritance, can offer post-
mortem estate planning.

A disclalmer--an unqualified.
refusal to accept a property
transfer or gift-- Is particularly
effective for estates of $500,000
to $1 million, often because the
estate has grown over the
$600,000 tax-free limit since the
will was written. Disclaimers
must be made within nine
months of the transfer of prop-
erty or when the disclaimant
turns 21, whichever is later. The
time limit cannot be extended.

Using the unlimited marital
deduction, it is not unusual for
one spouse to leave the whole
estate to the other. But at the
death of the second spouse, any-
thing over $600,000 becomes
taxable. A disclaimer will spells
out where the money should go if
any of it Is disclaimed by the
principal helr--often into a trust
for the next generation.

Quail season opens this month

Texas hunters will soon begin load-
ing their shotguns and loading up their
bird dogs as another quail scason be-
gins. Quail season opens October 29
and continues through February 26,
withabag limitof 15 birds perday and
a possession limit of 45 birds.

Wildlife biologist with the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department, con-
ducted 36 quail census lines through-
out the Pandhandle regulatory district,
which extends from Jones County
westward to Andrews and Martin
Counties and North throughout the
Texas panhandle. According to Jim
Lionberger, wildlife biologist with the
Texas Parksand Wildlife Department,
the number of quail observed on these
census lines decreased by 48 percent
when compared to the same census
linesconducted in 1993, with the larg-
estdecrease being found in the South-
ern half of the district.

This decrease in quail numbers can
be largely attributed to extreme heat
and droughtconditions during the sum-
mer. Besides the obvious detrimental

effects on range conditions that can
resultin quail losses, extreme heatand
droughtconditions can have aharmful
cffect on egg laying and incubation,
says Lionberger.
Landownersinterested inquail man-
agement can implement practices on
their property that are beneficial to
quail and other wildlife species. Prac-

tices such as discing in strips along
habitat edges and controlled burmning,
resultin growth of forbs or weeds that
are preferred food items for quail. Prac-
tices such as half-cullingofmcsquilcs
can create areas of loafing cover for
quail.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment provides technical assistance
to landowners wishing to improve the
quality of wildlife habitaton their prop-
erty.

Smoke detector know-how

"My job at the Texas Commission
on Fire Protection is directing pro-
grams on fire prevention education,”
said Anne Easterling. " So each Octo-
ber, I write a news release telling ev-
eryone to change their smoke alarm
batteries when they change theirclocks
back too standard time. But a recent
experience withmy own smoke alarms
taught me that this information alone
just isn't adequate. Fortunately, my
experience was relatively uneventful,
butnow I know that taking care of you
smoke alarms isn't always quite that
casy."

"So I have updated and improved
the instructions on how to take care of
your smoke alarms, and here they are,”
Easterling said.

Right now, go check your smoke
alarms. Just lift up the cover of each
alarm and check to see what kind of
battery they use. (By the way, most
homes should have more than one
smoke alarm, but that's another story.)
Write yourself a note about whether
cach smokedetectoruses AA or9-volt
or another type of battery.

Now, go to the store and buy at least
two batteries for each smoke alarm in
your home. (Actually, finish reading
this story, then go to the store and do
what follows.)

When you get back from the store,
replace the battery in each of your
smoke alarms. Then press the test but-
ton on the alarm to make sure it works.
If it doesn't work, try another battery.

If it still doesn't work, go back to the
store and buy a new smoke alarm.

Then, go to your calendar and note
the date. On the same day of the next
month, write a note to check your
smoke alarms again. Keep on doing
this each month.

Atthe end of one year from the time
you put those new baltteries in, replace
them, even if they still work. Many
different things can affect battery life,
so better safe than sorry.

Last, but not least, make sure that
everyone in your home knows what
they are supposed to do if a smoke
detector goes off. Smoke detectors
can and do save lives, but only if you
react appropriately to the noise!

The Garza County Historical
Museum had its grand opening
celebration Wednesday, October 12.

Sons and
daughters, grandchildren , nieces and
nephews of the pioneers of Garza
County and Post’s original settlers were

“there to share stories of Post City and
its beginning.

Doyle and Rosemary Justice were
there. Rosemary is the daughter of Dr.
Surman, who along with Dr. Ponton
and Dr. William’s started the Ponton
Sanitarium, the building that i1s now
the museum, The Ponton Sanitarium

was known as the finest hospital west

of the Mississippi.

Opened for business in 1913 the
hospital wasthe talk of the west. People
came from miles around, some from
out of state for the excellent care the
hospital provided. But fate dealt the
hospital a bad hand. In 1917 WW I
called the young doctors to war.
Rosemary Surman Justice, Dr.
Surman’s daughter was born the same
year he was called to the army medical
COrps.

The hospital was never to overcome
the loss, it closed its doors as a hospital
in 1918. Dr. Ponton moved to Lubbock
where he was to open the Lubbock

Sanitarium, which went on to become
Methodist Hospital. Dr. Surman and
Dr. Williams remained in Post as

prominent physicians until Dr.

Williams death in 1960. Dr. Surman
continued to serve Garza County until

Dyer White was there telling stories
of Post’s early days as remember by
him. White was bominPostin 1911.
“There was four inches of snow on
the ground and Doctor Ponton
charged my daddy four dollars to
deliver me,” he said. Whites
grandfather, Jim White was Justice
of the peace in 1917 or 1918. White
remembers riding to town with his
father in the old wagon once a month.

Marshall Mason drove over from -

Midland to visit many of the people
he went to school with. Mason’s
father was one of the early pioneers
who helped to build the young town
of Postinto whatitis today. Marshal
Mason along with W.L. Davis bought
Ed Meyers Furniture Store in 1915.
In 1923 Marshall was elected mayor
of Post. He served in that capacity
until 1927.

Marshal organized the first area
Council of the Boy Scouts of
America, the first Boy Scout Troop
in Garza County in 1925 and was
instrumental in obtaining the 400
acres of land to start the C. W. Post
Memorial Scout Camp near Post in
1926.

The sanitarium went on to be the
Colonial Apartments for several years
and was also used as a food stamp
distribution center. The Marshall
Mason family, which had acquired
the building, deeded it to Garza
County for use as amuseum in 1966.
The building was dedicated as a Texas
historical site in 1967.
