An early morning fire destroys George's Drive in Restaurant 
by Bill Galusha 

Post has lost a popular hamburger 
and shake drive in restaurant. At 8:45 
a.m. on the morning of Tuesday, 
October 26 a call came over the 911 
telephone system. "There's a fire at 
George's Drive in, 202 Broadway." 
By 8:47 a.m. the fire department had 
been alerted and were in route. By 
8:55 a.m. they had arrived on the 
scene and had begun the task of trying 
to extinguish the blaze. By 11:00 a.m. 
the fire was out, but the popular 
restaurant had been totally destroyed 
by the blaze. 

"I was at the office when the call 
came in. By the time I got to the stop 
sign the flames were already dancing 
on the roof," said Assistant Fire Chief, 
Delbert Rudd. The fire started above 
the grill in the vent system, Rudd said. 
"There was a large buildup of grease 
above the grill, in the vent system. It 
was perfect conditions for a fire. The 
the grill was on for the days cooking, 
the humidity was just right and 
spontaneous combustion started the 
fire. All restaurants are going to have 
a buildup of grease, but after it builds 
up thick it should be cleaned off," said 
Rudd. "With the old style of ventilation 
system where the pipes just sit on top 
of each other, the fire was able to 
escape and spread to other parts of the 
attic." 

The building, having been added 
onto, had three separate ceilings. "It's 
not a problem unless you have a fire, 
but if you do have a fire it makes it 
nearly impossible to get to it. We tried 
cutting through the roof on the other 
end of the building, but the fire had 
already spread through out the 
building. We had 20 men at the scene 
but there was nothing we could do  

except keep it contained to the structure 
it was in," said Rudd. 

"All these old buildings are like that. 
The ceilings have been lowered several 
times and when a fire starts and gets 
in-between the ceilings, we can't get 
to it to put it out," said Jim Schooler, a 
fireman at the scene. "We managed to 
pull down the bottom one with our 
spike poles but there was another one 
we couldn't reach. If they lower 
ceilings more than one time, they 
should tear out the other ones, it's a 
fire hazard." 

Leslie Reyna and Cynthia Lujanan 
both employees at George's had 
reported to work an hour earlier. 
Nothing was out of the ordinary. 
Manager, Martha Martinez, and 
employees Felicita Reyna and Joan 
Perez were there drinking coffee. "I 
heard a noise that sounded like a glass 
coffee pot breaking," said Reyna. I 
went to the kitchen and noticed smoke 
coming down out of the vent over the 
grill." 

"She screamed fire, call 911. I went 
to the phone and called 911 and she 
(Reyna) turned off the electricity. The 
fire extinguishers were spraying foam, 
but it wasn't doing any good. The fire 
was over the extinguishers," said 
Lujan. "We were sitting there drinking 
coffee, and all we could think about 
was the baby and getting out of there," 
said Perez. 

"The fire extinguishers are set to 
spray directly on the grill and the deep 
fryer to put out a fire, but the fire 
started over them so they didn't do any 
good," said Rudd. "I'm going to build 
back, it may take me a month or longer, 
but I'm going to rebuild," said George 
Kiousis, owner of George's Restaurant.

LITIGATION AWARDS: 
WHAT'S TAXABLE 

Are the funds awarded on 
lawsuits taxable? That usually 
depends on what you sued for. 

Damages for personal injury 
or sickness tortlike claims are 
tax-free. Divorce settlements are 
tax-free, except for alimony. 
Inheritance-suit awards are tax 
free to the recipient but taxable 
to the estate. 

In Job-related settlements, 
back pay Is taxable as ordinary 
Income, but awards for age, sex 
or racial discrimination are tax-
free, even If they relate to com-
pensation for lost wages. 
Worker's compensation awards 
are tax-free. Awards for disabil-
ity Income are taxable if the 
employer paid the premiums, 
tax-free if the employee paid 
them. 

Damages for loss of reputation 
are taxable as capital gains. 
Punitive damages are tax-free if 
they are for personal injury but 
taxable If they are for defama-
tion of character or discrimina-
tion. 

Note that legal fees and ex-
penses are generally deductible 
where the award is taxable and 
nondeductible where the award 
in nontaxable.

Sheriff's Department on goblin

It's Halloween night, 1994. Sev-
eral weeks of preparation by the Garza 
County Sheriffs Department have 
gone into making this year's celebra-
tion of Halloween fun, but unevent-
ful. 

"We have spoken with the princi-
pals at all the schools, and they are 
being very cooperative and support-
ive in helping us to make this Hal-
loween as trouble free as possible," 
Sheriff Ken Ratke told us. "We want 
to try to make everyone involved 
understand that you can have a good 
time on Halloween night without 
getting into any real trouble." 

Ratke didn't intend to take any 
chances, however. There would be 
four Sheriff's Department units on 
the streets of Post all night. "We are 
all going to be out here tonight more 
just for visibility than to handle prob-
lems," Ratke explained. 

"We've had a busy weekend al-
ready," Ratke said. We're hoping that 
we have gotten the message across 
that we aren't going to tolerate any 
serious tricks tonight." 

Serious tricks, as defined by Ratke, 
meant anything that caused property 
damage, personal injury or anything 
that caused undue irritation to any-
one. "Water balloons have become a 
traditional Halloween thing here in 
Post," Ratke said. "We don't encour-
age it, but it always happens, and we 
just try to encourage the people in-
volved to be careful." 

By 7:30 p.m. the streets were filled 
with trick-or-treaters. Many were ac-
companied by parents or older sib-
lings, and some groups were piled in 
the backs of pick-up trucks to expe-
dite the gathering of treats. With the 
exception of a brush and debris fire 
on the edge of town, the early evening 
was mostly quiet. 

When the fire alarm sounded, the 
Post Volunteer Fire Department re-
sponded immediately. Ratke said, 
"On nights like this the Fire Depart-
ment folks are pretty much on call.." 
Ratke went on to explain that the Post 
Fire Department was one hundred 
percent volunteer, being made up of 
people who had full time jobs, and 
often families, who served as volun-
teer firemen for no pay. 

As the time grew later, fewer and 
fewer ac tual trick-or-treaters were out 
on the streets. There were still people 
walking around, and there were still 
cars and pick-ups full of folks riding 
around. About 8:30 p.m. a complaint 
was called in. Apparently, some of 
the water balloon throwing had got-
ten out of hand, and someone had 
almost been hit in the face. 

With a description of the vehicle, 
we tracked down the group doing the 
throwing. They readily admitted that 
they had been involved, but went on 
to explain that they had mistaken the 
person with the complaint as a friend 
of theirs, and apologized. Again, 
things were settled quickly and qui-
etly between the folks involved. 

"This is one of the aspects of being 
in a small community that really ap-
peals to me," Ratke explained. "It 
gives me the opportunity to work 
with the kids, and people in general, 
to settle things the best and simplest 

way. It allows me to work with young 
people while the problems are still in 
the 'prank' stage, and to hopefully 
stop them from going any farther." I 
call that preventative law enforce-
ment. 

The late evening was marked by 
two calls for the Department, both for 
dumpster fires. Both were put out in 
short order. The fire at the edge of 
town still burned, and Fire Depart-
ment and Sheriffs Department per-
sonnel continued to monitor it. It was 
beginning to die down and bum itself 
out. 

Around 10:30 p.m. there was a 
drive off from Alisups on Highway 
84. Sheriffs Department personnel 
made a search of the area and the 
highway going south, but the truck 
was long gone. "It is hard to catch 
people who drive off without paying 
like this," Ratke said. "By the time 
we get the call and start looking for 
them, they usually have a five to ten 
minute head start. We don't like to 
have to give up on finding them, but 
you have to evaluate your priorities. 
We can't afford to be tied up indefi-
nitely looking for someone who stole 
five or ten dollars worth of gas, be-
cause while we'redoing that the streets 
of town are mostly unwatched." 

By 11:00 p.m. the streets were all 
but empty, but wecontinued to cruise. 
Driving through residential areas and 
alleys, we watched for potential 
trouble and continued to keep an eye 
out for a red pick-up fitting the de-
scription of the drive off, on the out-
side chance that it had been someone 
local. 

Around 11:30 p.m. another alarm 
was sounded for the Fire Depart-
ment. It was another dumpster fire, 
this time on the east side of town. As 
we also responded to the call, we 
observed a large grass fire on the 
railroad right of way, and called it in. 
This time, Highway Patrolman Kyle 
Edwards also responded to the call. 

Within minutes, the Fire Depart-
ments 'all terrain' truck was on the 
scene. Going through the bar ditch 
and over the tracks, the fire was under 
control very quickly. Edwards told 
us, "I walked down to where the fire 
was, and it's at least fifteen feet, maybe 
more from the tracks." Edwards didn't 
think the fire had been set off by 
sparks from the train that had passed 
a short time earlier. "It has to have 
been intentionally set, it was no ac-
cident," he said. 

As the night wore on, things got 
quieter. "This has been a pretty un-
eventful night," Ratke said. With the 
exception of the fires, which Ratke 
felt may have all been set by the same 
individual, there were no major 
problems. "We have tossed around 
some ideas for next year, with princi-
pals and kids, and we're considering 
a three on three basketball tourna-
ment or maybe a dance.

grew up an only child, or at least he 
thought he was an only child. Jim 
grew up in Oklahoma on a farm near 
Oklahoma City. Jim's Father died 
when he was five years old leaving his 
mother to get by the best way she 
could. 

In 1938 his mother re-married and 
the new family moved to California. 
The war years were hard on all family's 

4 	4 	during the 40s but they managed to 
prosper and grow closer through it all. 
When Jim was 11 years old his 
stepfather decided they would make 
their relationship permanent. Jim was 
legally adopted and he now officially 
had a father. 

After graduating from college, Jim 
was commissioned in the Navy. After 
serving 31 years in the Navy Jim was 
mustered out in Seattle, Washington 
with the rank of captain in 1986. During 
his Navy carrier Jim was married and 
started a family of his own, two girls 
and a boy. 

Navy retirement was not enough for 
Jim to live in the manner he wanted to, 
so he took a job with theTulalip Indians. 
Growing up believing he was Cherokee 
Indian, getting a job with the Cherokee 
tribe was no ptoblem. "They wanted 
me to trace baCk my Indian heritage, 
so we started the legal process of paper 
shuffling and letter writing," Jim said. 

During the process of filing for his 
legal Birth Certificate he found out the 
parents he grew up thinking were his 
birth parents were not, they had adopted 
him when he was three months old. 
Jim was astonished, "How could it be 
I was adopted and knew nothing about 
it," Jim thought. 

With both parents no longer alive 
and no other living relatives of his 
adopted family, Jim was bewildered 
as to what to do. He wrote many letters 
and made several phone calls, but his 
only response was a birth certificate 
with the birth parents names deleted. 
The records had been sealed and the 
courts would not release the names. It 
had finally gotten to the point he would 
have to go to Texas and endure a 
lengthy court battle to get the names 
released, and there was no guarantee 
he would win. Jim could not afford the 
time away from work or the expense 
of the lengthy court battles. 

Talk shows have become a popular 
pastime for Americans, and Diana 
Heatley,Jim's daughter, is one of those 
who watches them. While watching 
Opera one day she saw a show on lost  

relatives and adopted children who 
wanted to find their real parents. She 
got a name and started to make phone 
calls. After four years of searching 
and cross matching they were able to 
narrow the field of search down to Fort 
Worth, Texas and four babies born on 
the day Jim was born. 

Now it was just a matter of making 
four more phone calls. After all the 
years of searching and dead ends the 
last four calls were going to be the end 
of the relentless search, one way or the 
other. "I didn't know if they would 
want to talk tome, or what theirreaction 
would be, I was really nervous. The 
people who helped us locate and 
narrow the search to Post, Texas, told 
my daughter it would be better if 
someone else other than myself made 
the call," Jim said. 

Jim's daughter made the phone call, 
and asked the important questions, did 
you have a baby on this day, were you 
working on this job, did you live at this 
place, all the questions that would link 
the two together. "She didn't say 
anything the first time I talked to her, 
I think she was in shock," Heatley 
said. The conversation ended with no 
conclusion. She felt she had talked to 
the right person, but no conclusive 
answer had been reached. "I went to 
church that night and when I got back, 
the phone rang again. I new this time 
what I would say, the first time she 
called I was in shock. This time I 
admitted it, yes I'm his mother," said 
Nora Jackson. 
Nora hung up the phone and 

immediately felt relieved. "I felt a 
great wave of joy, but I was worried 
about what my children would say or 
think of me," Nora said. I called Jim 
first, he was the one I was most worried 
about Nora said. "I was dumbfounded, 
I didn't know what to say or do. All 
these years I had a brother I didn't 
know I had. I couldn't say anything at 
first," said Mayor, Jim Jackson. 

It has been three weeks since the first 
contact was made over the phone. 
Since that time Jim Cameron, his wife 
Donna, his daughter Diana, and her 
children Brianne, Jessica and Brent 
have all came to Texas to meet their 
new found families. Jim Cameron, 
who grew up an only child now has six 
brothers and sisters, a mother and 
nearly 100 other relatives.

If you are among the folks that have 
suffered through a round of sinus/ 
creeping crud, then you likely favor a 
freeze to "clear the air". If you're 
among the folks that have cleaned 
your favorite deer rifle, washed your 
favorite camo clothes and are awaiting 
the first day of deer season, a freeze 
would be just what the big bucks are 
wanting. However, if you're a beef 
cattle producer, a freeze forecast is 
something that might cause the hair to 
stand up on your neck. 

Prussic Acid is a cattle persons 
nightmare and without fail, this time 
of year and the first freeze or frost of 
the winter can cause you some anxious 
moments. Prussic acid is formed in 
plants of the sorghum family, i.e.. 
johnsongrass, when the living leaf cells 
are ruptured and cyanide-producing 
compounds arc converted into prussic 
acid. 

Prussic acid is one of the most potent 
toxins in nature. As ruminants consume 
plants containing prussic acid, the toxin 
is absorbed into the bloodstream and 
carried to body tissues where it 
interferes with oxygen utilization. If 
the toxin is absorbed rapidly enough, 
the animal soon dies from respiratory 
paralysis. 

Consumption of only very small 
amounts of prussic acid containing 
plants may be lethal and dead animals 
may be found without visible 
symptoms of poisoning. However, 
symptoms form smaller amounts of 
poisoning include labored breathing, 
irregular pulse, staggering and frothing 
at the mouth. 

Tips for preventing prussic acid 
poisoning may reduce the risk and 
subsequent losses by some of the 
followirig grazing management 
practices: 
•Graze sorghum-type forages only 

when plants are 15 inches high. 
•Do not graze for two weeks after a 

non-killing frost. 
•Do not graze after a killing frost 

until plant material is dry (minimum 
48 hours, safest time is one week). 
•Do not graze at night when frost is 

likely. 
There are no accurate tests to detect 

prussic acid in plant tissues. If you 
must graze frosted or frozen, 
susceptible plants, a good rule of thurnb 
might be to utilize some animals that 
you could afford to loose as "test 
critters".

This restructure will sig-
nificantly change PLEXAR I and II services. 

The restructuring of PLEXAR I will, among other things: (1) reduce 
the maximum line size from 30 to 9; (2) obsolete and grandfather 
certain optional features; (3) eliminate the requirement to subscribe to 
Feature Package Two in order to subscribe to certain optional features; 
(4) reduce the nonrecurring and monthly rates of certain features; and 

(5) increase the nonrecurring charges for the PLEXAR I System 
Charge ($2.10 to $8.00), Call Transfer Disconnect feature ($3.00 to 
$8.00), and Convenience Dialing I feature ($6.35 to $8.00). All current 
PLEXAR I customers will have the option of keeping their current 
PLEXAR I service, switching to the new restructured PLEXAR I ser-
vice, or switching to PLEXAR II service with ten or more lines. 

The proposed PLEXAR II restructure will, among other things: (1) 
change the tariffed offering to serve the market segment of 10-74 sta-
tions; (2) create two station pricing structures, one for customers with 
10-29 stations, and one for customers with 30-74 stations; (3) reduce 
the sensitivity for the loop portion of the rate to two price bands: 0-2 
miles, and beyond 2 miles; (4) offer a PLEXAR II basic station that can 
be flexibly configured, from a number of standard features, to meet 
the individual customer requirements; (5) change the way the termina-
tion liability is calculated so the customer is responsible for 65% rather 
than 56% of the present worth of the remaining monthly payments in 
the contract; (6) create an option that allows month-to-month cus-

According to Romans 8 (20) we are 
to be conformed to the image of Jesus.

Your own church may think you're 
crazy. Even your 
pastor may think 
you've lost it. But, 
that's all right. You 
see, Jesus faced the 
same situation 
every time he did 
what his Father 
lead him to do. In 
Mark 3 Jesus was 
watched by the 
religious folks to 
see if he would do 
something crazy, 
like heal a sick man on the Sabbath. 
These religious folks got so mad they 
decided he had to be destroyed because 
of the crazy things he was doing. In 
verse 21 his closest friends heard about 
his crazy works and took him aside to 
try to straighten him out. They thought 
he was beside himself, which means 
unbalanced. They thought he was 
crazy. Finally, after Jesus did these 
crazy things for three years, the 
religious folks got him nailed to a 
cross. He was buried and then on the 
third day he did something else that 
upset the religious folks. He arose 
from the dead. He went to his followers 
and said you shall receive power after 
that the Holy Ghost is come upon you, 
so that you can go out and do the same 
works that the religious folks think are 
crazy. He didn't let the world and the 
opinions of even the religious stop 
him from doing the will of his Father. 
His desire was to please his Father 
with his faith. 

How about you and I? When we meet 
the lost, do we respond like Jesus? Do 
we let them see the love of God in us? 
Do we show them that God loves them 
no matter what they have done?

If Jesus was seen as a little crazy by 
the world, by the religious and by his 
own friends, don't be surprised if 
people think you're a little crazy 
because of your faith.
