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Garza County Sheriff's Deputies
make drug bust on highway 84

Garza County Sheriff’s deputies,
acting on an anonymous telephone tip
arrested four suspects on charges of
possession of marijuana and
possession of a controlled substance,
(cocaine). The Friday afternoon
November 18 arrest occurred
approximately 2 miles south of Post
on highway 84.

Garza County Sheriff, Kenneth Ratke
received an anonymous phone tip
phonetip thata 1995, blue Ford Winstar
van without license plates would be
traveling through Poston highway 84.
The Clinformed Ratke the occupants
would be in possession of narcotics. “I
wasinvolved in something I wasunable
to get away from, so I dispatched
Lieutenant J. W. Jolly III and Deputy
Memo Ortiz.”

Ortiz made the first contact with
suspect vehicle. Afterthe arrival of Lt.
Jolly the suspects were asked for

consent to search and received it. A
passenger of the vehicle told the
officers, “I have a little weed, that’s all
you'll find.” After making that
statement the occupants were arrested
andthe vehicle towed in. Afterarriving
at the Sheriff’s office the two officers
along with Ratke continued the search.
Upon further search Jolly and Ortiz
found two Crown Royal bags
containing drug paraphernalia. Also
found was a white powdery substance
believed to be cocaine. Also in the
vehicle were two coolers containing
beer. The suspects stated they were on
their way to a Rolling Stones concert
in Dallas. The white substance was
later tested and found to be cocaine.
A passenger of the leased vehicle
confessed the narcotics were his and
the otheroccupants werenotinvolved.
Because the vehicle was a leased
vehicle “confiscation would not be

cost effective,” said Ratke. To be able
to confiscate a leased vehicle the owner
would have to be compensated before
the Sheriff’s office could retain the
vehicle. “I don’t think the voters of
Garza County would appreciate me
writing a $10,000 check on the hopes
of keeping the van,” Ratke added.

The driver and two passengers of the
vehicle were not charged in the arrest
and were released later that evening
with the vehicle. The suspect was
arraigned later in the day before Justice
of the Peace Shellia Melton. On the
charge of possession of marijuana, a
$2,500 bond was set. On the charge of
possession of a controlled substance,
(cocaine) a $7,500 bond was set.

The suspect was released on bond
late the same night. The driver is from
Lubbock and the three passengers are
from Anton and Slaton. The suspect
will return to Garza County for trial.

Sheriff's
Deputies
attend
workshop

Four Garza County law enforcement
officials attended a Training Series
Information Workshop in Lubbock
Tuesday, November 15. Those who
attended the workshop were: Garza
County Sheriff Kenneth Ratke,
Lieutenant J. W. Jolly III, Deputy
Maurice Herridge, and Deputy Tommy
Binford.

Topicsof concern and education were
taught by attorneys for the Texas
Association of Counties. The subjects
covered a variety of concerns of law
enforcement officials as well as
citizens. Things like officers making
false arrests, sexual misconduct, family

violence, liabilities of law
enforcement safeguarding law
enforcement were covered and mock
trials were held to illustrate how
operational procedures can help or
hurt cases.

“As far as I know, we have never
had a false arrest. We had one false
sexual misconduct charge against the
department, but she is now facing
charges by the grand Jury for making
false statements. I'm proud of the
men we have on the force in Garza
County, We have over 200 pages of
office polices in effect and they all
follow them,” said Ratke.

The Pilgrims were joined by King
Massasoit and 90 Indian braves who
brought along and presented to
Govemor Bradford a gift of five deer.

first Thanksgiving feast lasted for three
days.

Where the idea of a Thanksgiving
Day originated is thought to have came
from one of three places. The English
had, in the course of history, observed
various days of Thanksgiving. One of
which was Guy Hawks day, “in grateful
deliverance” of uncovering the
gunpowder plot of 1605. The plot was
to blow up the Parliamenton November
5, and was discovered in time to avert
disaster.

Another influence on Thanksgiving
day came from Holland. When the
English were forced to flee England
and find refuge with the Dutch it is
possible the observance of
Thanksgiving Day was acquired from
them. The Dutch have a Thanksgiving
Day in observance of their victory
over Spain in 1575. It is celebrated in
October.

The Puritans may render the third
possibility of the English Colonists
acquiring Thanksgiving Day. The
settlers of the Colonies were in the
beginning very friendly with the
Indians. The Indians set many times
aside for giving thanks for one thing or
another. It is possible the idea was
derived from them.

No matter how or why the holiday
began, it is one of thanks and
celebration. While Christmas was
condemned as sinful anditscelebration
was absolutely forbidden in the New
England colonies, Thanksgiving was
faithfully observed. In fact a law was
passed and a fine of five shillings was
imposed on those who did “Servile
labor or worke” on Thanksgiving Day.

In modern America the official
holiday was not made into
proclamation until 1864 and it was
originally the last Thursday in
November. Today Thanksgiving is a
legal holiday in every state, providence
and possession of the United States. It
was once a custom for the President to
read the Lincoln Proclamation each
Thanksgiving Day to officially begin
the holiday.

In Franklin D. Roosevelt’s citing in
1939 he proclaimed the deviation to
the third Thursday of November. This
continued until 1941. The last
Thursday was then taken again as the
official holiday and remains the same
in all of the United States, its
Providence'’s and Districts to this day.

The Housing Task Force met
Monday, November 14 to discuss the
disbursement of funds and guide lines.
The task force consists of Ben Owen,
Ann Stelzer, Harold Lucas, Noah
Gutierez and Alice Cruse., The
$225,000 federal grant funds will be
used or the rehabilitation of homes
within the corporate city limits of Post.

A Re-hab Specialist, Delbert Rudd
will be in charge of inspecting the
homes after the applications have gone
through the approval process. All
homes must meet certain criteria before
they can be approved.

Eligibility will be based on certain
requirements that are set by the state
and the city. Owners must be low
income, within the corporate city
limits, and have a valid deed to the
property. Families witha large number
ofchildren, elderly home owners and
disabled will be given (first
considerations to the funds. Other
requirements may be installed or
revised at a later ime.

S. T.A.R.S.

While the information is being
reviewed by the city and the task force,
they will not have access to the name
of the owner; a number will assigned
by Kay Howard. Howard is an
independent  specialist and
Administrator of Funds from Lubbock
who has been hired by the city to
insure fair disbursements of the funds
and guarantee privacy. No city
employees, no one on the task force or
any city officials are eligible for the
funds even if all other requirements
are met.,

All contractors will be hired from the
Post area if possible and jobs will be
bid out. Repairs will be aimed at
making the home a safer place to live,
regardless of cost. Attached dwellings
such as garages are not eligible.
Examples of eligible improvements
are plumbing, electrical, structural,
sidewalks, porches, floors and ceilings
as well as other improvements.

All applicants will have to meet an
application deadline and go through
the rating process before they are

eligible. Contractors will also be
required to meet certain guidelines
and requirements. Work will be
warrantied for one year. Grievances
will be put before the task force. If
they can reach no settlement it will go
before the city council, if nosettlement
is made it will go before the state to be
resolved.

Announcements will be made when
applications can be picked up. Once
the announcements of available
applications is made public, people
will have 30 days to pick up and return
the application. “Itcould be aslong as
the first of the year before we will be
ready,” said Rudd.

The next meeting of the task force to
elect a Chairman, a Vice Chairman
and set further guidelines will be the
first Monday after Thanksgiving.

Buckner Children's Home to provide
help for families in trouble

Buckner Children's Home has been
awarded a $198,000 crises nursery
. grant for Project Parents and Children
Together (PACT) under the Tempo-
rary Child Care Act and the auspices
of the Texas Department of Protective
and Regulatory Services.

"We will use this grant to provide
respite or short-term crises child care
for families in trouble" said Betty
Ribordy, director of Buckner
Children’s Home Family Based Ser-
vices.

PACT will help young parents and
their children who are at high risk of
abuse and neglect. Young children
may be placed in foster care during a
seven 1o ten day period so that the
parents can take care of an impending
crises.

"A crisis may be that the parents
can't attend school because there is no
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one to take care of their children or a
medical emergency," said Ribordy.

Foster families are currently being
recruited for this program. "We need
families who are willing to help chil-
dren on a short-term basis.

What you can’tdo is sell at a loss
and then immediately buy back
that same security; the IRS won't
count that as a loss. What you can
do is wait 31 days before repur-
chase--or go into comparable in-
vestments immediately. The IRS
bars "substantially identical” in-
vestments within 30 days, but the
investor can maintain the integnty
of the portfolio with another mu-
tual fund with a similar investment
strategy or a similar bond with a
different issuer, coupon rate or
duration.

Food banks need donors in
advance of holidays

During any November and Decem-
ber, food banks throughout Texas can
become hard-pressed to provide
enough nutritious food for all the low-
income and homeless people that they
try to serve, according to health offi-
cials. But this year, when many of the
state's volunteer donations centers al-
ready have tapped their reserves to
help vicums of the October floods of
southeast Texas, needy pecople
throughout the state may face greater
hardships during the Thanksgiving and
Christmas holidays.

Dr. David R. Smith, Texas Com-
missioner of Health, said, "The gen-
erosity of Texansin helping cach other
through tragedy and hard times is
legendary. It is a true resource, in
which this state takes fierce pride. The
voluntary, public effort to take care of
our own amid the devastation of
October's floods has underscored that
quality. Now, asthe holidays approach,
we need help replenishing our local
food banks with nutritious, easily
stored foods, so that all Texans who
need help are served."

Barbara Keir, director of the Public
Health Nutrition Program at the Texas
Department of Health (TDH) said,
"Food donors should always be se-
lective in the kinds of foods they give."

She explained that although some
well-meaning donors may want to
contribute something festive 1o
brighten people's holidays, the nutri-
tional value, shelf life and versatility
of foods are more important. "Nutri-
tious foods are always in season," she
said.

i‘sghmm' seew "_%ﬁm—-

"Often, people who qualify for food
bank helpaalready are undemourished,"
Keir explained. "They need basic,
wholesome foods, preferably in quan-
tities large enough for families. Food
banks can manage donations more
easily if they are in cans or durable
boxes. Some dry items in theiroriginal
bags, such as flour, beans and un-
cooked spaghetti are also practical."

Examples of the foods Keir recom-
mends for donations are: canned fruits
and vegetables; canned fruit or veg-
etable juices; powdered milk; canned
tuna or chicken; peanut butter; canned

or dry beans or peas; canned soups or N

stews; macaroniand cheese mix; flour,
cornmeal or masa harina; rice, noodles
or spaghett; oatmeal and cream of
wheat, and ready-to-eat cereals.

Keir added that baby foods some-
times are lacking at food banks. "We
encourage mothers to breast-feed if
they can," she said. "But when that is

impossible or not practical, we urge (-
them to give their babies iron-fortificd @@ »

formula. Babies and toddlers also can
eat plain baby foods, including meats,
fruits, vegetables and infant cereals.”

She added that by taking the time to
read labels, donors can select foods
with high nutritional content. Selec-
tions should be simple and from major
food groups; milk and dairy products;
meats, poultry and fish; cereals and
grains, and fruits and vegetables.

There are many nativity scenes in
various sizes. There is a classic
Christmas scene, complete with
miniature appointments scaled 1” to
1.” All the furniture is hand carved in
this display. A papier mache and wood
nativity scene complete with towns
people and animals all hand made is
also on display.

In window, #5, fromthe collectionof |
Billie Wolfe, is a bronze sculpture,
circa 1870 from an estate in St. Louis.
From the historic Old St. Mary’s
Church in Philadelphia is a stained
glass roundel set in hand polished rims

of Williamsburg lead free pewter. All
of these exquisite reproductions are
from famous Cathedrals and Churches
around the world.

In the same display window is a
Christmas Egg, and a goose egg shell
covered in brocade and lined with
velvet. Inside are meticulously carved
figurines from Italy. The miniature
harpis crafted of fine mahogany wood
and plays music. In window #6 is a
Holy Family pierced plate by Lenox.
Thisunusual plate is painted and carved
with fine detail, leaving nothing to the

imagination, except how the detail was
sculpted.

Polly Cravy, of Post has made a hand
carved Nativity scene with ina gourd.
The hand molded figurines are painted
to the finest detail. From Chili is a
hand carved nativity made from buffalo
horn.

Holiday taste treats from the South

from Ruth Lewis

Picture yourself sitting on the
screened in porch of an old southern
home. There's achillin the air, so there
is a warm throw across your lap and
you're sipping hot spiced tea from a
delicate china teacup. Wonderful
smells float from the kitchen where
the 'women' of the family are prepar-
ing the Thanksgiving feast.

What divinely tasty things are they
preparing? Well, there's turkey of
course, with combread dressing. And
heavenly smelling sourdough bread.
And simply dozens of other delights
for the taste buds.

Of all the many wonderful things to
come out of the South, a goodly num-
ber of them are recipes. Handed down
from mother to daughter, and recently
even from mother to son, many of
these dishes are both fattening and
divine!

I'd like to share two of my holiday
favorites with you here. Althoughthese
are time consuming dishes, they are
well worth the effort.

Ambrosia

May be served as a salad or desert
and makes 4-6 servings.

I cup well-drained mandarin oranges
I cup miniature marshmallows

I cup well drained pineapple chunks
I cup flaked coconut

I cup coarsely chopped pecans (pro-
nounced ‘peee-cans’)

I cup sour cream

Mix all ingredients, cover and chill
atleast 1 hour, (Overnightis just fine.)
Serve as is in frosted desert bowls, on
pineapple rings or in lettuce cups.
About 535 calories for each of 4 serv-
ings, 355 calories for each of 6 serv-
ings. (This can be reduced some by
using low fat sour cream, but why
bother?)

Old Fashioned Southern
Pecan Pie

Almosttoo good to be true this makes
6-8 servings. Do not try to double this
recipe, it just won't work.

For the crust

1 114 cups sifted flour

112 teaspoon salt

1/3 cup chilled vegetable shortening
or lard

1/4 cup ice water

1/4 cup very finely ground pecans

Place flour, salt and pecans in a
shallow mixing bowl and cut in short-
ening until mixture resembles course
meal. Chill in the freezer for about 10
minutes. Sprinkle water over the sur-
face, 1 tablespoon at a time, and mix in
lightly and quickly with a fork, just
until pastry holds together. Shape gen-
tly in a ball, using your hands as little
as possible. On a lightly floured sur-
face, press into a circle about 1 inch
thick using your hands, again, as little
as possible. Using a lightly floured
rolling pin and short, firm strokes from
the center, roll into a circle about 3
inches larger than the pie pan. If nec-
essary, use asmall basting brush dipped
inice water to dampen and seal tearsin
the pastry.

To transfer the pastry to the pan, lay
the rolling pin, or your hand and arm
across the center of the pastry circle,
fold half of the pastry over the rolling
pin or your arm, and ease the pan
underneath from the folded side.

Press the pastry gently into the pan.
Trim around the edge withaknife, and
use the brush, ice water and scraps to
mend any tears.

Cut strips of pastry from the scraps
that are the same width as the edge of
your pan and place them all the way
around the edge on top of the pastry

circle. Flute the edges using the thumb
and first finger of one hand and the
thumb of the other. This higheredge is
a must for this pie!

For the filling

I cup pecan halves (must be unbroken
halves for a pretty pie)

1 (1 pound) box of light brown sugar
1/4 cup unsifted flour

1/2 teaspoon salt

112 cup whole milk

1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla

3eggs

1/2 cup melted butter (not margarine)

Preheat oven to 325 degrees F. Make
pastry as directed but do not bake.
Arrange pecans in concentric rings
(circles) on the bottom of the pie pan,
on top of the pastry. Blend sugar, flour,
and salt, then mix in milk and vanilla.
(Do not try to combine all these things
at once, it just won't work.) Beat in
eggs, 1 atatime, (more than 1 atatime
just won't work) using a wire whisk or
rotary beater; mix in butter, a little ata
time. (Again, . . . ) Pour filling very
slowly over the pecans. (The pecans
will float to the top of the filling in the
same pattern that they were in on the
bottom.)

Bake pie 1 hour and 15 minutes, or
until filling is puffy and crust golden.
Ifthe crustbegins to brown too quickly,
wrap foil carefully around the edge of
the pie only. If you poke a hole in the
filling at this point, it will fall just like
a cake. Pie is done when a toothpick
inserted into the centercomes outclean,

Serve at room temperature. And cut
the pieces small - this pie is very rich!
About 725 calories for each of 6 serv-
ings, 540 calories for each of 8 serv-
ings.

For a real treat, serve warm, topped
with butter pecan ice cream, and don't
even think about the calories!

Four words thatevery young man
hates to hear, “take out the garbage”.

religious tradition
sticks its nose up
at. He pointed His
heart toward
sinners, not His
finger.

about what is inside as we are about
outward appearance?

We're so wrapped up in looking
the part in our fancy church. We're
concerned about our programs and
activities. We're concerned about our
denominational traditions.

We're so concerned about all
the garbage of tradition that we have
lost our concern about doing the work
of Jesus. We're not concerned about
the lack of power. We're notconcerned
about the lost. We're not concerned
about being doers of the word. We're
not concerned about the lack of faith
inour lives. We're notconcerned about
the sick and diseased enough to pray
the prayer of faith for them. We’re not
concerned about the lack of working
giftsin the Body. We're not concerned
about the garbage that we carry around
inside.

God help us get rid of religious
garbage. It 1s stinking up the lives of
too many. It 1s not a pleasant job we
face, because this garbage is messy
and 1t stinks. Breaking tradition is
only possible when we tumn to Satan
and rebuke his deception of religion
and then turn to God for the truth to set
us free of tradition’s hold. Rats like
Satan and his demonic world love to
wallow 1n religious garbage. These
demons work in the trash and keep it
moving. We cannot let this garbage
reproduce.
