Cotton estimates
raised on High Plains

Although it wasnt by
much, the National Agricul-
tural Statistics Service did
raise their district estimates
for the Texas High Plains
from 2.445 million bales
in the November report to
2.475 million bales in their
report released on Tuesday.

Harvest is almost complete
on the High Plains, and some
gins are nearing the finish
of their season. Snow and
ice have delayed harvest for
some producers, but activity
has increased over the past
week as growers complete
their 2013 cotton crop.

“This number is getting a
little closer to our expecta-
tions, and while we've had
some high-yielding cotton

~ of excellent quality, the 2013

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crop was yet another chal-

lenging one, weather-wise,”

said Steve Verett, executive
vice president for Plains
Cotton Growers in Lubbock.

“We hope that the Farmers’

Almanac is indeed correct in
their assessment that we'll
have an unusually wet winter
so we can go into the 2014
crop with some optimism.”
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According to the NASS
report, that 2.475 million
bales for the High Plains
would be just more than
60 percent of the state’s to-
tal crop of an estimated 4.1
million bales, which was un-
changed from the estimate
in the November report.

Planted acres and harvest-
ed acres are unchanged from
the November report from
3.76 million acres planted
on the High Plains and 1.8
million acres expected to be
harvested. Yield estimates
increased for both portions
of the Plains Cotton Grow-
ers service area, with an av-
erage yield of 896 pounds
per acre in the northern half
and 589 pounds per acre in
the south.

The world’s cotton crop for
2013-2014 is estimated to
be 116.8 million bales. The
U.S. upland cotton crop pro-
duction estimate is 12.443
million bales, down slightly
from the November report.

Quality remains good,
with 21 being the predomi-
nant color for the Lubbock,
Lamesa and Abilene classing
offices over the last several
weeks and for the season.
Average staple length for the
season is well over 35 for the
Lubbock and Lamesa of-
fices. Both offices have seen
bark content increase over
the past week.

Farmers should follow
fundamentals

Cotton producers are ad-
vised to stick to fundamen-
tals when looking ahead to
future prices, says one Texas
A&M AgriLife Extension
Service cotton economist.

John Robinson said on
a recent Ag Market report
that despite recent news
headlines, the fundamentals

of supply and demand is a
good compass for forecast-
ing future prices.

“I expect this year’s De-
cember and next year’s (De-
cember 2014) harvest time
futures contracts to contin-
ue to trade in their current
ranges,” Robinson said. “I
want to point out the current
spread of December 2014 is
about a nickel below De-
cember 2013, which implies
there is already an expecta-
tion of a Chinese unwinding
some of their stocks.”

Robinson said the absence
of (daily, weekly and month-
ly) U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture market information
during the government shut-
down “was like a metaphor
for what's been going on for
a couple of years.”

“Namely, fundamental in-
formation is subordinate to
policy interventions (with
Chinese stockpiling being
the continuing main inter-
vention),” he said. “A pro-
jection 'of upper-70-cent
futures for December 2014
cotton means growers first
need to question whether
that is an affordable enough
price to plant cotton.”

Robinson said cotton
farmers who do decide to
plant cotton need to think
about forward pricing or
hedging because the risk will
continue to be to the down-
side.

“Puts and put spreads on
December 2014 cotton fu-
tures are amazingly cheap,
considering how far away we
are from December 2014,
he said. “It’s an affordable
insurance opportunity for
those already planning on
planting cotton.”

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2013 Year in Review

As residents of Garza County and our readers
throughout the state, nation and world reflect on the
year past and look forward to what the New Year
has in store, we look back on the events that helped
shape events in and around Post City over the last 52
weeks.

January 4, 2013

State Photographer of Texas Wyman Meinzer has
recently had his new book about the Texas trailblazer
Charles Goodnight published. The book is “Charles
Goodnight: A Man for All Ages,” published by Badlands
design and production. While Meinzer is proud of his
photo work, he did not actually write the book, that
honor belongs to Byron Price, the author.

Jan. 11, 2013

A break in the Post waterline has left nearly 6-8
families without water on New Year’s Day. The break in
the line occurred at the White River pipeline at about
2 a.m. on New Year’s Eve. Tom Fulton, head of the
White River Municipal Water District said that his guys
worked for about 30 hours straight to get water back
to the customers.

Jan. 18, 2013

Garza county officials met Monday in their first
regular meeting of the new year to deliberate and
act on a number of housekeeping items, including
setting bonds for all newly elected county officials and
renewing those for others already in office. New state
law required some changes for which the amounts
certain elected officials are bonded.

Jan. 25, 2013

Going on percentages alone, it was a banner year
for cotton production in Garza County. The number of
bales produced at the Close City Gin was up more than
415 percent this season. But taking into consideration
that last year’s historic draught cut cotton production
down to a near all time low of 993 bales, it puts this
seasons production into more of a perspective.

Feb. 2, 2013

On Saturday, January 19, the Garza County Junior
Livestock Show kicked off with Ronnie Metsger’s
welcome and opening prayer. Hailey Krauser led the
Pledge of Allegiance before the show commenced with
the swine showing. Grand Champion Swine went to
Katie Dunn and reserve grand champion went to Callie
Odom. Heifer Grand Champion was Audree Williams
while the steer grand champion was Pake Jones and
reserve grand champion was Emma Thompson.

Feb. 8, 2013

The oil industry continues to grow at a strong pace
in the Post area with an average of 40 percent of the
local labor force involved in the industry. The growth
has caused a growing need for housing in Post and a
demand for labor, which are both strong signs of the
local economy.

Feb. 15, 2013

Linda Puckett, the director and curator for the Garza
County Historical Museum, just recently completed her
new book “Post,” which is an in-depth look at Post’s
history through imagery. However, the most interesting
part of the story is that all proceeds from the sale of
her book are going toward improving the museum.
"The main purpose is to get the facts out and make
sure we preserve history,” said Pucket of her book.

March 1, 2013

Garza County Judge Lee Norman is spearheading an
effort to get a driver’s liscense office re-opened in Post.
During their regular meeting Monday, commissioners
voted to pursue the idea and for Norman to continue
talks with state legislatures and officials with the
Department of Public Safety to bring this service back
to the residents of Garza County.

March 8, 2013

In the wake of the deadliest school shooting in U.S.
history at Sandy Hook Elementary in Newtown, Conn.,
Post ISD officials are weighing the changes to the
district’s safety policy, including whether teachers can
carry firearms.

Qualifying for the May 11 school board and municipal
elections ended this past week. Councilwomen Melba
Cimental and Pixie Grisham face no opposition upon
qualifying, therefore effectively re-seating them to
another term on the Post City Council. Mayor Archie
Gill will face T.K. Thompson in the city election. In
school board races, incumbents Drew Kirkpatrick and
Robbie Williams will campaign to reclaim their seats as
political newcomer Ray Perez will clamor for one seat.

March 15, 2013

The city of Post and Garza County commissioners
will split the cost of hiring a full-time airport manager
to oversee the facility’s day-to-day operations and
administrative activities.

Rep. Drew Springer, R-Muenster, filed legislation
last week that would give small communities, such
as Post, more flexibility in local governmental control
by reducing population stipulation in state law that
otherwise would open small communities up to more
state control. The legislation centered on the Giles
W. Dalby prison in Post being counted into the city's
decennial census in 2010.

March 22, 2013

Post City officials have said the Garza Theatre is
in such a state of disrepair that the only option is
for the structure to be razed. In a report provided
to the Dispatch by City Manager Deana Watson, an
independent inspection of the facility stated the
monetary value of the repairs would be much greater
than half of the building’s value. City officials shuttered
the venue in September 2011 during a production
event. The building had been in use since the early
1900s.

March 29, 2013

The annual Tabana Yuane weather-predicting
ceremony forecast an “excellent” season for crops
on the South Plains. The ancient Comanche ritual
conducted at the first of spring each year was revived
a number' of years ago by Post resident Chief Frank
Runkles and is held each year in his memory.

Local water district officials are calling for a week of
prayer and fasting to help alleviate the historic drought
that has plagued West Texas over the last several
months.

April 5, 2012

Wes Burnett, former publisher of The Post Dispatch,
was laid to rest after suffering a massive stroke at
his home in Rockwall, east of the Dallas-Fort Worth
Metroplex. Burnett and his wife, Pat, bought and
published the Dispatch from 1982 to 2008.

April 12, 2013

Longtime Justice of the Peace Dee Justice has
announced he will leave his office effective at the
end of May. Justice served seven-terms in the seat
— 31 years — and said age and the want to move
into retirement as factors for leaving before his term
expired. Justice and his wife, Janet, also operate
Justice-Mason Funeral Home.

April 19, 2013

Giles W. Dalby, 80, the longest tenured county judge
in the state of Texas, died and was buried on his
sprawling 17,000-acre ranch east of Post. The much-
revered civic leader was well-respected throughout
the state for his practical and sensible style of county
leadership. Retiring in 2006, Dalby served 34 years as
Garza County judge.

Comptroller reports state revenue
amount

AUSTIN — Texas will have some $98.9
billion in general revenue for state budget
makers to work with in the 2014-2015
biennium, according to Texas Comptroller
Susan Combs' revenue estimate.

Combs delivered the estimate to Gov.
Rick Perry, Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst,
House Speaker Joe Straus and every
member of the state House and Senate on
Dec. 12.

“This available revenue,” Combs said,
“supports general revenue spending of
$96.31 billion for the 2014-2015 biennium
... producing an expected revenue balance
of $2.58 billion.”

Turning to the economy to hclp c.\'plain
the surfeit of revenue, she added, “Texas
has recovered 100 percent of the jobs lost
in the recession and has added 597,000
beyond the previous peak in August
2008.”

Gov. Perry welcomed Combs' official
estimate, saying, government
budgets like Texas families, limiting
spending and saving hard-earned dollars.
As a result, Comptroller Susan Combs
estimates our current 2014-2015 budget
will end with a positive balance of nearly
$2.6 billion. What’s most remarkable is
we've done this while passing $1.4 billion
in tax and made historic
investments in water and, if voters approve,
roads.”

Secretary of State resigns

Texas Secretary of State John Steen
on Dec. 13 announced he would step
down next month to return to his private
law practice and continue managing his
family’s investments.

Appointed by Gov. Perry in November
2012, Steen, Texas’ 108th secretary of state
serves as the state’s chief election officer.
Duties of the office include the storage
and preservation of official and business
and commercial records required by law to
filed, publication of government rules and
regulations, the commissioning of notaries
public, the keeping of the state seal and
attestation to the governor’s signature on
official documents. The secretary of state
also*serves as senior advisor and liaison to
the governor for Texas Border and Mexican
Affairs and serves as chief international
protocol officer for Texas.

Water case clears hurdle

The U.S. solicitor general’s office on Dec.
10 said the State of Texas has provided
enough legal evidence to move forward
with its water compact dispute case against
the state of New Mexico before the U.S.
Supreme Court.

Earlier this year, Texas filed its original
action claim against New Mexico asserting

damages to Texas from New Mexico's
diversions of project water below Elephant
Butte that have harmed Texas’ allocation
as set forth in the Rio Grande Project and
the 1938 Rio Grande Compact.

Texas, New Mexico and Colorado each
filed briefs on the case. The U.S. Supreme
Court asked the U.S. Solicitor General to
weigh in on the case before deciding to
take the action.

Chairman Bryan W. Shaw of the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality
commented, saying, “While Texas is loath
to sue our New Mexico neighbor, river
compacts are law, Texas rightfully depends
on water apportioned under the law, and
the compacts must be enforced.”

SCOTUS hears air case

The U.S. Supreme Court on Dec. 10
heard oral arguments in EPA v. EME
Homer City Generation, a case contesting
the federal agency’s cross-state air pollution
rule that would require Texas and 27 other
states to reduce power plant emissions that
cross state lines.

Texas Railroad Commission Chairman
Barry Smitherman said the rule
“threatens the viability of the Texas
lignite mining industry, jobs and severely
hampers economic growth. If the rule is
implemented, many Texas coal-fired power
plants may be forced to limit or shut down
operations.”

A decision by the high court is expected
by June 2014.

Travis DA keeps job

Travis County District Attorney
Rosemary Lehmberg was not forced
to resign, pursuant to a Dec. 11 ruling
by visiting Judge David Peeples of San
Antonio on a petition to seeking to remove
her from office.

Lehmberg, who also serves as the chief
enforcer of the state’s ethics laws on upper-
tier officeholders, was arrested and jailed
last April for driving while intoxicated.
Her behavior following her arrest was
recorded and widely publicized.

Following the civil court hearing,
Lehmberg said, “I deeply regret my
actions on April 12th and have taken full
responsibility. I am committed to carrying
out my responsibilities as district attorney
and to continue serving the voters of
Travis County.”

Mack Brown, head football coach for
The University of Texas, gave his farewell
press conference on Dec. 15, after 16 years
at the helm. Brown’s salary is an estimated
$5.4 million, making him one of the three
highest-paid college football coaches in
the nation.

If Santa 1s
bringing bikes,
ask for a helmet

ith Christmas approaching, many parents are plan-

ning to give their child a new bicycle — maybe

even their first bicycle. This is an excellent op-
portunity to teach children about the importance of wearing a
helmet to protect their head. According to National Safe Kids,
helmets can reduce the risk of severe brain injury by up to 88
percent, but only 45 percent of children wear bike helmets.

Also, the website stated, National Safe
Kids bicycles are associated with more
injuries in children than any other product
except automobiles. Other studies from
the organization found that nearly half
of the hospitalizations related to bicycles
are traumatic injury to the brain. Helmets
should be considered an important part of
bike riding,

Learning to ride a bicycle is not just
child’s play. In addition to promoting
healthy living habits, riding bicycles can
teach children about becoming inde-
pendent. With this new ifidépendence,
children need to learn to follow important
safety rules like wearing a helmet.

Parents can be great role models to promote bicycle safety
and wearing helmets on every trip. A child who rides with
companions wearing helmets or adults in general is more
likely to wear a helmet himself. Even very young toddlers on
tricycles should wear helmets to establish good habits.

When selecting a helmet for your child, follow these tips:

* Look for a helmet that has been certified to meet Con-
sumer Product Safety Commission standards.

* Make sure the helmet fits properly. To do this, measure
around the rider’s head about an inch above his or her eye-
brows, and select an appropriately sized helmet.

In addition to helmets, parents need to find safe places to
ride, such as parks, sidewalks, or playgrounds. It is important
to supervise preschoolers when they are riding, and keep chil-
dren younger than 10 from riding bikes in the street.

When teaching children to ride bicycles, also educate them
on these tips for safe bicycle riding:

* Always wear a bike helmet.

» Make sure the bicycle is the right size for the rider and in
good working order.

* Wear the proper clothing - neon, fluorescent, or other
bright colors when riding day or night.

» Teach children to make eye contact with drivers.

* Ride in the same direction as other traffic.

* Use hand and arm signals.

* There should only be one rider per saddle.

* Keep at least one hand on the handlebars.

* The bicycle must have a white light on the front and a red
reflector or red light on the rear (for riding at night).

* Use effective brakes that are capable of making the braked
wheel skid.
