34-year-old mother faces death; close-knit
Garza community shaken by tragic event

One week after a 34-year-old
mother was taken into police custody
and charged with capital murder in
the shooting death of her 2-year-
old daughter at their home in Post,
residents in and around Garza
County are still collectively stunned
by the events and continue ask
questions, for which there may never
be any answer.

Garza County Sheriff Terry
Morgan said the local 911 operations
center received a call a few minutes
before 5:30 p.m. Feb. 20 from a
woman reporting her child’s death.

When deputies responded to the
home in the 400 block of South
Avenue H in Post, they found the
woman alone in the home and the
gruesome discovery of a toddler’s
body, dead from an apparent gunshot
to the head.

Ashlee Anne Dean, 34, was arrested
and taken to the custody of the
Garza County sheriff. She remains
behind bars at the Garza County jail,
where she was arraigned Saturday
via teleconference before Justice of

the Peace Gordon Terry. She was
charged with one count of capital-
offence murder, which is mandatory
in homicide cases involving children
younger than the age of 10 in the
state of Texas.

Her bond was set at $1 million.

The capital offence charge means if
Dean should be found guilty through
the course of the legal system, she
would be eligible for the death
penalty.

At the arraignment, Dean was
represented by private counsel,
Lubbock attorney David M. Guinn
Jr. of Hurley & Guinn. Guinn is
formerly with the Lubbock Division
of the Federal Public Defender’s
Office for the Northern District of
Texas.

Dean's live-in partner and father of
the child, authorities say, was at work
at the time of the incident. No one
else was at home, they said.

Sheriff Morgan said no other
arrests are'pending at this time.

Less than a half-hour later after
arriving on the scene, Morgan called
in the Texas Rangers to assist in the
investigation.

“In smaller this

communities,

practice is common in cases like
these because of limited resources of
local law enforcement and to ensure
a thorough investigation,” Morgan
said.

Although Morgan said formal
toxicology reports were pending,
friends and family reported the
woman had a history of abuse with
a designer synthetic drug commonly
referred to as “bath salts,” so called
because of its appearance to Epsom
salt and in instances in which the
drug is sold under that guise.

Only outlawed within the last
two years, the drug often contains
substituted cathinones, which have
similar effects to
and cocaine, and is known to cause
hallucinations, paranoia and violent
behavior in some users.

Investigators with the Texas
Rangers continue their probe of the
case, Morgan said, and would be
turning it over to the district attorney
when complete.

Morgan said to his knowledge this
case is the first of its kind ever in
Garza County.

“Garza County has seen its
share of bizarre crimes, but, to my

knowledge at least, never anything
of this magnitude,” said Morgan, a
longtime Garza County resident who
is serving his first term in office.
News of the girls death and
subsequent arrest of her mother

spread through the usual channels of

word of mouth and social media.

The only resonating question that
continues to cast a pall over the
usually bustling city below the Cap
is “Why?”

Chris Atkinson, director of the
Community Recovery
Post, a unique facility that offers

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State looks to honor longtime
family farms, ranches

Program recognizes
land in use for 100
years Oor more

Garza County farmers
and ranchers whose land
has been continual use
since 1914 are encour-
aged to apply to the state’s
Family Land Heritage
program, which recog-
nizes farms and ranches
in the state of Texas that
have been operated by the
same families for at least
100 years.

Administered by the
Texas Department of Ag-
riculture, the Family Land
Heritage program first
began recognizing fami-
lies that, through genera-
tions of hard work, per-
severance and love of the
land, have operated their
farms and ranches for a
century or more, helping
Texas become a $100 bil-
lion powerhouse of agri-
cultural productivity.

In Garza County, this

designation has been be-

stowed upon only one

farm, the John Ira Wil-
bourn Homestead, estab-
lished in 1902 in the Gra-
ham Chapel community.

According to state offi-
cials, more than 98 percent
of all farms and ranches in
Texas continue to be fam-
ily owned.

Applications for the
2014 Family Land Heri-
tage program are
being accepted and must
be submitted by May 1
Those accepted into the
program will be honored
at a ceremony this fall at
the Texas Capital in Aus-
tin, where state officials
will recognize farms and

now

ranches established in
1914 or earlier.

Eligible farms and
ranches must still be

owned and operated by
the descendants of the
founder, either through
blood, marriage or adop-
tion. At least 10 acres of
the land must be in con-
tinuous agricultural pro-
duction for the past 100
years or more. There is no

Tilford Avenue, Ralls, Texas 79357.

The purpose of this meeting is to provide information regarding the proposed master plan of park improve-
ments on property adjacent to White River Lake. The proposed master plan, park and multi-use trail system im-
provements are being partially funded by an 80% grant through the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department, Texas
Recreation Trails Fund. Comments relative to the proposed master plan may be presented at the meeting.

White River Municipal Water District has been working with the Texas Parks & Wildlife to develop and
diversify our lake recreational facilities since 2012. The District accepted a $176,000 grant in 2012, has been
offered a $500,000 grant for 2013, and has just recently applied for a $477,000 grant for 2014. These grants total
$1,153,000. The District would be obligated for $230,600 that can be paid by “in kind services” by operating
and maintaining the facility.

The District is excited about pursuing these proposed recreational facility improvements. Some of the im-
provements include $25,000 for security systems, $200,000 for roads, $170,000 restroom, $80,000 for fencing
to totally enclose the ATV Park and $250,000 for professional built trails. RV improvements include safety,
camping, picnicking, waterline, and fire protection. Some of the equipment includes 2 regular ATV’s, 1 Police
ATV, 1 EMT/ Rescue UTV to be housed in a maintenance building on site.

The facilities will provide provisions for Americans with Disabilities, hiking/walking, jogging/running, bird/
wildlife, mountain biking, equestrian, motorcycles and all -terrain vehicles.
